APOLOGIZING WITHOUT CRITICISM.

Wlen it i{s time for us to apologize, it is no time for us
to criticize. When we have an apology to make, let us
stick to our apology only, not to be talking or even think-
ing about the possible fault of any one but ourself. We of-
ten find ourselves strongly tempted to do otherwise—to
niix apology and criticism. When, for example, we have
failed in love, showiug impatience or irritation because
some oue else has blundered, we are willing to confess
our failure and apologize for it provided we may point out
at the same time the fault of the other, which was the oc-
casion of our failure. But the other’s fault was no reason
nor excuse for our failure; and we are not responsible for
his fault, but only for our own. Why blunt the edge of
our apology, destroy its grace and value, by meddling criti-
cally in that which is probably none of our business or
which—if it is our business—can be much better attended
to by the example of our own frank confession than by
any direct rebuke? Apology and criticism do not mix.
But an unconditional, whole-souled apology is often the
best criticism in the world.—Sunday School Times.

THE LOWLY OF INDIA.

January 19, 1914,

I rejoice in the way the Lord is
leading and blessing. I am getting
things together to build at the new
station. We have a grass hut
built at a cost of $3.50 where a man
and wife are living. The King has
given me land to build on. He would
not sell as he said there could be
no price between us, only a bless-
mg.. I expect to build one room ex-
tra high and put vp a punka so that
I can stay as much as I wish. The
Ayra Samaj unotified his caste people
of high official standing. A connnit-
tee came to see him who said “If
you give Mem-sahib land and encour-
age her to live and teach her religion
in your village the people will all
turn Christian.  You are the head
in this part and you ecan hold the
people and keep them Irom listening
to lier. If you do nrot, we will tnrn
you out of the caste.” After they
were through, he said, "I have asked
her to come and teach us and as it
is so far to come often and too hard
for her to ride the elephant. I gave
her land to build on, so a Dlessing
is at our door—shall I turn it away?
When you refuse all things that
Christianity brings and has brought
to you then come and talk to me
again,” and they left.

Benjamin and Betsaria are teaching
the children oune-half day. The peo-
ple asked that they might have the
Bible lesson right after the noou
hour as they do not go to the held
until 1:30. Many gather to hear and
while the lesson is to the boys, the
men, never having heard anything.
could not understand more difficulr
lessons.

Scripture is being fulfilled in our
midst. Some want to be baptized
on our big day. (they mean Easter),
and [ am willing after they are taught

that long. All are of high caste that
are Deing instructed. It is casy to
get the little fish after you have

caught the larger ones as it is the
high caste that «do the persecuting
of the low caste.

1 was reporied as dead to these
village people one Sunday morning
when many wére on their way here
(somme from ten miles away) for
prayers. They went back home and
reported it and there was much sor-
row expressed and men sent to learn
the causc and I had the pleasure of

telling them I was much alive. They
always smile and take my hand and
greet me as if 1 had reallv risen
from the dead. I told them they
should ask God to let me stay with
them till Jesus calls.

When explaining to them about the
coming of the Lord, they say “we
can not be ready for you have been
a Christian so long and say yvon are
not perfect. How long must we wait
to be ready to meet [Hun?” DBut I
tell them God is able to get them
ready in one day if they arc true at
heart.  Benjamin says they do not
want to go to bed, but to hear more
and more. .

I need a co-worker or two and
would gladly welcome a married
couple. I am not jealous—would

praise God with my whole heart if a
niinister would come in time to hap-
tize all. X

1 hope to keep the little hoys at
home after school vacation in June.
They are so promising. The last one
1 have named *Joseph” received a
prize at school for memorizing Bible
verses—95 out of 100. I was so
amused at the Dboys when Joseph
came. Faulus said to him the second
day. “If you are going to live with
mamma, cut off vour pig tail (they
let a hunch of hair grow on the crown
to give the gods a hold to pull the
spirit ont of the body), so he got
the scissors and FPaulus ent it off.

They were home at Christmas one
weck. I wish you could have heard
them pray. They caught the spirit

of what we pray over, and they get
5o in carnest,

I am real well and hope to go
througl the hot season all right. |
will be building =o that 1 can not
go away, even should the Lord pro-
vide. I need a rest badly but do
not like to lfcave the work for a
month, but believe the change to the
other station will rest me. We need
muclh praver. Your part in this work
will e revealed when Jesus comes.

