Spirit-filled converts stop right there witn
the manifestations and fail to go ou into
the full purposes of God, they will soon be
off the track lito fauaticism D some Hr
many of its different phases. On the othsr
hand, if they grasp the thought of God,
the Holy Spirit will operate through them
fulfilling the purpose of God, and no place
will be found for fanaticism of any charac-
ter, the soul of the baptized believer being
too much engrossed with the work of the

l,ord and liis personal relationship to Chriat R

\n and throuzh the Spirit.
A Mighty Evangelism,

Pentecost is, first, tl;e means of galher-
ing logether in one and empowering the
disciples of our Lord and forming them
jolo a body of men and women with one
purpose, nne hope. one falth, helng all 2
one accord. Pentecost was the inaugera-
tlon of the Church just as Sinal *wag the in-
augeration of the Tsraelttish natioss~mnnd.
as the children of Israel were henceforth t,
act {n concert a1d to be known as a nation
among the nations of the earlh, so Lbe
church was henceforth to be reckoned with
as an aggressive body of people who had
a message, a purpose and a right for exiat-
ence ahove the claims ot all other sects ur
bodies of people ou the earth, Jesus pre-
pared his disciples for their great work by
a personal dewmonstration of a Iife of ua-
(linching service, aad a doctrine that could
not be gaiusaid. He gave Instructions for
the carrying of His essage Lo all the earth,
and then told them that it wans necessary
that the loly Ghost comes upon them and
that then rhey should commence their iife-
work of evongelism with the Holy Ghost
sent down from heave1. Therefore, when
the lioly 8»Irit wng jonred out upon the
walting, praising believors, they knew por-
tectly why He had been given, and so, ns
the multitude came together and marvelled
greatly, they launched out on one of the
grealest campalgns of aggressive evangel-
ism that the world has ever know3, and
which, for intensity and depth of character
has never been equalled, commencing with
three thousand conversions, and continu-
ing until the world was fairly turied up-
side down. See Acts 17:6.

As ip the early rain or Apostolic Days,
so in these days of the lalter raln (Jamaes

Thls elass, qnite often, ahu.s
itself away in secret vlaces, glving itself
over to spiritual excesses which cdlty the
particirants, but fall in the great purpase of
Pentecost, whick is that all the world may
hear the mersage. the Gospel of Lhe King-
dom, that thea the ead may come. DLhers,
nol neclectinkg the vecret plage of power,

nave givou lhemsel\'es. over to the Lord for
evangeltstic effort, studying carefully thal
they may be approved of God, workmen
rightly dividiug the Word of Truth, God
has honored this ciass in a wonderful way,
with the result that in a few short years,
the Latter Raln Showers have heen poured
out upon the thirsty ground, nnt only in the
United States, but, on almost every coun-
try on the globe, spreading with amaziag
rapldity, the Lord workiag with them and
confirming the Word with. signs follow-
ing.

We have heen through the fire of trinl
andd persecution but the Lord has glven us
such gracious victory we feel that the
glory i8 0 muclh greater than the triais
the Jatter shrink into {nsignificance in com-
pariscn.

As the enemies could [liad nothing
against us except conceruing the law of
our God they determined to gct us entang!-
ed with the law in some way and this is
what they tried.

Wife, and u band of workers, including
Elder J. [.. Davis, a Mennonite preacher
who recelved the Baptism in the Oshorne
meeting last year, and several young work-
ers started this meeting.

The editor has given us much space and
treated us hetter than any editor in the
country. Pray for us!

A wonderful all day meeting waa heid
at Woodston with the saints from all thi~
part of Kansas, They have built a heauti-
ful huilding, or made over a hunlding Into
a place where the full Gospel can he preach-
ed. It was only large enough for the morn-
ing service and the afternoon and eveling
services were held tn the Opera Hall which
was pacied at the night service and filled
comfortably Iin the afternoon.—Herbert
Buffum with J. L. Davls and band.

Is Christian Civilization Breaking Down

Couat Okuma, Lhe honoted and venerabls
Prime ‘Minlster of Japan, made tho slate-
went at the outbreak of the European war
that “we are witnessing the end of the
civilization of Kurope.” The world has a3-
sociated the national life of Europe so
closely with Christianity that It has been
customary to refer to the Europeau nations
—especially some nf those that are now in
war—as exaniples of what ¢ Christiaa civili-
zatiou™ can do for a nation. These coun-
tries, together with Amierica, have beeun
held up as models to China, Japan, and
the people of other nun-Christian lands as
exainples for them to follow. Their great
unlversities have heen polnted to as
models; their laws giving liherty to the
masses aid assuring Jjustice to sll have
bheen taken as an illustration of what
Christianity does for u nation. It is not
surirising, therefore, that now when these
great so-called “Christian countries” are
locked in a hitter struggle with eaeh other
in what {8 proving to he the most wide-
spread and geleral war this world has
ever seen, that the question is asked—Is
Christian civilizatlon fafling?. 1s Christ-
ianity a religion that is of any advantage
to a nation?

