" In PbIL 1:1, the salnts are addressed
with thelr Church officers of “Bishops and
Deacons.” The word *'Blshop’” means ia
the Greek, a-superintendent or overseer.
The Elders are alee called “‘Overseers,”—
See Acts 20:17 and 20:28 where same
*Elders” are called ‘‘Overeeers,” — see
Titus 1:5-7. (Note the same offlcer called
‘elder In.v. 6 and biehop or overseer la ¥
7). These passages make clear that the

local overseers were tbe elders of that .

—~chnrch.4 -But ths elders- were mot deaconn,
“The word ‘ Deacon™ {8 Greek and means
Of course all Apos-
. tles, prophets, pastors and teachera were
servants or ministera, as the bigher in-
- ¢lude the lower, S0 the deacons or mlinls-
* ters are not always eldera or overseers.
. Now some of our churches have entirely
" skipped the office of deacon, have appolnt-
ed only deagonstimber and wrongly called
; them elders. Thla mistake often givea the

“deacon the blg-head and he soon begins
., to feel he fa tbs overseer or boss of the

whole husiness. 5o In our diacussion We
are talking about tbe real mature, experi-

" enced, tried, provea, "teaching, preachlng

elder; not the mere deacon called an elder.

Read carefully tlll you understand every -

word of 1 Tim: 3:1-7; Titus 1:56-11; 1 Pe*.
5:1-4; also 1 Tilm. 6:17-19, ]n Peter you
will note the elder 13 to “FEED" the flock,
To feed is to act the pari of the shepherd
or overseer. Not¢ the elder js given the
“oversight”” which la again the work of
pastor or overseer. Note in Timothy tbe
.elders who *“labor in the word and do3-
trine” or teachlng are to he counted worthy
of douhle bonor, namely, be allowed as
the ox to feed from the crop he has raleed
or as the laborer counted worthy of hls re-
ward in & support or as shepherd of the
flock eat the milk of the flock. See 1 Cor.
9:7-14. Elders who do not glve their time
to teaching to feeding the flock, to prayer
and the ministry of the Word, to overseeing

. the work of God are merely deacons mak-

ing thelr own llving by their own husiness
and mnot entitled to the dduble honor of
support. Such as do thls are really psstor
and teachers too, thnugh one may be a
teacher and not an elder or an overseer.

See on Deacons 1 Tim. 3:8-15; Acla 6:
1-7. The elder or pastor should servs
tbe church, teasching and feeding It and
preaching to a lost world the Gospel of
salvation, He should be bead superintend.
ent of all the work of the church. He
should naot lord it over ithe brethren in an
arbitrary way, They should honor him,
look to him for advico aud counsel, ana
should not mct contrary or without his ad-
vice on important matters, so long as he
can back up bils advice and. teaching anil
conduct by the Word of God-—no further.

What should e the relation of
Pastor to the Evangelist or of the Kvunyel-
Ist to the Pastor?

Ans. . The Evsngelist 13 ‘a Gospellzer, a
. mere proclaimer of the good news, a Win-

ner of souls, an advance guard Into new
territory, He ls a ulssjonary, one sent of
God 1o carry the good news primarily to
those who never heard {t. He 14 not a local
church officer. He hus no guthority in his
church by virtue of any otfice, unless he is
also an elder or pastor as well as an evan-
gelist. As evangellat, hie is entitled as 4
servant of God, to such courtesy and re-
spect ag-his services to God and the sense
and scripturalness of his advice entitles
him to. 1f he is able also to revive the
saintr he may be used In the local chureh
for periodic meetings according to mutual
underatanding belween him and the Pastor.
who should consider the counsels of tbe
best and most spiritual brethren in the
mattor—brethren really led of the Bpirit.
‘Thero should be tho honrijest co-operation
Letwoen every true Pastor and every tree
evangelist. They should consult with each
other.. No self-respecting erangelist will
pass the Pastor and officers of the charch
by, -.nd'phm with lay members meetinga in
the church without consulting and 50 agree-
ing with the officers.  No lay member
should Invite any evangelist for a meeting
without consulting first with Pastor and
elders. Where there mre elders or Pas-
tor, no evangellst ahould meddle with
ordajning elders and auch things, except
with consent and advice of those in charge.
Tbhis respect Of course applies to truo
church officers, not to ungodly usurpers,
ruling without the consent of the hrethre.l
or the sanction of God. .

believe and be bapu:cd in water and then
to recelve the Splrit through prayer and
the laying on of hands? Or must we teach
. him to repent, to receive the Holy Ghosl

Ans. The normal order la repentance.
faith and baptism In water; them to receive
the Spirit. Tbdis should be the order taught
where GQod glvea a chance so to teach and
seek. But God has a right to haptize them
with the Spirit any time He sees {it, as He
did at tbe house of ‘Cornellus. Many,
soundly repentant, may and will at once
recelve the Spirit, If exhorted to look up
‘if one can get saved and fillsd
with the Spirit in the same service, 1 would
not discoursge bhlm, hut encourage him to
do so. But any slnner who repents and ac-
cepla Christ as Savior and does pot re-
celve the Bplrit in the same aervice, should,
(f posslble, be haptized In water before the
next service, then prayed for to receive the
. Spirit and kept pressing on untll he does
recelve.

One asks why did not Peter follow this

. order at the house of Cornelius as he did

at Pentoecost? The answer 18, God,
through Christ, poured out the Spirit on
the congregatlon while Peter. was preach-
ing and did not glve Peter a chance to carry
out the regular order, Brethren, always

.glve God a chance!
