In the twelfth chapter of Exodus (which means "go- 
ing out," i..e., redemption) we have a beautiful type of 
redemption from sin by the sacrifice of Christ, Egypt is 
a type of sin; Pharaoh a type of the devil, the oppressor 
o i  mankind. 

Jn  the second verse Go'd says to the I-Iebrews: (who 
were a typc oi the Ecclcsia of God) "This month shall be 
unto ~ O L I .  

The Beginning of Months;  
it shall be the j irst ~ t i o ~ t l t  of fhc ycnr fo xorr." Thus  be- 
gan  the religious year of the.Israelites, and to the present 
time the Jews ha\-e two calendars. One dating from the 
creat;or~. the other from the Exodus, or from their Re- 
demption. Likewise the redeemed mall today has two 
bates. One marks his natural birth into a world of sor- 
row, pain and sin. But he has another date when he was 
"born again" (John I :13, 3:3, 7 ) ,  the day and pear in 
which he was delivered from the oppressor and from 
bondage (Rom. 6:14-18). Truly -with him this is "the 
begiiz+tigtg of mor~ tlrs."

Christ 
hath said i "Except ye eat tlie fleslt of the Son of Man, 
and drink His blood, ye l ~ a v e ? ~ o  life itt yoif," Jno. 6:53. 

"Unleavened Bread." 
T l ~ i s  is a type of the sinless Son of God, upon whom we 

are to  feas6 d"ring the present "night." Leaven is a type 
of sin. There is no sin "in Him" ( I  Jno. 3 :j). Therefore 
H e  is the Spiritual bread on which \ve feast continually, 
Jno. G:63. 

Unleavened bread is also a t!-pe of the church. The 
church is holy, made so 1)v kee l~ i~ lg  the "Passover Feast," 
not literally hut spiritl~ally. "For Christ orlr l k s o v e r  
(L.amh) is sacrificed for 11s. Therefore let 11s Iieep the 
feast. not with old leaven (ivorks of tlie law) ,  neither tlie 
lea\ren of ~nalice a ~ ~ d  \\.ickctlness: but with the ir111rn;~rrr~d 
b r , ~ ~ d  of s i~~cer i tx  and truth," I Cor. 5 :7-8. 

.4gai11 tlie church is warned by the apostle Pan1 to 
"purge out the old lcnvci~ (sin) that ye may be a new 
lun~p ,  as ye are ~lirlrazcitcd (uithout sin, sin having been 
purged bYy Christ Himself, Ileb. I :3). W e  are not to al- 
low sin to come within the church, even as  the Hebrews 
were not to  allow leaven in their homes during the feast 
of the passover (Exo. 12:18), and if sin slips in, it is not 
to be tolerated, but must be "purged o~rt;" for "know ye 
not that alittle leaven leaveneth the whole lump?' ( the en- 
tire assembly, o r  the whole heart) ,  I Cor. 5 :6. Some 
teach that "we must sin a little every day." But in the light 
of the above Scripture we say a "little sin" in the h a r t  
will corrupt the whole life. Therefore confess it and get 
it out at  once. . 

"Seven Days." 
shall ye eat unleavened bread, even the first day ye shall 
put away leaven out of your houses. F o r  whosoever eat- 
cth leavened bread from the first day until the seventh 
day, that soul shall be cut off from Israel," v. 15. 

The number "seven" is used throughout the Scriptures 
to denote completeness and always deals with time and not 
eternity. There' a re  seven dispensations of time, o r  ages 
of the world, seven divisions of world-empire, seven stages 
of the church, and so  on ad  irtfinituwt. Thus  the number 
seven in our text above is a type of the complete clrurch 
axe, or our miire Christian experience from the time that 
we are "born again" ("first day") until we are translated 
from the earth ("seventh day"). Thus  from the founding 
of the Church by Christ until the Rapture is she to "keep 
the feast" with "unleavened bread." That  is "without liv- 
ing in sin. "Even the first day (of the Christian Church, 
o r  of our Christian-experience) ye shall put away leaven, 
out  of your h o u a  (church o r  heart) ,  for whosoever eat- 
eth leavened bread (lives in sin) from the first da9 until 
the seventh day (the entire church age, o r  during our  
whole Christian life), that soul shall be cut off from Is- 
rael"--or be lost and have no  part with the church tri- 
umphant. Thus we can see by the above and by verses 
16-20 that God's standard is a life free from the rule of 
sin. The leaven of Egypt must be utterly purged out, and 
we must "feast" upon Christ our "unleavened bread," and 
thus become "partakers of His  divine nature," and so be- 
come therefore ourselves "unleavened," 2 Pet. I :4 ; I Cor. 
5 7 .  In verse l o  God says of the lamb, "And ye shall let 
;totlzinR of it rcnraitt urrfil the ~izornittg: and that which re- 
maineth until the morning ye shall burn with fire." We 
must eat our passover during this "ui.cht," this church 
age, and leave nothing until the morning-the nexe age. 
Russellism w o d d  have us believe that we shall have anoth- 
er chance in the next age to  partake of the sacrifice of 
Clirist, that it will be time enough to get  saved in the morn- 
ing of the millennium, but not so. W e  must eat the sacri- 

fice d'uring this "night," this age, leaving nothing "until 
the morning." The sacrifice of Christ was made in this 
age, the night of sin, and must be consumed by all who 
live in this age before the morning. For  God liath said: 
"I  have heard thee in a time accepted, ("tlie acceptable 
vear of our Lord," Luke 4:15. 19-21) and in a da?~ of sal- 
zntiou have I succored thee. "Eel.old, no\\ is the day of 
salvation" (2  Cor. 6:2),  aud again H e  saith : "Tod2y, if 
ve \\.ill hear Tlis voice. harden not your hearts," Heb.

