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.& T h e  ~ e t u r n  of Miracles: Our  Attitude. ,% . -.-

Have we pondered the critically sig- 
wificant fact that  the first  recorded 
prayer of the Church was a prayer for 
mir'acle: "Th'at SIGNS AND WONDERS 
may be done through the Name of Thy 
holy Servant Jesus" (Acts 4:30)? A 
heart  right and sound in its attitude to- 
w a ~ d s  miracle is of grave importance. 

THE RETURN OF MIRACLE SEEMS 
PROBABLE BEFORE THE RAPTURE 
OF THE WATCHFUL SAINTS. Its  re- 
turn after the  Rapture is certain (Mark 
1 3 : l l ;  Rev. 11:5, 6).  But (1 )  it ap- 
peara t ha t  i t  is by the latter rain that  
the  harvest, or  a t  least the first-fruits, 
shall be quickened into maturity. "Be- 
hold the Husbandman (God: John 15: 1 )  
waiteth for the  precious fruit of the 
earth, being patient over it, until i t  
receive the  early and the  lat ter  rain. 
Be ye also patient; stablish your hearts; 
for t he  Coming ofa the  Lord is a t  hmd"  
(Jas. 5 : s ) .  Thus (2 )  the  latter rain, 
no less miraculous than the early, would - seem to fall before the Great Tribulation 
sets in. "And i t  shall be in the  las t  days, 
saith God, I will pour forth of My Spirit 
upon a l l  flesh: and your sons and your 
daughters shall prophesy . . . before the 
day of the Lord come" (Acts 2:17, 20). 
Each dispensation has  closed in God 
counter-working Satan with swift and 
appalling power: so  ( 3 )  thla also is fore- 
told, in a Church ( 1  Tim. 3:15) epistle. 
concerning the closing years of the 
Church. ''In the last days grievous 
times shall  come. F o r .  . . like a s  Jannes 
and Jambres withstood Moses ( tha t  16, 
miraculously: Exod. 7: 11)  m d o  these 
also withstand the truth. . . But  they 
shall  proceed no further: for their folly 
shall be evident unto all men, a s  theirs 
(Jannes' and Jambres') also came to 
be"-that Is, by t h e  nmntrr-working of 
mightier miracle (2  Tim. 3: 1 ,  8 ;  Exod. 
7:12; 9 : l l ) .  Our latent title to mir- 
acle (Mark 16:17, 18 ;  1 Cor. 11:4-11; 
Gal. 3:l-14) may become operative a t  
any moment. 

NOR MUST OUR FAITH BE STAG- 
GERED BY THE ABUNDANCE OF 
SATANIC COUNTERFEIT. Demonic 
miracles, singularly powerful and sing- 
ularly seductive, a r e  to  crowd the  clos- 
ing daya. ''In t h e  last  days griepious 
times shall come. For . . . evll men and 
seducers (by magic: so  Llddell and 
Scott) shall wax worse and worse" (2  
Tim. 3 : 1 3 )  : "for there shall s r l se  false 
chriets. and fnlse prophet& and shall 

show great signs and wondrrs; so a s  to 
lead astray, if poss~ble. even t h e  elrct" 
(Matt. 24: 3 4 )  ; and A~ltichrist 's p l ~ ) l -  
ence is  to be "with all power and ;signs 
;and moraders of falsehood, and a l l  de- 
ceit" ( 2  Thess. 2 :  9 ) .  But forged coins 
are counterfeits of real. l k w a r c  of i l lr  
inovilable stratagem of Satan to create 
in  the  nlind of the Church loathing for 
mir.acle by swamping, a t  i t s  outset, the  
real mith tho counterfeit. This is all 
acute peril of the Church today.

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The Perk of Bolshe\rism at yome and Abroad 
In the consecutive issues of the Times 

Weekly Edition (London, England) for’ 
December 5th and lZth, 1919, R. Cour- 
tier-Forster, late British Chaplain at 
Odessa and the Russian ports of the 
Black Sea, writes as follOw5: 

Unhappily, I have spent nearly a year in 
Soviet Russia, and was in the hapless coun- 
try over seven years hefore that. I have 
read and re-read the letter from a British 
officer to his wife respecting the unspeak- 
able horror of the hrutalltles practiced by 
the Bolshevists on their martyred victims 
and can find nothing which my DIR” ex- 
perience tells me is probably inaccurate. 

While I was stiIl British Chaplain of 
Odessa the city was deluged with blood. 
. . Tramcars were overturned to make 
barricades, trenches dug in the streets, 
machine guns placed in the upper windows 
of houses to mow the thoroughfares with 
fire. The place became a” inferno. The 
Bolshevists were victorious. On capturing 
Odessa Railway Station which has been de- 
fended by a few officers and a number of 
anti-Bolshevist soldlers. the Bolshevists 
bayoneted to death the 19 wounded and 
helpless men laid on the waiting room floor 
to await Red Cross succor. 

Scores of other men who fell wounded 
in the streets also became victims of the 
triumphant Bolshevist criminals. . . . 
Hundreds of others were captured and tak- 
en on board the Almas and the Sinope, the 
largest cruisers in the Black Sea fleet. 
‘Here they became victims of unthinkable 
tortures. 