1 have three married couples. one
single preacher, one single man for
my work and to go with me¢ when
the preachers are away or husy,
there are four missinon babies and
my three orphans. sixteen in all

There is no one hiving at Khondoli
hut we preach there three times a
week., There is a high caste family-
across the river who wishies to be-
come Christian.  The son (16 years
old) was healed of plague and the
family said when we went 1o pray
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“if your God heals him we will wor-_
ship Him"” and now they say they are
ready. They have also told us we
could have all the land we want if
someone will come to instruct them,

How [ hope and pray there was
someone to step into these open
doors.  Pray as you mnever have

prayed bhefore for reapers, those who
will go to the poor and Jowly, where
they will suffer some, but God is able
to keep amidst everything.

Your sister and co-worker for the
lost of India, in our dear Master’s
love and service, under the precious
blood, until He calls, or we meet in
the air.

THE NEED OF SPIRITUAL ORGANIZATION.
February 10, 1914,

Thank vou for the “Christian Iivangel™. It is
kind of you to send it to nie who am unknown to
vou in the flesh. The Lord be praised for the fel-
lowship, and indeed kinship in the Spirit.

In No. 22 of volume 1 (December 13, 1913), vou
have a column devoted to the difficult problem ot
the lack of organization, and, consequently. of sys-
tem in the missionary effort of Pentecostal saints.
It is a Dlessed fact, pateut to all the Lord’s children
that the much criticised profession of the Baptisin
of the Holy Ghost and Tire lias been accompanied
by a tremendous increase in missionary zeal and ef-
fort. and this is, as Pastor Boddy puts it, one of the
“Hall Marks™ of the heavenly origin of the blessed
Pentecostal Revival. The missionary ceffort. how-
ever, has not been the expression of the zeal of the
saints as a body. Individuals, more or less eutirely
independent and isolated, have responded to the call
of the Holv Spirit. This response has not been by
any means {ruitless, The dear ones have been chan-
nels of bicssiung both to the heathen and to mis-
sionaries on the ficid.  They have been so much
bleszed that one hesitates (o sav or write anything
which may savour of dissatisfaction—unot in fear of
oifending them so much, as of grieving the Spirit
whao has used them.

Lt it is eviden He himseld as laving upon many
a similar burden, viz.: that of concerted action i a
combined respoase to His call to preach the gospel
to the heathen.  Individoals have responded and the
[Lord has been glorified. but our blessed head i<
waiting for the response of the “Daody™ the
=aints to respond as a bodyv they must recognize
their unity in the Spirit. They nmst realize they
are oue bady.

For

No one traly baptized in the olv Ghost can he
ablivious to the tmminent danger of checking and
perhaps perminently hindering the work o the
Spirit so wonderfully begun, by the presceat tend-
eney there is to cophasize different pomts of view
of dertyines There can be o “hody compacted to-
vether™ while we so express our doctrine as to
wound others, and the Blessed One can not possibily

“rmde ns anto all trath™ while we so tenaciousty

cling to a particle as though it were the whole.

While visiting a certain church in the United
States the atmosphere was sweet to me and the
power of the Blessed One intensely real, and oue
outstanding reason for this seemed to be the recent
agreentent that had been come to between two com-
panies of the saints iu the district who hield different
doctrines.  They did not surrender the doctrine,
that would have been to sacrifice principle, but over
all they covered the cloak of love, and it had proved
in large nieasure to be a “bond of perfectness.”

Those of us who have been baptized in the Iloly
Glhost have no right to be dogmatic. TEach of us
has the same grand Teacher. The clhss in school
we reach depends on our docility.  The school is
one. et not a first-class pupil stand aloof from a
ffth-class pupil as though he were outside the
schonl, just because lie does not grasp ar acknowl-
edge first-class lessons. James and Paul were in the
same school, although they superficially contradicted
cach other. We have Jameses and Pauls in our
ranks, but their superficial contradictions are being
magnified into fundaniental differences and conse-
quently severing limb from limb in the Body.

Beloved these things aught not to be. The “Old
Serpent” is extrentely wise, he will insinuate in our
midst exactly the same subtle Nindrance that has
devastated thie Church from the beginniug, splitting
it to pieces. \When will we learn tle lesson? No
water can flow through separated lengths of pipes.
IFor the ﬂo“ of the precious life- sap. and for the flow
of the “rivers of living water,” we must he con-
nected not only with our head, but witli one an-
other. We must be a Dody ° compacted together.”
1t is borne in upon me that this is the first step to
scriptural organization—true spiritual unity. Ve
ARE one. Iessed be the Lord! and the differences
to whicli I have referred have uot yet heen generally
recognized as fundamental and irrecouncilable: at
present there 1s only a tendency that way, but it is
a fatal tendency, and can only be checked by a frank
recognition by all nf us of the fact that we are one.
This recognition shonld be publicly expressed and
sweetly exemplified by fellowship in spiritual wor-
ship, llome service, and missionary enterprise. Let
this heaveuly fact be accepted and thie glory which
Giod gave to Jesns shall be in us, and we ALL in-
deed shall be one even as they are. (John 17). No
brother or sister will then have any desire 1o act as
an isolated nnit or dislocated Hmb. This is the first
step in arganization and it remains with vou at home
to take it. ’