The last of August a sermon was preaeh-
ed in the Turkish mosque of Saint Sophia
in Constaxatinopie, in which the Moham-
medan preacher in speakiug to a Moham-
medan audience that filled that great mnos-
que, once a Christian church, sald: *{
bring you good news. There Is general
war raging all over Europe. We have long
prayed, saying, 'O Lotd, let *hese (nfidels

quarrel with each other,” a w God has
listened to our prayer. Be +  Twenty
millions of Infidels are killi  ich other
with most devillsh fostruments. May Gcd

make it more.” And all the people sall,
“‘Amen,” The Mohammedan uses the wocd
‘infidel” for Christians.

An editor!al printed in u Chileae papur in
PPeking, late in August, among othor slgn!-
flcant thiugs, sald:

“They point to the West and bld us gaza
*{in wild surmise’ on the kingdoms and
principallties of urope, the pomp aid
pagentry of its varled life, Its clties, wealtn,
Industry, and cominerce, its magical in-
ventions and diseoveries, its sclence, and
the vast generalizalions of a people re-
solved 1o wreet all lier secrets {rom nature
and thus—presumprtuous thought—to coa-
quer God. But even so, what do all these
things profit if Lhe harvest !s war and
slaughter of strong men and hroken hearts
of women and pain and suffering?"

It is no wonder that the heathen rage and
the Mohammedsns imagine vain thiogs
when they witness what seems to them ta
he the foundatlon of Chr'stlan efvilizatlon
falling and the entire strusture crumbling.

Christianlty has not broken down, but
men have falled tc be Christian. The civili-
zation of the ro-cal'ed *'Christian coun-
tries” has bean escentially pagan in all of
the relatlons of nation to nation and coun-
try to country, and it is tn these relatioas
that international war is carried on.

Some years ago, in the heart of Kurdis-
tain, T adwministered the communlon in 3
huilding that could seat one hnidred and
tifty people. The communicants numhbered
somethlng ltke sixiy or seventy. Along the
wall of the church were ranged guus of
various sizes, and knives, with quite a
scattering of two-edzed swords, and every
communicant hsd strapped close by his s'de,
during the eltire service, a two-edged dlrk.
These had comc to the house of God that
day In groups, thoroughly armed, and, af-
ter the service. they trooped out, forming
themselves into triplie. qua:lruple, or aex-
tuple alllances, or whatever the case might
he, In order for their self-protection. In
that country every individual, whenever fie
traveled, armed himself, expecting that the
first pereon he met upon the road might ha
an eidemy with whom It might be neces-
snry for him to wage a deadly warfare for
his own protection. That was pagan civili-
zatlon as related to the individual. It was
a civilization where the individuul had to
look out for himself, since there wns no
protecling government
Justlce,

In many places in [rdia and Chiua, vil-
lages and elties have walis, and In the
earllier days the people of one village or
city went ont in attack upon another village
or city, siriving to gain supremacy. There-

to assure him of

fore c¢ity was armed agulust city, village
agalngt village, In Japua, before Lhe ndoo-
tion of the constitutional government, the
varieus clans which made up the Japanese
nation were armed onc against another,
and often fought. All these were but cui-
ward forms of pagan elviltzation.

Burape has built up its national life on
precisely the game busls, and, for the samne
reason that the Kurd artued himsglf before
starting for Church, or the Iudian or
Chinese city bullt at great cost a wail
for defensive and offensive purposes, eaci
nation has prepared itself to fight wilh a
sister nation, with expectation that somu-
time it nlighit be necessary to wage war
And so great armaments have been bui't
up, navies have heen constructed, soldiers
have been tralned and prepared to fight.
This coudition has prevailed amoag sll the
natlons of Europe, and, as the armament
was inereased, susplclon Increased, fears
were multiplied. and the suspielon and
fear led to lhe enlargement of the armlcs
and the development of their ejulpment.
For the earrylng out of these pians the hest
intelligence of Europe has heen requisi-
tioned to prepare the most mighty engines
of destruetion possible and to manipulate
thern with the highest scientific and me-
chanical skill.

Who would dare say that this is Chris-
(nin  Civilizaddon?  Where between the
covers of the Word of God, in all the teach-
ings of our Lord Jesus Christ and of lls
apostles, ts there one word of .warrant for
attaching the name ““Christian™ to such &
soclety and to such a state? Qn the other
hand, our Lord Jesus Christ taught the
hlessedness of the peace-maker, that vio-
lence should not he reslsted with violence
that those who take the sword shall perish
with the sword. That is Christianlity, and
only a civilization huilt upon the bhasis
of the teaching of Jesus Christ can beur
the name “Chrlstian.” Europo in plunged
In war (oday bocuuse $ts civilizatlon wies
unchristlnn, because {t was preewlnontly
and glaringly pugun. KEurope ia bathed in
blood hecause it has violated the naturw]
and Christian law of the social world, and
it is reapiog only the results of its coa-
tenipt of the law of God by which he in-
sists nations as well as individuals shall he
governcd.—The Sundny School Classmate.