9 ) .  "This night" (typical of this age) ,  saith God, "I will 
pass through the land of Egypt (world of sin) and will 
smite all the first born. the natural firskborn, ( the wicked 
-see Gal. 4 :23 ; I Gor. I j :46). Judgment is coming ; hut 
Jesus said, "Watch ye  therefore, and pray always that ye 
may be accounted worthy to escape all these things that 
are coming upon the ~vorld, and to stand before the Son 
of Man" (Luke 21 :3o). Again Christ says: "Let your 
loins be girded about (with truth, Eph. 6:14; I Pet. I :12) 
and your lights burning and ye yourselves like unto men 
that wait for their Lord" (Luke 12:35-36). Watchful- 
ness, readiness, faithfulness, is the attitude of the true 
church, o r  of the Christian. 

Not.only does the.passorer of which we eat  redeem us 
from sin, but also from this present world. - Not only a r e  
our spirits redeemed but our bodies also will be (Rom. 
8 2 3 ,  13 :I I ; Luke 21 :28). "For the Lord Himself shall 
descend from heaven \vith a shout, with the voice of the 
Archangel, and with'the trump-of God: and the dead in 
Christ shall rise first ; then we which are alive and remain , 
shall be caught up together with them in the clouds, t o  
meet the Lord in the air, and so shall we ever be with, the 
Lord" ( I  Thess. 4:16-17; I Cor. 15 :47-51; Phil. 3 :zo-21). 
"Theiefore let us not sleep as do others; but let us watch 
and be sober," I Thess. 5 :6. 

Watch in the early morning, 
Watch in the evening light; 

Watch for the Lord is coming, 
Soon will pass earth's night. 

The Blood Token. 
"The hlmd shall be to you for a token, and when I see

IVe must stay under the blood of the "slain Lamb" un- 
til tlie mominp of the res~~rrection-until the Rapture, for 
tlie s\vortl of the "Destro\w" is without.

Rut. thank God. the "morning" is 
coming, and "redemption dra~veth nigh." 

H o w  is it, reader, \vith your soul? Are you under the 
blood, feasting on the "nnleavened bread." standing, wait- 
i n ~  in holy expectancy for the day of redemption? If not, 
I Ilrce you to come at  once ~ ~ n t l e r  the cleansing flow. 
"Clirist our  Passover is sacrificed for us." W e  only need 
to receive Him. Il'ill you say "yes" to Il im now?

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F V V S . - -  
That which we have seen and heard declare we unto 

you that ye may have fellowship with us and truly our fel- 
lowship is with the Father and with His Son Jesus Christ. 
I John I :3. This then is the message which we have 
heard of him and declare unto you. 

The Doctrine. 
That God is light and in Him is no darkness at  all. 

The Life. 
If we say we have fellowship with I-Jim and walk in 

darkness (or sin) we lie and do not the truth. 
The Basis of Fellowship. 

If we walk in the light as H e  is in the light we have fel- 
lowship one with another (the life), and the blood of Je- 
sus Christ cleanseth' from all sin (the experience). Here 
the life and not dogmatism is the ground of feilowship. 
Dogliiat~sm makes sectarianism and sectarianism creates 
strife and division and hatred. Even the beloved John be- 

. came quite dogmatic when he \\anted to pull fire down . 
from heaven to consume those who would not receive Je- 
sus. This, mark you, was the next logical step to the one 
taken in the incident immediately preceding where John 
forbade one to cast out devils in Jesus' name "because he 
followeth not us," but Jesus said, "Ye know not what 
spirit ye are of, for he that is not against us is for us." 
Luke 9 :51-57. 

This bass  of fe l lowshipthe  Christ life-is condi- 
tioned on the ground of confession o'f sin, or repentance 
and faith in Jesus' blood for cleansing. T o  deny that one 
has ever sinned is to be deceived and make God a liar ; and 
to claim salvation on any other ground than faith in the 
atoning blood of Jesus is also to make God a liar, because 
it is to reject the record that God has given of His Son. I 
John I :8-10. 

Next we come to the 
Tests of Fellowship. 

Surdy  we cannot haye felJowship with one whom me 
do not know. "Hereby we do know that we know Him, 
if we keep commandments. H e  that saith I know 
Him and keepeth not his con~mandments is a liar and the 
truth is not in him." I John 23-5.  Now let the old Je- 
rusalem blade, the sword of the Spirit, cut its way through 
your heart. God is light. God is love. H e  that saith he 
is in the light and hateth his brother is in darkness even 
until now. I John 2 :g. H e  that loveth his brother abid- 
eth in the'light (in W) and there is no occasion of 
stumbling in him. ( 2  :IO). For this is the message that 
ye heard from the beginning that ye should love one 
another, ( 3  :I I )  and we know we have passed from death 
unto life because we love the brethren (3:14). "My lit- 
tle children, let us not love in word, neither .in tongue 
but in deed and in truth." (3:18). Obedience to this 
command to love is one test of fellowship. 