On the Sinope. General Chormlchoff and 
some other personal friends of my own 
were fastened one by one with iron chains 
to planks of wood and pushed slowly, inch 
by inch, into the ships’ furnaces and roast- 
ed alive. Others were tied to winches. the 
winches turned until the me” were torn in 
two. alive. Others were taken to the boilers 
and scalded with boiling steam. They were 
then moved to another part of the ship and 
ventilating fans set revolving that currents 
of cold air might blow on the scalds and 
increase the agony of the torture. The 
full names of 17 of the Sipope victims were 
given me in writing by members of their 
famillbs or their personal friends. These 
were lost later when my rooms were raided, 
my papers seized and I myself arrested 
and throw” into prison. 

The house in the Catherine Square in 
whi2h I was ilrst in captivity, afterwards 
became the Bolshevists’ House of Torture 
in which hundreds of victims were put to 
death. The shrieks of the people belng tar. 
tured to death or having splinters of wood 
drive” under the quick of their “ails was 86 
agonislng and appalling that personal 
friends of my own, living more than a hun- 
dred yards away in the Voroutsoffsky Par- 
eoluk, were obliged to fasten their double 
windows to prevent the cries of anguish 
penetrating into the house. The horror and 
‘fear of the surviving citizens was so great 
that Bolshevists kept motor lorries thun- 
dering up and down the street to drown 
the awful screams of agony wrung from 
their dying victims. 

There 1s a halting place for the electric 
cars at the corner of Kanatnaya and Grech- 
eshaya. Returning from the town at 1130 
one morning I encountered a scared and 
frightened group at this point. Inquiry re- 
vealed the fact that the Bolshevists ,had 
just successfully murdered two unprotected 
and defenceless women wafting for ths 
trah to p0 intO the Ottr ShOXWdU8. Th& 

crime was that both clothes and manners 
showed them to be “Bonrgopie.” Also in the 
Kanatnoyx one morning a working woman 
was shot for the sport of the thing, while 
running across the road to purchase a bot- 
tle of milk for her children. 

Treatment of Women. 
“Week by week the newspapers published 

articles for and against the nationalization 
of women. In South Russia the proposai 
dld not become a legal measure, hut in 
Odessa bands of Bolshevists seized women 
and girls and carried them off to the Port. 
the timber yards and the Alesandrovsky 
Park for their own purposes. Women usea 
jn this way were found In the mornings 
either dead or mad or in a dying condl- 
tion. Those found still alive were shot. 
One of the most awful Of my own persona1 
experiences of the New Civilization was 
hearing at night from my bed-room win- 
dows the frantic shrieks of women being 
raped to death in the park opposite. 
Screams of shrill terror and despair were 
repeated at intervals until they became 
nothing but hoarse cries of agony like the 
death call of a dying animal. This hap- 
pened not once, or twice, but many times. 

I was passing through the Town Gar- 
dens, when I saw a group of Bolshevist 
soldiers insulting a” Ikon of the Thorn- 
crowned Face of Christ. The owner of the 
Ikon was spitting in the picture’s face, 
while the others were standing round 
with loud gaffaws of laughter. Presently 
they tore the sacred picture into fragments, 
danced on it, and trampled and stamped the 
pieces into the mud. 

It was in the early days of the terror 
that a young Russian acquaintance, full of 
enthusiasm for the Holy Revolution. came 
to my rooms and in the course of conver- 
sation declared: “We have now overthrown 
the Crown and ,Monarchy;.i” a few years we 
will abolish God from Russia.” As he 
held a position of Importance under the 
new regime I recorded his words at the 
time. They were ominous. He went on to 
declare that in addition to his oiilcial ap- 
polntment he was busily engaged in train- 
ing 28 young men as political propagand- 
ists. What he was doing hundreds of others 
were doing. He declared that in a few 
months hundreds of young me” would iin- 
inh thefr instructfons and go forth, not only 
to the towns, but that e”ery village in Rus- 
sia would be visited by at least two propo- 
gandists. working to destroy all loyalty to 
the monarchy, and by every means in their 
power to umlermine the reugions convic- 
tions of the people. The forces were care- 
fully mobilized, and in a short time the 
attack on the Christian falth commenced 
with tremendous energy. 

BoIsI~evism in America. 
The spirit which fs working crimes 

and outrages upon civilization in Soviet 
Russia, is the spirit of Anti-Christ, and 
that ‘identical spirit is now operative in 
the United States and is seeking to over- 
throw our government. How very seri- 
ous is this menace of Bolshevism may be 
gathered from the fact that for the first 
time in more than a century the United 
States has not deemed it necessary by 
congressional action to legally define se- 
dition or provide laws against !t or 
punishment thereof except fn the army 
and navy regulations. But now, recont- 
lY a Sedition Bill haa been passed by the 

. Senate which make it unlawful “to ad- 
vocate or advise the ovarthrow Of the 

Government, to display the red flag, to 
transmit through the mails any docu- 
ments advocating the overthrow of the 
Government, or t.o import any such docu-. 
merits, on penalty for conviction thereof 
of five years’ imprisonment or five thous- 
and dollars fine. Aliens thus convicted 
will be deported.” 

Having considered the reign of An&i- 
Christ as foreshadowed by Bolshevism 
in Russia, let us consider the rule of 
Anti-Christ foreshadowed in two mod- 
ern religious movements, viz: 

1. The Young Men’s Christian Asso- 
ciation. 

2. The Student Volunteer Move- 
ment. 

1. The Young Men’s Christian Asso- 
ciation- 

Mr. G. Walter Fiske, Junior Dean, 
Oberlin Graduate, School of Theology, is 
the author of a book entitled, “Finding 
the Comrade God.” The Y. M. C. A. 
both publishes and circulates this book 
from which the following excerpts are 
taken: 

It is a barren literdism which stresses 
the blood of Christ as the secret of Hls sav- 
ing power (page 116). It is evident that 
the Savlour’s sacriAce is not enough. The 
redeemed one must share the Redeemer’s 
cross, or stay seliish and unsaved in spite 
of Christ’s sacritlce. . 