Gut should this unity be of the saints in the states
only? Shonld it nat he of all?  Ts it impossible for
there to he one I3 adyv af the saints though scattered
in both hemisphercs*  The vision that opens out
hefore me is grand. A fellowship of love that is
world-wide converging and focnsing thromgh
organization to spread again in diveroent ravs to
the uttermost parts of the ieathen warld, This mav
he hint a vision but i it not the vision our Lard had,

one

and which perhaps has stll to be realized here
below?
What is quite practicable. hawever, 12, for the

satnts in the states and Canada to profess their real
ity and exemplify it in co-operating in the expres-
sion of their nissionary effort.  Alissionary effort
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“should be of the whole Dody. [t is too trite to l'e—‘
peat what is so {requently heard “All can not go.”
Those who say this often do so to excuse their in-
difference and lack of ALL effort. All can not go
truly, but “going™ is but one part of the missionary
question—just the “feet” of the Dody. There is
work for the hands and other members also. The-
missionary work, surely, is the ounly business of tlie
saints till Jesus comes.

It is very difficult to deal with all the questions
which arise when counsidering this problematical
topic. Most Pentecostal saints are rejoicing at the
blessed liberation from the trammels of excessive
organization iun the denom'national churches. The
bantism of the Haoly Spirit has brought a blessed in-
difference to forms and traditions that bound down
and held in. Consequently the faintest suggestion
to return to the old bondage is regarded with abhor-
rence, praise the dear Ford! let us stand fast in
the liberty wherewith Christ has made us free. If
my suggestions of association would, if carried out,
curtail that liberty the Lord will put His hand upon
them, and reveal to the saints 11is disapproval. But
organization without the Holy Spirit, and TO
MAKE UP FOR His absence, is a very differeat
thing from organization IN the Spirit and BY the
Spirit and with the Spirit as President. If organiza-
tion is according to the Word of the Lord it is neces-
sary, and we must not shun it altogether because it
is attended with dangers, even tliough they be of the
gravest kind.

OVERZEALOUS FOR DOCTRINE.

“My doctrine is not mine,” said Jesus, “but His that
sent me.” “If any man will do His will, he shall know
of the doctrine, whether it be of God, or whether I speak
of myself.”—John 7:16, 17.

We see more and more that onr soul's safety
and growth in grace depends not so mnch upoun our
zeal for doctrine and phases of doctrine as npon our
ever heing wholly resigned to the will of God. We
mayv be established in our doctrine, steadfast and
nnmovable, stubborn, like a halking horse on a
mountain road ; so rooted and grounded in our own
theories and traditions handed down that neither
the Word of God nor His Spirit can move us on
from our dogmatic position. And yvet with all this
stability one can be utterly destitute of God's grace
and salvation. The one eternally safe harbor for
every weary, unstable, storm-tossed spirit is to be
found in His will only, e that is absalutely will-
ing ta do the whale will of God need not be anxious,
far “he shall know.”

Herein is rest {from all sectarian strife. How
many nced this rest! T we make our doctrines
ours they become a burden to us and we make them
a burden to others as well.  Jesus™ doctrine was not
s just as His will was not ITis own. We have
the privileee of taking this came attitude towards
doetrine,  Then will our hearts be free from preju-
dice and our minds open to receive truth.

We are not to “fast for debate and strife,” not
study dogmas merely to be able to “make points.”
Iivery teaching must be a sign board pointing to-
ward the Cross of Christ and life in the Tloly Ghost.
Such doctrines, however, do not make the evangelist
over popular nor call forth great multitudes of
“jolners” for the natural man is reluctant to walk in
the death-to-self roule, and fancies least of all a life
hid away with God. He rather prefers to follow
forms, observe ordinances, etc,

“My brethren be not many masters (teachers).”
Jas. 4:1. Doubtless the apostle saw the danger of
“babes assuming the chairs of sages,” and sought
to warn them of the great condemnation they were
calling down upon their own heads. Drother, why

do vou wish to teach? Is it zeal for doctrine? Do
vou realize vour responsibility to God? “God has
set some in the Church, teachers . . govern-

ments, helps.” The natural tendency is to tell others
what to do and how to do it; it is easier, we think,
to do this than to serve as helps ourselves. But God
needs helpers also. Moses” hands were held up by
helpers—mere props—Dbut their services were indis-
pensable.  \We mnst never get heyond lending a
helping hand.