Love proved is the basis of fellowship. "If a man love 
me, he will keep my words. John 1 4 : ~ s .  And this is his 
commandment that we should believe on the name of His 
Son Jesus Christ and love one another as he gave us 
commandment: and he that keepeth his commandments 
'dwelleth in Him and H e  in him and hereby we know that 
lie ahideth in us by His  Spirit which H e  hath given us." 

From all this it is presumptuous and preposterous to 
malte dogmatism the basis or test of fellowship. I t  makes 
uly heart sick when I see some men trying to put so many 
bars around God's storehouse, fencing out honest, loving 
hearts and consistent Christian lives. 0 beloved, would 
Jeslls do ~ t ?  H e  would not, because H e  did not. Where 
do we get authority to go beyond thus saith the Lord ? 

The world is dying in sin. Why should we bv an un- 
scriptural position as to dogma put ourselves so far from 
them we cannot lead them to Jesus? .What is our  mis- 
sion? "Go and preach the Gospel-to every creature." 

How can \Ye save them unless we come in contact with 
them? (My father was an old-time farmer. Qnce a year 
we had a beg-killing time. After the hogs were killed 
and cut up and cooled the salt was applied to the meat. 
The barrel of salt in one corner of the smoke-house would 
not save the meat in the other corner. S o  we must come 
in touch with the worl and hold on to God, if we would 
be the salt of the earth 4.

LOVE LINKS. 
"I sought him whom my soul loveth: I sougl~t him but 

I found him not" (S .  Sol. 3:1). The bride has to consi'der 
the prerogative of the bridegroom. "I found him no€!" 
Absence makes the heart grow fonder. She had to arouse 
herself to seek for the withdrawn bridegroom. Although 
she was precious to him, she was so precious that he could 
afford to withdraw from her so that his absence, his with- 
drawal, would stir up the love that otherwise might be 
growing cold. 

O h  the intensity of desire when she found him not! 
That very absence of her lover invigorated and intensified 
her love. \Ye say that we value a thing when we have 
Lost it. -4nd she realized, as she otherwise never could, 
the worth, the wondrous love and the beauty of her bride- 
groom. And the very absence of the Lord at  the present 
time from those who are longing for His  return is bring- 
ing to a head, to maturity, the love of the bride for the 
Bridegroom, which otherwise never could be brought to 
such intensity. 

"I found him whom my sou1 loveth !" When she found 
him, the period between the losing and the finding, though 
it may have been long, seemed as nothing. In  the natural, 
we long for the coming of a friend and loved one, and 
though we may wait months and years, when we have met, 
the waiting time seems as nothing-a very short time. So, 
when we meet the Beloved, looking back, the time we have 
had to wait will seem so short. 

Meantime, H e  has given us a bridge to span the inter- 
val. W e  are saved by hope, and hope is like a rainbow 
starting from o u ~  heart and reaching to His  heart, intangi- 
ble, but perfect in its color and in its shape. A rainbow 
is seen only when it is raining and when the background is 
!darkest. .So do not be dissatisfied in the interval, in the 
little while that remains before seeing Him who is alto- 
gether lovely, because H e  gives you the rainbow of hope. 

The rainbow in the heavens is seen by God as clearly 
as it is seen by man. And it is a link of promise between 
God and man. And H e  wants to give the spiritual rain- 
bow.between His  people and Himself. So H e  sends the 
lattei rain in order that the r a inbws  ay be multiplied 
and =is people may be more frequentfreminded of the 
link. of the 'fact that they are saved by hope. 

The rainbow is real, though no man has ever handled 
it, and hope is real, though to some it is very unreal. T o  
the world, it does not exist. Their motto is, "Let us eat 
and drink, for tomorrow we die!" But the attitude of the 
bride is different. She says, "Saw ye Him whom my soul 
loveth?" She is concerned about His whereabouts, and 
she will not rest till she has found Him. 

In the Song of Solomon we see that this is just what 
the beloved one wantcd, he wanted to Lie found. H e  want- 
ed to'come back. The bride had her part to do in bring- 
ing back the bridegroom. "I found him !" And he came to 
her. And we see how at~xious he was. There is given a 
picture of his earnestness. "Behold, he cometh leaping 
upon. the mountains, skipping upon thel$ls. My beloved 
is like a roe or  a young hart." Obstacles could not inter- 
fere, because love was as strong as death. And once 
united the very flames of hell could not separate. 
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Jesus 91121st come to His beloved, and she i~rrcst find 
Him. H e  will do His part, and H e  will give grace to His 
I~ride that she liiay do her part and not give up the quest 
for Him. And when she finds Him, the otliers know it, 
her companions, the daughters of Jerusalem, and they also 
share ill her joy. She is in the'forefront, and she finds 
Him and it will bring joy to Him, joy to herself and joy 
to others.

PICTURES.OF PENTECOST IN THE OLD 

TESTAMENT. . 
Picture XX. The Refiner and His Work. Mal. 3:l-10. 