The cross on Calvary alone 
Can never save thy soul; 

The cross in thine heart and life, 
‘Tis that must make thee whole. 

Without the cross of Jesus, the world 
would “ever have learned that redemption 
comes through sacriiicial love. He tauPht 
the world the method and the process of ;he 
saved life, the redeemed character. TOO 
many selfish people have complacently 
sung: 

“Jesus paid it all; all to Him I owe.” 
and imagine that they have no responsibil- 
ity about their own salvation, but that the 
cross of Jesus has somehow done it all. 
This 1s the most dan!zerous of all fallaCle8. 
(Page 117.1 

2. The Student Volunteer Move- 
ment- 

Norman Bennett has written to “The 
Christian” (published in London, Eng- 
land), issued December 18, 1919, as 
follows: 

Sir:-1 am writing from a twofold stand- 
point: 

1. As one of tha original Committee of 
the Student Volunteer Movement of Cam- 
bridge. 

2. As a former missionary of the C. M. 
S., and one who has bee” in the closest pos- 
slble touch as a Government Chaplain with 
Fore&” Missions In India. 

From this two-fold standpoint it is im- 
possible to read the extracts from “GOD 
and the Struggle for Existence,” wfthout 
serious misgivlngm. 

1. The Student Volunteer Movement, as 
I understood it. originally stood out clearly 
for the simple Gospel of Christ and for 
redemption through His blood. based upon 
the doctrine of orlglnal Sin. If the words 
auoted. “Nowadays we hold no brief for the 
the&‘of man’s iota1 depravity;’ are to b; 
sent out as emanating from the center of 
the Movemant. it Is hard to sw how those 
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who buy the book in whlch these words are 
found, can fail to identify them with the 
Movement itself. If they are so identlfled 
they necessarily contradict St. Paul's 
words: "Dead in trespasses and sins." and 
other words of a like nature whlch occur In 
the Gospels and Epistles. I n  t h e  Old Tes- 
tament, too, the depravity of human nature 
is over and over asain referred to in such 
language as  Jeremiah 17:s:  "The heart is 
deceitful above all things and deqperately 
wicked, who can know it?' The tendency 
or the present day is to deny tills funda- 
mental truth. Is the Student Movcment 
prepared to befriend ~ucl l  a tendency? I 
have confined mysclf to one extract, but the 
Eame critici.=m holds good of the otllrr ex- 
tracts as well, which seem to be equally 
Inimical t a  the truth. 

Trampling on t h e  Blood. 
No right minded person can fail to be 

shocked by the crimes and outrages of 
Bolshevists in Odessa as  depicted by 
an  eye witness, Chaplain R. Courtier- 
Forster. But I am free to confess that  I 
I am even more shocked by the heresies 
contained in a book entitled, "God, and 
the Struggle for Existence," and by the 
book, "Finding His Comrade God," 
whose author repudiates the glorious 
truths, The Vicarious Atonement of 
Christ which is the  essence of the Gos- 
pel. I t  is a n  unutterably grevious thing 
for a Bolshevist soldier 'to trample and 
stamp the pieces of a picture of the 
thorn-crowned Christ in the mud, but 
what shall we say  concerning the Y. M. 
C. A. which publishes and circulates a 
book, the author of which "hath trodden 
under foot the Son of God, and hath 
counted the Blood of the Covenant 
wherewith he was sanctified an unholy 
thing and hath done despite unto the 
Spirit of grace" (Heh. 10:29) ? 

John Wgsley has said, "There is no 
power by nature and no merit  in man. 
All power to think, speak, or act aright 
is in and from the Spirit of Christ; a n d  
all merit is In the Blood of Christ. All 
men are dead in trespasses and sins: all 
a re  by nature the children of wrath. 
W e  become interested in what Christ 
has done and suffered, not by works, lest 
any man should boast: but by faith 
alone. We conclude, says the Apostle 

' that  a man Is justified by faith without 
the  works of the law." 

Beware of Fnlsc Teachers. 
If man by nature is not a fallen being, 

then he has no need of tho Atoning Blood 
of Jesus, since the guilt of sin is not im- 
puted to him. If the words, "Jesus paid 
It all, all to Him I owe," are  not truc,- 
.If the words contained in scripture, 
"Without shedding of blood there is no 
remission" are false,-in other words. 
if the truth of Christ's Vicarious Atone- 
ment is false and Jesus did not die the 
just for the unjust that He might bring 
us to God, then you cut as  it were the 
very heant out ot  the Gospel, and you 
elimlnate the supernatural from the 
Bible. In 2 Peter 2:1, we read of "False 
teachers among you who privlly brlng in 
damnable heresies, even d e n d n g  the 
Lord who bought them, and bring upon 
themselves swift destructlon." 

The Young Men's Christian Assocla- 
tion and the  Student Volunteer Move- 
ment are closely amliated. Each r e p r e  
senta t he  prlnclpal Protestant religions 

denominations. The S. V. M. has its 
foreign missionary representatives in 
nearly every quarter of the globe. The 
Y. M. C. A. is also in its scope world- 
wide. Both organizations a r e  respon- 
sible for anti-Christian doctrines which 
are  rapidly spreading in the churches, 
like leaven everywhere. 