Teachers are badly needed, but the teacher
must be equipped for God”s work with God's equip-
ment; he must know the Word of God. It must
“dwell in him richly in all wisdom™”; he must be “apt
to teach,” i. e., be gifted; he must have the Holy
Spirit, and the Holy Spirit must have him, other-
wise he cannot teach the things of the Spirit. More-
aver the fruit of the Spirit must ever be manifest
m his life and discourses. l.ove, longsuffering, gen-
tleness, kidness, patience, are all needed. Zeal for
doctrine will not suffice. “He that teacheth, let him
wait upon lis teaching.” Tleshly zeal cannot wait;
it puszhes and hurries and drives; and if perchance,
it drives one in, it will drive a score out. The spirit
behind the discourse will penetrate farther than the
words he utters. The spirit in which a tract, a pa-
per. or a book, is written will ever be felt and rec-
ognized by every reader of the printed page. We
have Deen handed tracts. correct enouglh as to doc-
trine, but displayving such a repulsive spirit as to
forbid our passing them on to others.

CHRIST'S TABLE TALK.

Lesson Text.—Luke 14:7-24.

Golden Text.—Everyone that ex-
alteth himself shall be humbled; and
he that humbleth himsel shall be ex-
alted. Luke 14:11.

Leading Thought.—Spiritual leszons
from a feast.

1. The Road to Exaltation—a les-
son for the guests. (Vs. 7-11).  This
quarter as did the preceding one
(Mk. 9:30-41) Dlegins with a lesson
on humility. The spirit here depicted
affected the apostles. The lack of
humility among Christian people is
a great lhindrance to blessing apd
power in service. The occasion was
a feast in the house of a chief Phari-
see (Vs. 1-:6). The principle of pro-
motion set forth by Christ is backed
by such scriptures as 1 Pet. 3:0,
Jas. 4:6, Psa. 34:2, 69:32, Prov. 3:34,
Matt. 18:4. “Before destruction the
heart of man is haughty, and beifore
honor is humility.” Drov. 18:12. See
Prov. 11:2, 16:18-19. This applies to
cvery phase of life in our relation
with our fellowmen and particularly
with the household of God. Tt: ex-
ercise involves unseltishness. estecem-
ing others better than ourselves. Phik
2:3-7.

High the roof is there, but the door
is low.”

2. The Reoad of Divine Recom-
pense—a lesson to the host (Vs. 12-
14). Christ’'s thought is not to for-
bid the common hospitalities between
kinsmen but to discourage hospitality

merely for return and to impress
upon them the superiority of unsel-
fish generosity toward those who can
not make return. Note in V. 13 to
whom the giving should be done.
Matt. 25:35-36, Neh. 8:10. Is this
in keeping with modern practice
among many so-called Christians?
Not only may this apply to a literal
feast, Dbut spiritnally interpreted,
should move us to seek out and feed
the hungry souls instead of linger-
ing about those who know so well
the way of salvation, even at the
sacritice of our temporal benetts.
God will never permit a trusting ser-
vant to suffer nced (Phil. 4:19) so
Iong as they keep in His will. Seek-
ing for carthly reward and recom-
pense has corrupted many a minister
of the Gospel, “Thou shalt be recom-
pensed.” For every sacrifice, every
labor of love, every {faithful hidden
service thou shalt receive a just rec-
ompense of reward,—not now but

hereafter. It is living with eternity’s
value in view. “Resurreetion of the

just” (V. 14) probably referred to in
1 Thess. 4:16, or in a more general
sense in Acts 24:135.

3. The Great Supper (Vs. 153-24).
The occasion led up very naturally
to this parable. Read this parable
side by side with Matt. 22:1-10. Note
the suppers. “They that were' bid-
den” represent the Jews. Acts 13:43-
46. ‘The invitation in V. 16 is the
nrophetic announcement of Christ's
coming; in V. 17 it is Christ’'s own
announcement that the kingdom is
at hand and the invitation to Israel
to enter. Gal. 4:4-5 Mart. 3:2.
“Come” is the condition to recciving
the blessings Christ offers. Isa. $53:1.
Matt. 11:28  Jiio. 6:37, 7:37. Rev.