\Ve have come to tlie last of these  picture^," in the 
closinc hook o i  tlie Old Testament. Malaclii x a s  wl~itten 
at a time when the condition of the Je\vish people (i. e., 
tlie small remnant returned from the Babyjonian captivi- 
ty) was very similar to that of the Christian world in 
these last days. An able Bible student has summed up 
the cliaracteristics of tlie days of 3falachi thus: "Rob- 
bery of God is the sad keynote of the Hook. Idolatry had 
disappeared. but foniiality and hypocrisy had taken its 
place. The people withheld God's dues 'altogether, or 
nominally paid their holy obligations with worthless of- 
ferings. There was also robbery of , the  poor;  and the 
prophet, with a scourge not of small cords, lashes both 
priests and people. The hollow formalism and complain- 
ing scepticism here seen are tlie germs of the Pharisee- 
ism and Saduceeism which reached ripeness in tlie days 
of our Lord." 

-Compare with this the follo\ving descriptions of the 
"last days." just before the Second Coming of Jccus. "Go 
to now, ye rich, weep and hon.1 for )-our niixries that 
are coming upon'  yo^. Your riches are corruj,ted. and 
your garments are moth-eaten. Your.gold and silver are 
rusted; and their rust shall be for a testimony against 
you, and shall eat your flesh as fire. Ye have laid up 
your treasure in the last days. Behold the hire of the 
labourers who mowed your fields, which is of you kept 
back by fraud, crieth out ;  and the cries of tlienz that 
reaped have entered into the ears of the Lord of Sabaoth. 
Ye have lived delicately on the earth, and taken your 
pleasure: ye have nourished your heart in a day of 
slaughter. Ye have condemned, ye have killed the right- 
eous one: H e  doth not resist you," Jas. 5:rr6. "Now the 
Spirit speaketh ex~ress lv  that in the latter times some 
shall depart from the fai;h, giving heed to seducing spir- 
it?, and doctrines of demons-speaking lies in hypocrisy, 
having their conscience seared with a hot iron : forbidding 
to marry, and commanding to abstain from meats, which 
God hath created to be received with thanksgiving of 
them which believe and know the truth," I Tim. 4:1-3. . 
"This know also, that in the last days perilous times shall 
come. For men shall be lovers of their own selves, 
covetous, boasters, proud, blasphemers, disobedient to 
parents, unthankful, unholy, without natural affection, 
trucebreakers, false accusers, incontinent, fierce, despis- 
ers of those that are good, traitors, heady, highminded, 
lovers of pleasures more than lovers of God: having a 
form of godliness, 'but denying the power thereof," 2 Tim. 
3:I-5. 

hire not all these signs of the times fulfilled before our 
very eyes? Witness the great unions and combines, the 
amassing of untold wealth by the few, the oppression and 
sweating of the poor, forced labour, unprecedented lux- 
ury, and the persecution of God's faithful ones who pro- 
test against the wickedness of the world around them. 
S e  also the enormous increase in cases of tlemon-posses- 
sion, and the lying doctrines circulated by demons, both 
wit11 regard to marriage antl food. Turn to-the profess- 
ing church, antl see how those who hold to the outward 
form of godliness, go so far as to deny that it has any 

po\ver : antl ho\v insuborclination, contempt of paternal 
auil~ority, a illad scarch after pleasure, pride; covetous-- 
ness. ircacl~ery and all tlie other sins in this black list are 
fount1 even among those ~ v h o  profess the name of Christ. 
\Ve certainly havc the  empty formalism on one side, and 
the gross sen~uality and materialism on the other, as in 
the days of 3Ialachi. 

And the tinic is  lear ring for the coming of the Icing. 
"The Lord whom ye seek shall suddenly come to His 
temple, even the messenger of the covenant whom ye de- 
light i n :  heliold. H r  shall come, saith the Lord of hosts. 
But who may abide tlie day of His coniin'g? and ~ v h o  shall 
stand when H e  appeareth? for H e  is like a .refiner's fire, 
antl like fuller's soap." The Lord's coming will be a time 
of judgment both fof saint and sinner. Judgment will be- 
gin at the house of Cfid, the life-\vork of believers will be 
tried by fire first of all. before the final judgments fall 
on the impenitent. (See I Pet. I :17 and 4:17, 18; Rom. 
14 :1o .  z Cor. j : ~ o ;  I Cor. 3:13-I j.) 

Is there any \Yay of escaping from that coming judg-. 
ment. of insuring that our Iiie-work as Christians shall be 
of gold. silver antl precious stones, such as shall stand the 
test of t l~c  fire and come out only purified and more bril- 
liant? Paul tells 11s in I Cor. 11 :31. "If we ~vould judge 
ourscl\~cs. we shoul'd not be judged." Glory to God! It 
is possil~le to live and work down here iw tlte Holy Ghost, 
thus beinqjudged by tha t  sacred fire all the time, and our 
works done, not in the energy of the flesh, but in the 
power r ~ f  tlie Spirit. \Ye thus anticipate the coming of the 
liefiller: and to each contrite soul H e  comes, as Malachi 
dcscribes, to test and try, to search and lay bare, to 
cleahse and purify. "Hc sl~all sit as  a refiner and purifier 
of silver." Note the tender, loving patience of His work. 
How slow we are to learn. how many times H e  has to cast 
us into the crucible again, because we have failed to learn 
His lesson: but still the Divine Refineysits, and has long 

'the reflection of his face in i t :  and certain it is that our 
blessed Lord is wat h i n k ~ u n t i l H e  vn image 
in7Ti j  redeemed oil% The  \vork=ri?as d r e  is 
a p i i i ~ i f u l ~ i ~ o ~ k ~ o u r  Lord "doth not afflict willingly, 
nor grieve the children of men ;" -but H e  is seeking to 
t r  nsform us, and to conform us to the image of His 2' -on." Rom. 8:zg ;  Col. 3:1o. 