A Friendly Warning. 
I entreat my brothers and sisters in 

the Pentecostal Movemeut to receive a 
few words of loving exhortation. I en- 
treat  you to beware of false teachers 
who are  bringing into the churches 
damnable hcrcsies, even denying the  
IAN-d n h o  bonglit. tllcm. Perhaps some 
one is sayiug, The Peutecostal Move- 
ment is loyal to the fundameutals of 
the Gospel and to ,that central truth. 
Christ's Vicariohs AtonemenL; therel'ore 
why i t  is  necessary to warn us of this 
latter day apostasy? My answer is this, 
Notwithstanding the fact tha t  the dis- 
ciples of Jesus heard His teachings. 
from their Master's own lips and were 
frequently in His presence, yet He said 
to them. "Beware of the doctrines 01 thc  
Pharisees and Sadducees." "Beware of 
the leaven of the Pharisees which is hy- 
pocrisy." Again He said, "Beware of 
the leaven of the Pharisees and thc  
leaven of Herod!" Herod inquired of 
the wise men diligently what time the 
star appeared. And he sent them to 
Bethlehem and said, Go search diligent- 
ly for the young child, and =-hen you 
have found him, bring me word again 
that  I may come and worship Him. 
From the third chapter of Matthew we 
learn tha t  though words about the wor- 
ship of Jesus were on Herod's lips, the 
murder of Jesus was in his wicked 
heart. Take heed what you hear. Again 
I entreat you, "Beware of the leaven of 
Rerod!"

1 : 4 ;  1 Pet. 1 :19) ,  and I wish you would 
pray for its removal.'! 

You can imagine my pleasure, upon 
examinatiou of my finger in the course 
of a week, to find it is smooth as any of 
the othcr f in~ers .  Praise God. 

Some years later, while conducting a 
mission a t  59th Street, New York, on 
shaking hands with the different ones 
in attendance, I discovered a large wart 
on the palm of the hand of one of the 
friends. I at  once told my esperience. 
and advised taking the Lord, who mould 
heal i t  in answer to prayer. In about a 
week or two this humble soul gave a 
precious testimony of the healing of thls 
large wart. Glory tb Jesus forever! 
He is just the same today. 

Miss Wood, well known in these parts 
as a Pentecostal worker, had a very sore 
mart upon her lndex finger, which was 
much in the way, and of course kept 
getting hurt. We took i t  to the Lord 
i n  prayer; the last day before i t  dropped 
off, the pain.was severe, but it was only 
the last kick of the wart demon, and It 
was gone.

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708. I s  i t  God's purpose to have none 
of the  Gentiles go  t l ~ r o u g l ~  the thousand 
)ears1 reign, or is I t  for them, too? 

During the millennium Christ will sit 
on the throne of David in Jerusalem, and 
Jerusalem will be the capital of the 
world, and the Lord Jesus King of the 
whole earth. The Israelites will be the 
leading nation in the world and under 
the Lord iu the place of power. As God 
is now dealing: directly with the Genules, 
so He will then deal directly with Israel 
and with Gentile nations through them. 
A remnant of probably every nation will 
be left on earth after the battle of Arma- 
geddon. In Zech. 14:16 it is said: "And 
it shall come to'pass, that every one that  
is left  of all the nations tha t  came up 
against Jerusalem shall even go up from 
Year to year to worship the King, the 
Lord of hosts, and .to keep the feast of 
tabernacles." Read ,the r e g  of the 
chapter ou how God will deal with the 
Gentile nations Ieft during this thousand 
years. 

509. What  is the  difference between 
sanctific;~tion and the baptism of the  

, Spirit; between the  bnp'dsrn with the 
Spirit and the  baptism with water? 

Sanctification is a state, a condition 
of the human heart and life, brought 
about by cleansing with t he  blood of 
Christ. It is like a jar washed and made 
cleau. The baptism with the Spirit fills 
the person who has been cleansed. Then. 
a s  Paul says, we have this treasure in 
earthen vessels. Sanctification is not a 
person, cannot talk and exert personal 
power. But when we are aptized or 
tilled with the Spirit, the koly Ghost 
takes personal possession of our body, 
He exerts power over our body and 
through our body. Being an individual 
Person He talks with other tongues 
Lhrougb us. Sanctification has never 
been known to talk in tongues and never 
will. 

Christ is the Baptizer in the baptism, 
and Ho baptizes with the Spirit. So 
Christ is the active agent or adminis t ra  
tor  and the element or nwans He uses 
is the Holy Spirit. John says, "He shall 
baptize you with the Holy Ghost." Matt. 
3 : 1 1 ;  Mark 1:8: Lu. 3:lG and John 
1 :  33 .  

Now in sanctification the Spirit oc- 
cupies the position of Administra- 
tor, allicll place Christ fills in the bap- 
tism with the Spirit, and the blood oc- 
cupies tho place of means, where the 
Spirit is ill the baptism. In other words, 
the Spirit sanctifies with the blood. The 
Spirit never baptizes anybody, never 
has, never will. This office belongs 
solely to Christ. The scriptures never 
once speak of a baptism "of" or "by" 
the Spirit, always of it as by Christ and 
with the Spirit. (The "by" in 1 Cor. 
1 2 : 1 3 ,  should be "in" as it is in the 
Greek).  Hut sanctification is by the 
Spirit and with the  blood. Paul speaks 
in Rom. 15 :  16 of the Gentiles "being 
sanctified "BY" the Holy Ghost. Beb. 