There is a fourfold process here suggested, which is a 
picture to us of the work of the Holy Spirit in preparing 
us for the Raptism : 

( I  ) Hwniliatio~t. The word rfsed for "fuller's soap" 
comes' from a root which suggests a cleansing by bringing 
beneath the feet, a crrrshiitg and breaking down. David 
cried in his penitence, "The sacrifices of God are  a broken 
spirit; a broken and a coritrite (ground to pdwder) heart, 
0 God, Thou wilt not despise." Psa. 5 1  :17. Do you feel 
as if you \\-ere being crushed down into nothingness? Just 
let the dear Lmd have His  way: H e  is doing it to cleanse 
and purify you. Friends. wealth, reputation an$ past ex- 
periences may all have to go:  but HE abides, and the Di- 
vine Fuller makes no mistakes in His  work. 

(2) Rezelatimt. This is suggested by the word 
"purge," which means in the original a cleansing by sift- 
jng or straining, or by the action of water. I t  speaks to 
us of the Spirit cleansing us with the washing of water by 
the \Irord (Eph. j :26). As we read and meditate on the 
,Word. tlie Spirit uses it as a mirror, to show us ourselves 
as we are, and also what the Lord is able to make us. I f  
you realize that you are in the crucible, beloved, and the 
Lord is preparinq you for the Baptism or for a fresh out- 
pouring of the Spirit, meditate much on the \Yord, let it 
be more to you than your-necessary food, and let the

The story of tlie fig-trce planted in 
tlie vineyard. yielding nothing but tlisappointment to its 
o\\-ner year 1))- year, antl rcspitcd on the intercession of 
the vine-dresser, is a vivid pict~lre of Isracl's state. and of 
the t l iv i~~e concern. Christ's strong \vord of \\.arning 
blcntlcd the notes of Goti's providence. l l i s  righteousness, 
His patience. and His judgment. And Israel's subsequent 
experience gives to it an interpretation \vhicli oucht a t  
lcast to make :my nation laying $aim to God's favor cn- 
tirely scrious as to the reality of ~ t s  profession. For H e  
is the Gotl of nations as of persons. The mystery of na- 
tionality plays as large a part in the outworking of 1 3 s  
providential designs as does the mystery of individnal per- 
sonality. Kone can look upon the great and terrible 
events of the present without realizing that they evidence 
His going forth, and that the voice which speaks loudest 
antl last is 1 3 s  voice. S o  other explanation is adequate.

L_ook& for-fruit. 

For three yearCHe lias surely-come to Great Britain 
seeking fruit. The  manner of His  coming has been 
strange indeed, yet the signs of H i s  presence have been so 
many that even the dullest apprehension can scarce fail to 
mark them, \Vhen the history o i  these days comes to be 
written, those who read will look with wide-eyed wonder 
upon the unseen interventions which repeatedly checked 
the oncoming of our foes, and frustrated their plans. They 
will see that nothing less than miracle prevented our small 
army at the first from being annihilated, and our land 
from being overrun.. And thev will mark in the entire 
course of this unspeakable conflict the flaming record of 
a sleepless Providence. Side by side with these indubita- 
ble evidences of God's unchanging care, we have. hen-ever, 

, experienced such an overthrow of the established order of 
life as almost entirely obliterates everything that went he- 
fore these three years. W e  have suffered the destruction 
of things which time can never remake. \\'e ha re  had to 
yield to the demand fo i  surrendcr 6f liberty, of possess;bns, 
and of those things \vhieh made liie sweet, and were them- 
selves dearer than life. \\:e liave sufiered an invasion of 
sorrow and loss beyond all telling. And \\.e are living to- 
daj- in an atmosphere. antl wit11 an outlook. utterly unlike 
anything our fathers hare knn\vn. Xor is the end of these 
things at  all \vithin siclit. 

Are they just the by-prod~~ct  of a civilization \vhich has 
gone mGl. and is engaged in demoli.;hing the hahitation it 
has I~uilt through long centuries? If so, there is nothing 
left for us but to face our fate. ax 1 to s tare  off the in- 
euitablc end as long as may b e  c f ,  hoiierer,  all these 
t l~inys are intimations of God's visltntion. i i  they are in 
some stran~qe \\-a!- the c;~rlr:iccs of the Owner's voice in I l i s  
search for fruit upon the trees of I'iis planting, if they 
tilark the track of I l is  footprints 11710 "makcth the clouds 
IIis  chariot. and \valketh vpon the wings of the \vind," it 
is our hi,rrhest \vistlon~ to pontler our \vays. and to judge 
ourselves \\-it11 entire sinccritv.