10:29 speaks of the apostate as  count- 
ing "the BLOOD of the covenant where- 
'WITH' he was sanctified an unholy 
thing." These and many other  pas- 
sages show that sanctification is  "by the 
Holy Ghost" and "with the blood." 

NOW water baptism is pe rb rmed  ill 
neither of these ways, not a s  the bap- 
tism-with the Spiriit, and not a s  sanc- 
tification-by the Spirit. Christ bap- 
tizes with the Spirit, never with water. 
The preacher baptizes a7ith water.- 
never with . the Spirit. In one Christ 
is the active agent, in the other the  
preacher is the active agent. One is in 
the element of the Spirit, and in the  oth- 
er the element used is water. No intelli- 
gnt student of the scriptures ought ever 
to confound any one of these three 
things with the other. He may not un- 
derstand sanctification, or the  baptism 
in the Spirit, for lack of experience; but 
the very letter of the scripture clearly 
differentiates between t h e q  as  three dis- 
tinct things. The AGENT and the 
MEANS are different in each case. 

800. Should all t he  tithee be paid to  
the  Pastor when h e  is already well pro- 
vided for, whfle there are so many min- 
isters in need, both in the  home land 
and t h e  foreign fleld? 

The pastor ha3 the first r ight to  the 
tithes of his congregatlon. But n o  
worthy man of God would insist on all  
the tithes being given to  him, if they 
amount to far more than he  needs. I t  
is seldom a congregation has every mem- 
ber of it, or even every head of a fam- 
ilyl in it paying tithes. Often when 
some member figures up the  tithes and 
concludes that the pastor i s  getting 
twice what he needs, the pador  is  really 
getting half of it. . 

If the money passes through the treas- 
ury of the assembly and monthly reports 
are made as to what is actually being 
turned over to the pastor, then every- 
body knows what the pastor is getting. 
If it is only a guess a t  what the pastor 
is getting and the assembly thinks he 
is getting better pay than carpenters, 
plumbers, and other skilled workers. 
then you might go personally to the 
pastor, and lovingly talk the matter over 
and find out the truth of the  matter.  

If he is over-provided for, then the 
rest should go to spread the  gospel else- 
where. Each member is God's steward 
for His tenth in your hand, and you must 
put it where it will please your Lord in 
making Christ known. The pastor who 
feeds the flock should be the  flrst par- 
taker of the milk of the flock. 

801. 1s It right to help support a de- 
pendent mother with the  Lord's money? 

If you mean with tithes, or money 
specially set apart as given to  the Lord, 
then I would say we should not take 
away from the Lord anything tha t  has 
been consecrated to Him. W e  should 
not do charity wofk with our tithes. Bet- 
ter divide our own money with our 
mothers. 

802. Should a working man pay his 
bills first and then take  a tenth out  tor  
God of what is left, o r  should h e  take 
out t he  tenth *st? 

The tenth should be taken out for 
God first. Then our bills should be 
paid out of our own 90 per cent left. 
No man honors God who puts the Lord 
last. In both law and gospel God de- 
mands the first place in every heart and 
life. 

803. Can a man be a ChrLtlan and 
be the  husband of a n  adulterous woman? 

Let me answer by asking if you ever 
knew a good woman to live a true Chris- 
tian life while her husband was untrue 
to her? I have, several of them. I f  
every Chtistiah woman gets damned 
because her husband has been untrue 
to her, then a lot of them will be lost, 
I am sorry to say. But I do not believe 
a wife can live a Christian life, and 
knowingly consent to her companion liv- 
ing with another woman a t  the same 
time. If a man ha* a wife who takes up 
with another man or men, and the hus- 
band consents to it, and agrees to take 
his place in line as  one of the men who 
consorts with her, he becomes a low- 
down dog along with the rest. We can 
forgive any sill against us when repented 
of, but we cannot consent to or approve 
of sin.without ourseivcm becoming sin- 
ners. 

804. At what stage of Christ's min- 
istry did the  old law cease and the  new 
dispensation begin? 

The  new age began to  open up with 
the  preaching of John the Baptizer; i t  
increased under the ministry of Christ, 
and a t  Calvary the  old law of ceremonies 
was nailed to the crom. On the day of 
Pentecost the new day fully dawned 
with life and power. So the old and the 
new over-lap each other from the days 
of John till the day of Pentemst. Of- 
ficially the old came to an  end a t  the 
cross. Officially the new was inaugu- 
rated a t  Pentecost. There is an inter- 
regnum for fifty days from the cross to 
Pentecost. 

Christ taught many things i n  the gos- 
pels, the fullness of which came only 
after Pentecost. At other times Jesus 
met people in His teaching on their own 
ground under the law. For instance, 
He told the young ruler to keep the tzn 
commandments in order to  be saved. 
But we do not now get saved by keeping 
the .ten commandments. We look to 
Christ.

Isaiah 28:9. 

One of the characteristics of the Pen- 
iccostal work is the large percentage of 
young men called to the ministry of the 
\tTord in so much that i t  might be term- 
ed a young man's movement. This does 
not exclude the women or their valuable 
\elvice rendered to God and the work; 
:he term is inclusive. ,These young folks 
I lnw hecn cnllrd from all walks of life 
with practically no previous training or 
ltuowledge of the TVord or work of God, 
and in consequence God has had to put 
up with much on account of our lack 
of knowledg~: and experience, but We 
Save beci~ growing and learning and 
God has been shaping the work in a very 
remarkable way. Therefore let us con- 
sider one thing that amounts' to a great 
need among us, as it appears to my heart 
in these days. In bringing thls need be- 
fore us I would like to deal wlth l t  in 
the words oC the title of the article. 
1. WHAT-Is tho PentcrosLal Work? 