Conditions Before the War. 
Txt 11s look back to the h e ~ i n n i n g  of these three years, 

that \vc may understand aright what God has been doing, 
ant1 what TIe has expected of us as a nation. ;\t that time 

\\-e stood at the climax of a long period of unparalleled 
prosperity. Amazing expansion of commerce had brought 
great wealth to the conltnunity, and ever)-thing pointed to 
\-ct larger affluence. \Ye \\-ere filled with the growing 
consciousness and pride o i  empire, and of all that it prom- 
ised of ~1nc1iallengeal)le supremacy among the nations. Yet 
there'\\-as an uneasy uncertainty in the hearts of many 
~v11o saw in those days signs of deterioration in the national 
liie \\-hich boded ill for the future. T l ~ e y  recognized that 
prosperity, as e\-cr, had bred presumption u.hich imagined 
itscli i11mmva;le. And the!- feared for its consequence. 
5olne 5aw thc inevital~le jealonsy o i  national rivals, and'its 
certain outcome. Eut  heirs \\-ere as \-oices in the wilder- 
ness. Had this not been so. the \\-istlom of that great 
Christian solrlier. Lord Rol~erts. had not been derided. And 
there \\-ere others \vho saw still deeper. and recognized 
that much of onr national !ife \\-as an affront to God. H e  
\\-as virtually excluded from the Xovcrnnient of our land. 
Domestic anrl international policics were framed with no 
rcierence to His standards. True, the sessions of Parlia- 
n:ent were opened \\-it11 prayer : but that \\-as the only ac- 
kno\\-ledg~nent accorded to God in its deliberations. And 
vet \ve pritlctl ourselves on being a Christian nation! In  
social life also H e  was actually rejected. -4 curse of levity, 
and of insane devotion to trivialities, seemed to rest u p n  
our people. Mad lust for plcasure characterized every 
class : and extravagance ran to almost its furthest possible 
limits. The day of God and tlie house of God had to a 
large extent heen dropped out of the social order. And 
vet \ve prided ourselves upon being a Ch~is t ian  nation? In 
;he church also God was almost entirely dethroned. His 
\fiord was dishonored and disavowed, on the one hand in 
favor of German-made criticism-whose false values even 
its devotees have now come t o  knou-and on the other 
hand, of Romish mediaevalism. His work, as indicated in 
the spiritual programme of the New Testament, was large- 
ly forsalcen in order that the church might be free to carry 
out a mission of amusement. a social propaganda, and  po- 
litical activities. And yet \re prided ourielres upon being 
a Christian nation ! 

I t  mas upon this state of things that the war broke out. 
S o w  for three years past G d  has been visiting us in chas- 
tisement and discipline and kindly providence, , seeking 
fruit. I l a s  H e  found any? \Vhile giving fullest value to 
the splendid pitriotism, self-sacrifice, and energy to which 
the nation has risen. and recognizing wit11 admiration all 
that has been done by individuals and communities to raise 
t l ~ e  moral tone of life and to recall the people to their true 
allegiance. it is yet irnpossihle to say that there is any evi- 
dence that as a nation we are nearer God to-day than we 
\\-ere in .4ugust. 1911. Doesanyone profess to believe that 
in the spheres already indicated, of government, social life, 
and the church. there are to be seen fruits meet for repent- 
ailce? IVe Ila\.e n~r+~ilizctl everytl~infi except our funda- 
mental faith in God. U-e hare conscripted wealth, energy, 
znd life itself. \Ye have organized immense expenditure 
and minute economies. .We 11aw flitted from one expe- 
d i v t  to the other-all wit11 the declared intention of win- 
ning the war. Eut we hare taken nn concerted step as a 
nation to\vard God. .\gain antl again, ior instance, there 
has been urpx17and 1)y no means 1)y men of one class or 
opinion--a (lay of national fast and hun~iliation hefore 
God. And this not Iscause we are in the war-for that 
\ \ -o~~l t l  11e to deny the incontestable righteousness o i  the 
cause \ul~ich sustains our activities-but for our moral un- 
\\-orthiness anrl ~lnfitness t o  he the allies and instruments 
c#f Gotl's rightenusness in sucli a conflict. .Pind the answer 
has hcen : "Impossihlc ! U'hat would the Germans think ?" 
As i f  any sane man attaches the slightest importance to 
\\-hat they tliink! So  the moral and spiritual evils of pre- 
\var days still flourish. 
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Who can doubt that had we hutnblv sought God-not 
merely praying for victory, for the protkctio;of our loved 
ones, and for the favorable ordering of the course of bat- 
tle-but repentantly seeking amendment of life, and reso- 
lutely cleansing ourselves from all filthiness of the flesh 
and snirit. we should as a n-tion liave found ourselves 
anew,'and:despite vested interests, s l i o~~ ld  liave dethroned 
the evils in our midst which mock God? Would not the 
passion for rigliteousness, generated at His feet, liave 
swept away the drink curse with all its foul ramifica- 
tions? Would it not have banished vice from our sGeets, 
and tnade them safe for tlie gallant boys who have come 
over the seas to fight and die for the motlicrland, \\here 
now they are full of pestilential temptation? \Vould it 
not liave ~ n a d e  profiteering impossible,,.and the exploita- 
tion of the poor a crime? And dlould we not thus have 
gone a long way tolvard re-establishing God's honor in 
churcli and state? These are the fruits \vhicIi the Lord 
of the vineyard has a right to expect. Bdt again we ask: 
What fruit does I l e  find in our land? 