Lorp; It is the rain preparing the grain 
for the harvest; i t  is the testimony of 
God to the world before the  tribulation 
sets in; i t  is a work of speedy evangeli- 
zation, in carrying the lull message to 
the world in the power and demonstra- 
tion of the Holy Spirit. Therefore it is 
more fully an evangolistic work.

But the results that  have fol- 
lowed to date are not all that  God in- 
tended or that  He has In His mind for 
this work and testimony as a witness to 
an  "~postol ic  age.'' We need a mani- 
festatlon of God whlch wlll be commen- 
surato with the tlmes in whlch we are 
living. The power manifested in any 
other part of the Christian era  wlll not 
~ u m c e  for thla twentieth century. The 

not be accepted by all. "They shall a t  
least know that a prophet has been 
among them." God is not limited as  to  
resources or power. His will L as  ever 
unchanging, the same YESTERDAY. 
TODAY and FOREVER. Brethren, have 
we all that God has intended us to have 
as a possession in this work? I, for one. 
vote no. If i t  has been God's intention 
then to restore to His people the power 
and g i f t  of the Holy Spirit. wherein 
signs andmighty deeds will follow in the 
name of Jesus, then I say that  there 1s 
something in HIS LOVING HEART for 
His people that we have yet to enter into 
and possess. This would bring us to our 
nest thought, the 

11. WHO-In Pentecost? 
Those to whom He has been able to 

"teach KNOWLEDGE, and cause to un- 
derstand DOCTRINE, who have been 
weaned from the milk and drawn from 
the breasts." 

The Pentecostal work has been so 
unique and so far out of the lines of 

rdinary travel that  few of the old line 441. inlsters . can come out of the old relig- 
ious life and enter into this work leaving 
the old shell completely behind. In 
short, i t  has been impossible to .fully 
wean and draw from the breasts those 
who have been raised a l i f e - the  in cer- 
tain denomlnations, sufaclently to have 
them enter into God's thought for this 
testimony. God is to be thanked that 
where this has been possible In the livffl 
of some of the ministers who have come 
into Pentecost, that  they have been a 
great blessing, but in the main It 1s not 
so. Therefore God has had to turn t o  
a younger element. call them, anoint 
them and then teach them knowledge 
and doctrine. This has  been the order 
of the day and the work of Pentecost 
among ourselves has been a work of 
learning, developing, and becoming edu- 
cated to the w&s-of the Holy spirit. 
Having our discernment intensified by 
reason of experience, or as the scripture 
tersely puts it. "having our sense ex- 
ercised so that  we are able to discern 
both good and evil." 

We have heard much about the  need 
of the gifts of the Holy Spirit among 
us, and while there has been much walt- 
ing on God for thb ,  yet in that general 
sense they have not been fully manifest. 
A few have claimed to have the glfts 
restored to them and tha t  they are  in 
working order. All we have beheld 
in this line are Tongues, Interpretation, 
Prophecy, and some cases of remark- 
able Healing, which have been with us  
from the beginning of the outpouring as  
the chief characteristics of this work. 
But, outside of the former, we have had 
Healings in the sense we are now havlng 
them right along, even before the out- 
pouring of the Splrit. I know many will 
arise and say that we have rejected light 
and our teachlng Is wrong, and come 
forth with a thousand reasons why we 
are not in full possession of the' gifts. 
But let those who would come forth. 
put up the goods or keep qulet. I t  is

to thc church before the coming of the cannot be gainsaid, although it migbt able to show us some remarkable caees 
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of healings, but all these we have seen 
and they mean nothing whatever riew- 
ing this matter a s  we are now discuss- 
ing it. Many folk,s can come and tell us 
what is the matter with us, who have 
just as little, and in some cases less, than 
the average Pentecostal child of God. 
My thought, tlierefo?e is, tha t  God has 
been producing a condition of l ife and 
character on which He can give the gifts 
with soiue measure of reliability, for 
you know that He will not, give His 
glory to ailother. How. many of us are 
there who will have the face to say that 
we were able to  stand niighty ~uiuistry 
aud great  success and still keep hidden? 
Isaiah says that "To this inan will I look, 
even to him that  is poor and of a con- 
trite spirit, and tha t  trembleth a t  my 
word." Peter says, "Why look yo so 
earnestly on us as though by our power 
or holiness we had made this man to 
walk"? I t  is not sou~ething that God 
wants to do for us so  much a s  something 
He wants to do through us. In a word: 
"Father glorify thy sons, tha t  thy sons 
niay GLORIFY THEE." I t  seems to m e  
brethren, tha t  "the hour has come" to 
meet God and "finish the work which 
l ie  has given us to do," we must get 
there uot by ,theological discussioils or 
terms or ideas. This brings US' to our 
third word. 
HOW-In Pentecost? 

Of all the  folks in Pentecostal work 
I feel I am the least ahle to discuss the 
HOW in Pentecost. But are we not now 
a t  a place where a general cry is going 
up among God's people for Him to work?

Only yesterday I received a 
letter from one of our most successful 
evangelists, unburdening hls heart to me 
along this llne. I t  I s  only one letter of 
many. 