111. 
What Means This Year. , 

T o  the Jewish nation Christ's parable fell upon heed- 
less ears. The year of grace wliicli H e  foretold found 
the people no more ready for moral amendment than in 
earlier days. Thus Nemesis, swift and awful, came upon 
them. If the example of their contt!macy has any mes- 
sage for us-and who can deny it?-we cannot face the 
opening of this fourth year of the \var without deep con- . cern. I t  would seem, indeed, a s  though it must 'be the 
most solemn year of all our empire's long history. I s  it 
going to be decisive-not of the war, for tliat is a minor 
issue-but of our national continuance in the favor and 
fear of God? For  Great Britain may win this war, and 
yet herself perish. Massed munitions and dogged endw- 
ance may a t  length overcome the strength of the foe. But 
when we have reckoned1 with Germany we have still to  
reckon with God. (Security in His  grace is never abso- 
lute for any people, but is  always conditioned upon their 
obedience and loyalty. Any sense of permanent well-be- 
ing which is fostered apart from regard to  His \Vord is 
false and misleading. Trs-God_ waits, and can wait for 
s ic  of fruitfulness-but_nofito -xo:r'>vsr.) Indeed why 
s e d  H e ?  If this favored land of our$ so riclily en- 
dowed and prospered, is not finally to prove loyal to Him, 
setting herself to  be an  instrument of His glory among 
the other nations, why shodd H e  retain us ir? the position 
we liave accustomed ourselves to look upon as our  right? 

( ~ e t  Jewish history teach us His  sovereign righteousness;) 
Oh, that some strong voice might ring throughout our 

land Christ's call of urgent and plaintive warning-"Lct 
i t  alonc this ?car olso." Surely i f  we realized its possible 
poltent we should return unto Him with contrite hearts! 

And what of the individual? For, after all, the nation 
is just an aggregation of individuals; and its corporate 
attitude toward God is just that of the majority of those 
who comprise it. Has He  found fruit in our livcs during 
these three ycars. or are wc much the same as we \\-ere? 

(Is there more holiness, more energetic striving after the 
things tliat arc eternal, more unselfishness and humility? 
Are we ltlorc co~~scious to-da! that we are not our own? 
Are we bringing forth the fruit of gratitude to Him who 
redremed us by His own ~lootl?) These are the consid- 
erations which should engage us, as we conteniplate the 
end of a third year's visitation. And whatever the an- 
swer which conscience unerringly makes. let us give our 
whole heart and mind to the ministry cif the Vine-dresser 
while opportunity remains. Fo r  in this way only shall 
we each add to the moral purpose of the nation, and 
hasten its moral renewal. In respect of this responsibili- 
ty  none of us can claim exemption.-The Christian.

one sick. His weak stomach could not stand this water. 
"A little ~ i n e "  put into i t  would sterilize It, and make i t

harmless. Paul advises him not to  drink this'water, but to 
"use a little wins" in it. A Jew tells me that  in those days 
the traveler carried his "grape jelly" for this very purpoae. 
He simply made sweet wine by putting a teaspoonful of jelly 
into a glass of water and stirring it. If the Jew is  right, 
this makes the advice all the more safe. This would be 
good in cases of bad water to-day. 

Paul does not advise everybody with a weak stpmach to 
use wine. I t  might do sbme more harm than good. Watef 
does not hur t  alk weak stomachs. 

190. >That does Jesus mean in nit. 5:39 by saying: 
"Resist not all." 

Ans. The context makes i t  plain that  i t  means we a r e  
not to fight back. That  is, if a man slaps our face, we a r e  
,to have grace enough not to slap his  face in return. I t  
means we a r e  to keep meek and sweet when wronged. 'It 
has to do with physical violence mainly and does not mean 
that 7s-e a re  not to oppose sin and  Satan, for we are told t o  
"overcome evil with good," a l so to  "resist Satnn and ho will 
flee from us."

NEHEMIAH'S PRAYER ANSWERED. 

Lesson Test: Nehemiah 2: 1-11. 
Golden Text: Ask, and it shall be 

given you, Matt. 7:7. 
Practical Truth:  ( ~ o d  is  pleased to 

answer the prayers He inspires3 
Topic: Qualified leadership. 
Time: B. C. 444. 
Places: Shushan in Persia; and 

Jerusalem. 
This week's lesson is a sequel to last 

week's lesson. I n  i t  we saw the distress- 
ing condition of the Jews in Jerusalem, 
and the prayer of intercession waa laid 
upon a faithfu1,servant of God, who was 
willing to sacrifice his time, his comforts 
and al l  else enjoyed, in order that  he 
might he lp  those suffering and in dis- 
tress. He spent months in prayer ana 
elf-denial interceding for God's people. 4 ne of the  greatest needs today among 
od'ei people is  t rue intercessors; those 

willing to sacrifice their time and per- 
sonal pleasures and desires, in  order to  
intercede and hold up in prayer those in 
hard places fn the foreign field or in the 
homeland; and to travail In soul for the 
thousands dying without a knowledge 
of Jesus Christ whp died to save them 
Oh, may God move us out of our selfis 2 
indifference and lay the burden of inter- 
cessory prayer upon us. 