Surely thls i s  God's tlme for an  awaken- 
lng among our precious Pentecostal people 
In pressing lnto these new and  needy fields. 
Wa believe "the Comlng of the  Lord draw- 
6th nlgh." and what we do for  thls poor old 
lost world we mus t  do ~ u l c k l y .  I am su re  
tha t  those whose ears a r e  tuned to hear 
the  rolce of God can hear,  the  rumbllng 
of t ha t  awful  on-comlng storm whlch 1s 
s o  soon to  burs t  In all  I t s  fury  upon th l s  
wlcked. God-hatlng world. I belleve God 
is movlng toward the  Great North Western 
States for  a mlghty lngatherlng of souls 
t he  coming season. Let  u s  a s  a movement 
not fall  God a t  th ls  t h e  when there i s  so  
much hahging In the  balance. 

The great s ta tes  of Nebraska. Colorado, 
Wyomlng. Montana and the  Dakotas a r e  
practically untouch$d wlth the mesaage of 
these l a s t  days. In  the great  s t a t e  of Ne- 
braska there a r e  only alx small assemblles. 
There a r e  scores of cltles, towns and coun- 
ty-seats t ha t  have never hesrd of Pente- 
c o s t  In  Wyomlng and Montana there 1s 
practically nothlng done. Brethren, these 
a r e  not hard fields if gone lnto In the  rlght 
way. You w111 flnd a great big-hearted 
people t ha t  Will recelve the  Ful l  Gospel 
Message wlth open hear ts  and hands. lf 
we Wlll Only take It to them. 

Surely thls 1s our MLcedonlan cry for  
today, and we feel that  our  efforts In th ls  
dlrectlon wlll In no wny detract from the  
missionary Interests a s  some seem to  f e s r ;  
but t ha t  the  openlng up of these new 
flelds will only be the  means of awakenlng 
a new lnterest thereln, and of brlnglng 
In addl t ioml  contributions for the spread 
of the  gospel in foreign lands; and lf only 
some one wlll carry the  message of the  cross 
t o  these comparatively neglected s ta tes  and 
open up  th ls  vlslon to  the people souls 
could be hrought In and new assemblies ea- 
tabllshed where tlle people could be edu- 
cated along all  llnes, including mlsslonary 
needs, and we belleve the  forelgn mission- 
a r y  offerhgs  would be m s r t l y  increased 

I n  these untouched flelds there a r e  not 
only thousands of dollars wal t lns  for  u s  
for  Forelsn  Lllsslonary work, but  there 
nre many young people whose llves wlll be 
yielded to God to go to  the  ends of t he  
ear th  wlth thls precious Pentecogtal mes- 
sage. Everythlng Is  polntlng to the  f ac t  
t ha t  God 1s movlng towards a great vlc- 
tory In these neglected parts. W e  earnestly 
desire the  prayers of the  Evangel Famlly, 
t ha t  God wlll, In a wonderful way-thls 
coming Gprlng and Summer season,-set 
these fields aflame wlth old-time Pentecostal 
victory. 

I a m  sure  there la bu t  one way to suc- 
cesstully enter these fields, and that  i s  
with a good. s t rong company of Splrlt-fllled 
workers, "endued with power f rom on 
hlgh." and real  "godly wlsdom," to pray 
through and get  God'a leadlng aa t o  the  
partlcular field they a r e  to enter, then s o  
in f a i th  wlth a fa i th  and wlth a determinr- 
tion t o  a tay there until a good work Is  es- 
tablished and the  assembly able to secure 
a good pastor t o  lead them on to  vlctory. 

THE PENTECOSTAL EVANGEL 

We a r e  not In sympathy wlth th l r  chaa- 
lng around over the& fields and  jus t  s tay-  
ing two or three weeks, then gettlng a call 
from God (?)  to some Other field before 
there 1s anythlng substantlal accompllshed. 
Such work w111 ruln the  fleld for  t he  one 
tha t  would be wllllng to  "stay by the  stuff" 
untll  a real and permanent work was  done. 
I dare  say there Is hardly a town of any 
slze In th ls  great  Nortb Wes t  which, lf en- 
,tered In the r ight  way, and wlth the  rlght 
kind of a force, but  what  there  could be 
a good work estnblis!~ed. One i s  helpless 
without a good conlpany of Splrlt-fllled 
workers who know how to  pray and slng 
and wln souls for  Chrlst. 

I f  the  General Council could put on a 
campalgn and raise a f ew  hundred dollars 
t o  equip four  or five good s t rong bands of 
workers for  these fields, the  comlng tent  
season, I a m  su re  they could invest In noth- 
ing tha t  would brlng such valuable returns. 
When a company of workers i s  once equlp- 
ped so they can get  a good s tar t .  these 
Aelds a r e  not only self-supportlng, but 
would turn  thousands of dollars t o  push 
God's work in other flelds. Each company 
of worf i rs  should be able to establish two 
or three good, s t rong works through the  
season. Experience has  taught  u s  t ha t  YOU 

cannot do justice t o  a place under two 
months In a new field. I a m  sure  there a r e  
good and  godly pastors who can be found 
tha t  wlll be  able to take up  the  work a f t e r  
t he  evangellst 1s through. 