The incidents rewrded in this week's 
lesson occurred about four months after  
what occurred in last week's lesson. Dur- 
Ing all this time Nehemlah had been 
faithful in prayer, but he had not let 
his feelings show on the surface. He 

'prayed in secret, and God who seeth in 
secret rewarded him openly. Christ told 
His disciples, "When ye fast, be not as  
the hypocrites, of a sad countenance." 
Nehemiah had not shown his sadness be- 
fore in the presence of the king, but now, 
when God saw the  time had come to  an- 
swer Nehemiah's prayer, He allowed the 
burden of Israel's need to rest so heavi- 
ly upon hlm that  he could not hide his 
sadness. He had prayed earnestly with 
tears for his people in Jerusalem for four 

, months and now h e  could see no change. 
There had been no Improvement, but 
probably things had been getting worse 
and worse. He knew that  i t  A s  danger- 
ous for hlrn to appear before the k h g  
looking sad or gloomy, for It was the 

rule for the capbearer always to be 
cheerful. I believe that day was the 
hardest Nehemiah had experienced in 
those four months, and he may have 
wondered why God allowed him to be so 
sorely pressed that  he was unable to do 
his duty as he was expected. Yes, I be- 
lieve this was his "darkest hour before 
the dawn." How often this is true in our 
Christian experience. When we have 
prayed long for a certain thing and we 
see matters getting worse instead of bet- 
ter: until our hearts cry out in agony to 
God, and often when we come. to the 
place where we a r e  all undone and can- 
not help ourselves, (like Nehemiah, who 
had hidden his sorrow all these months. 
p u l d  hide it no longer) and sank help- 
l e e  in God's hands, then our wonderful 
God took hold' of the situation and 
worked wonderfully, even beyond what 
we had asked or  thought. May every 
discouraged heart remember < hat  God is  
with u s  in the darkest 'night as well as  
in the  glorious suvlight. He walka with 
us on the  mountain-top, but  also in the 
dark valleys. Hallelujah to our God 

When the king asked him why 2 
was sad, Nehem,iah was frightened for 
he did not know' just 'what attitude the 
king might hoM toward the Jews, but he 
answered reaectfully, truthfully and 
simply, stating the condition of Jerusa- 
lem. When Artaxerxes, the king, asked 
"For what dost thou make request,'' 
Nehemiah knew that  God had heard his 
prayer. And now a s  h e  saw how God 
had opened the king's heart toward him. 
and an opportunity was given him to 
make his requests known to the king, he 
felt his need in this critical moment for 
direct help and wisdom from God. He 
says, "So I prayed to the God of heav- 
en." Here is a lessbn for each of us. 
Some times when in great sorrow, or  
trouble, or need, we will cry unto God 
and pray earnestly for help, and a s  soon 
as we see the answer coming we get so 
elated, and. I fear sometimes, a little 
puffed-up, just a t  the time when we 
need to humbly seek wisdom from God 
that  we may speak and act wisely and 
in accordance with His plan, and not 
rush along doing or saying the first 
thing that  comes to our mind. ( % a s  
learn to look to God_gXwaxs for wisdom.

The Requeet Made and Granted When 
Nehemiah made his request it was with 
humility, prudence, courage and bold- 
ness. He knew there was much to be 
done, and he knew what to ask for. 
First, he needed the authority of the 
king back of him, so he said, "That thou 
uTouldst send me." Before we take any 
important step. we should be sure that  
God is sending us. Second, "That I may 
build it." Nehemiah wanted full au- 
thority to go right to work when he got 
there, and if anyone interfered he could 
show them he was in the service of the 
king. When we can show our work and 
faith is backed by the word of our 
King, Christ Jesus, we can go ahead 
right in the  face of opposition. Let us 
meet every foe v i th  the words, "It is 
written." as  tbe Captain of our salvation 
did. If He says "Go ye into all the 
world and preach the Gospel," then gb, 
and don't hesitate because of the ene- 
mies in the way. for you are backed by 
the King's authority. Thirdly. Nehe- 
miah said. "Let letters be given me to 
the governors." He was going to take 
every precaution that  he should not be 
stopped or hindered in the work h e  was 
starting out to perform. Many of these 
governors were not favorable to the 
Jews, and he needed the letters a s  a 
passport in order to reach the country , 
of Judah. And the fourth request wag 
a letter to the keeper of the king's forest. 
"that he may give me tlmber." Agaln 
we see his fore-sightedness. H e  would 
need timber for ' the  gates of the palace 
connected with the temple area, also the  
gates of the  city and a house for hlm to 
live in while there. He asked for nll there 
things in confidence, because h i s  t rust  
was in Gqd The secret of his success 
was his entire dependence upon God. 
The king not only granted all his re- 
quests, but  gave him more than he 
asked, for he gave Nehemiah an e s w r t  
of mounted cavalry, whiqh was a help. 
as  i t  gave him standing among the peo- 
ple a t  once upon his arrival in Jerusa- 
lem. God had so moved upon the heart 
and mind of the Persian klng in answer 
to Nehemiah's prayer that  he had truly- 
recelved the "exceeding abundant" even 
beyond what he had asked or thought. 

When Nehemiah came to the help of 
the Jews ak Jerusalem, Sanballat and 
Tobiah, two Persian officers. who were 
bitter enemim of the Jews, bccame 
aroused because help, had come to "the 
children of  Israel." But Nehemiah went 
ahead with his work. We need not wor- 
ry about the enemies who oppose us If 
we a r e  sure we are in God's will, "Be- 
cause greater is He that  is in you. than 
he that  is in the world."