One reason I believe tbe  Council should 
take up thls w o r k  1s because through 
thelr committee they could keep In direct 
touch wlth the  evangelist and  help to Pre- 
serve the  work done. Much hard work ha6 
been lost In the  pas t  through the  lack of 

. help and co-operatlon along these  lines. W e  
a r e  leavleg here the  22nd (Holdrege. Nebr.) 
fo r  Denver. Colo.. t o  be in a n  evangelistlc 
campaign through the  res t  of t he  wlnter. 
and hope tha t  from Denver there will be a n  
evangellstlc campalgn launched In the  new 
fields of Colorado a a d  Wyomlng, In the  
early Sprlng, whlch will bring many souls 
Into the fold and prepnre them for t he  
coming of t he  King. We a r e  looklng to  
the  Lord for  a Gospel Car (whlch Is greatly 
needed) and an outfit with xhich to enter 
these fields. W e  wlll have about s in  or 
seven in our  company through the  comlng 
Summer and  will be glad to  hear from those 
who a r e  Interested In th l s  great  work and 
who would like to have a part in i t  through 
their offerlngs. 

We would like to  hear from the  evangel- 
i s ts  'of t he  General Councll. who feel the  
call of God this  way. T h e r e  a r e  qulte a 
number of needy fields here In Nebraska 
calling fo r  t he  message. All those who 
feel led to t h e  Nebraska flelds should get 
in touch wlth the  Dlstrict Councll o r  Pastor  
H. L. Harvey, Holdredge, Ncb.. Box 1 2 4 .  
Bro. Harvey I s  In touch with the  needs 
of this tleld and will be a help to those who 
eel led th is  W ~ Y .  We have been here In 4 oldrege for  nearly eleven weeks following 

the  McPherson meeting. Have had quite 
a hard pull  fo r  many different reasons. W e  
were not able  t o  get  here before Slster Mc- 
Pherson closed her meetlngs. There was  
a lapse of two weeks and th l s  gave the  
devil and the  preachers tlme t o  get  in their 
work of sowing seeds of doubt and unbellef 
and of robblng the people of t he  seed tha t  
had been sown In thelr hear ts  before It had 
tlme to  take root and br ing for th  f ru i t  
unto God.

Every pastor realizes tha t  in order to 

hold the interest of his people he must 
have something fresh and new for them 
a t  frequent intervals. The time will 
come when the old testimony which used 
to catch fire and thrill the members oC 
the assembly, loses its effectiveness. 
There is a demand for new life and new 
interests. Some have tried to hold this 
interest by introducing doctrinal fads 
and fancies. These have held the atten- 
tion of his people for a time, but soon 
the interest has waned and again the as- 
sembly faces spiritual stagnation. 

But  the pastor who injects a mission- 
ary spirit into his assembly need never 
fear  for a letting down in interest on 
the  part  of his congregation. The more 
the missionary spirit grows, the greater 
is the  interest, until missions will fairly 
become a passion in the lives of his peo- 
ple. They will pray, they will give, they 
will sacrifice tha t  the Gospel might be 
known In lands of heathen darkness. 
And the home work will prosper corres- 
pondingly. Pastors who have been 
afraid to take up missionary offerings 
because they feared to cut down on the 
offerings for their own support, which 
were already inadequate to the needs 
have been amazed with the results of a 
missionary spirit among their people. In- 
stead of the  pastor suffering through a 
decrease in offerings, as  the missionary 
spirit grew and money was given to the 
missionaries, he found tha t  offerings for 
his own support  also increased, and 
more than that, a new spirit of devotion 
and sacrifice crept into his assembly 
which tended to  build up and strengthen 
the entire work under his hands. 

A burning, passionate missionary 
spirit is absolutely essential to the well- 
being of every Pentecostal Assembly. 
Pastors will do well t o  foster it.

How the Lord blessed the  mlsslonarles 

in India who attended the  recent Councll 
in h'awabganj, i s  told by Brother A. A. 
Blakeney In a recent letter: "Our gather- 
ing together in November was  blessed of 
God. H e  was wlth us In t ru th  and I thlnk 
there were about thirty-five missionarles 
p re sen t  (Some reported forty).  I never 
r a n  such a spirit  of unlty and humillty and 
love among u s  a s  a body a s  was  manlfested 
In those days.

We dlseussed the 
need of co-operation in orphanage work for  
girls and boys, the need of a school for 
ljoys ahd a school for  girls for our Indlan 
Christian workers t ha t  they might not be 
obllged to  enter a school of one of the  de- 
nominational missions and thus  become 
cold to spirltual things and even antagon- 
istic to Pentecostal teaching. 

"Those who were in fellowship with the 
.I ssemblies of God a t '  home and ,  held Cer- 
lificates from the General Council. dld not 
feel able to continue in the Indian Assem- 
blies of God as well and hold a Fellowshlp 
Certificate, so when me saw how the Splrlt  
seemed to be leading, we were practically 
unanimous In our desire for amalgamation 
of the  t a o .  God has  worked in the  hearts 
of those who were present a t  least the  need 
of one another. We cannot do without one 
:Inother these days, especially on the fleld, 
and the  fellowship of God's people to us  
here 1s absolutely priceless a s  long a s  they 
a r c  walking according to  the  Word an& 
orderly in the Church. 

"We a re  faced wlth dlmcultlea which I 
am sure  you brethren will apprwlate  when 
we can talk face to face. But these dim- 
cultles a r e  only of the  head and not  of t he  
heart,  for. brother, we a re  one as I have 
never seen before on the  fleld, and our  one 
fervent desire i s  t ha t  we m a  be one In the  
unity and co-operatlon of ttfe Roly Ghost.
