Overcoming The World, The Flesh And The Devil. 
'TI fl Message Given at   levela and, Ohio by Pastor' 0. G. Ward

This subject divides itself into three 

parts,--What a r e  we to overcome? How 
8 re  we to overcome? And what is to be 
the reward for overcoming. 

We a r e  in a great  conflict, there is no 
doubt arout  that. We do a foolish thing 
lf wo under-estimate the strength of 
our foe. It is said that  William 8. 
Seward, who wae Secretary of State 
under Lincoln, prophesied that the 

'war  of the revolution between the 
North and South pould last but nine-. 
ty days. H e  was mistaken. I t  lasted 
for four years abd cost the  counrry in the 
neighborhood of 600.000 men. 

' The late Ear l  Kitchener sas asked in 
the  early days of the great European 
conflict, how long it would last. He 
replied, "I cannot tell how long it will 
last, but I know when it will begin. I t  
will begin three years hence." He did 
not -underestimate the strength of the 
toe. He was of the  Lord Roberts stock. 
Poor Lord Roberts was laughed a t  by the 
aristocracy of England and by the lords 
and peers of that land, when years pre- 
vious to his death h e  warned the great 
British Empire to prepare for a mighty 
conflict with Germany. They said that  
i t  never would come, but i t  did come! 
And Germany was on the verge of meet- 
ing with success, and no doubt would 
have won if God had not intervened, as  
He did on the  Marne and other places, 
when without a doubt He came down in 
power and undertook for the Allied 
forces. 

W e  a re  forever underestimating the  
strength of our foe, and sometimes we . say, "Let us not talk about it." We 
seem to think tha t  that  is an  easy way 
of disposing of the matter. Some people 

'for instance, who do not wish to believe 
in hell, say, "Well we don't believe i t  
and that  ends it." Dqes i t? Suppose 
while I am standing here a messenger 
boy came in with a telegram and said, 
"Thls is for Mr. Ward," and?he hands i t  
to  me. I open it and read that my baby 
girl has died suddenly. I foldbit up 
and say. "I do not believe that." Would 
tha t  change the matter? No indeed. 
So your not believing a thing does not 
prove tha t  i t  is not so. Our under- 
estimating the  strength of our foe will 
not help us, but may prove a very serious 
matter before we a re  through. 

WHAT ARE W E  TO OVERCOME? 
Mrst, the world, and when I use that  
term I do not mean this planet on which 

we live, nor do I refer to the  people 
living on the planet. May I call your 
attention to the  fact tha t  a t  least in 
thirty different places in the Bible where 
this word occurs, i t  refers to a n  evil 
system over which Satan presides and 
which might be properly rendered, a 
"Satanic System." That  is  our  first 
enemy, this great evil s y ~ t e m  which has 
long existed and which has been growing 
I n  force and power a s  the years have 
come and gone, and which will surely be 
headed up in the man of sin, the Anti- 
Christ. I t  is a political, commercial and 
religious federaticn. 

you  ask me a re  there indications of 
this thing coming to a head soon? I 
think so. First, from a pglittcal view- 
point. Your worthy Presideyt, who is 
an  idealistpf t he  first type, and who 
perhaps has had just a peep into the 
golden age before ug, ventured to do 
what no other President of this great  
Republic has ever done: leave the shores 
during the days of his presidency and 
cross the waters t o  Europe and advo- 
cate "the League of Nations," and after 
pressing the matter upon European 
statesmen and sovereigns, h e  succeeded 
in getting them to embrace the  idea. But  
I suppose he would be highly insulted 
if he were to be told tha t  tha t  was a 
part of this great Satanic system over 
which the devil presides. 

And then irom a commercial stand- 
point. Do you not recognize tha t  there 
has been a marked change in the  com- 
mercial world during the last fifty years? 

'Even when I was a boy the  slogan in 
the commerc!al world m s ,  "Competi- 
tion, Competition." But the thing has 
changed and now the slogan in the com- 
mercial world is  "Combine, Combine, 
Combine."' Let the big concerns squeeze 
the life out of the litttle concerns and 
bring all the small firms under one head. 

And then in t he  roliglous world. Are 
there not indications t ha t  t h e  religious 
world is  joining in t he  great confederacy 
which will be headed by the Anti-Christ? 
Of course, but they are  not aware ap- 
parently that this is a part  of this great 
Satanic system. In the closing days 'uf 
the late war there was a great drive in 
New Pork  City to raise money for war 
purposes. In that  drive there were a 
large number of Y. M. C. A. workers, 
Salvation Army representatives, mem- 
bers of the  Knights of Columbus and 
Jews, all marching together. Think of 

it! Y. M. C. A. workers. There was a 
time when the  Y. M. C. A. was a Chris- 
tian institution. I do not know what 
Your returned boys have to say about it, , 
but our  lads in Canada laugh a t  the-. 
M- C. A. They do have some respect 
for the  Salvation Army lasses, who 
served thom with doughnuts and coffee 
in France, but they consider i t  a joke 
when you talk to them of the good work 
done by the Y. M. C. A. 

Representatives of ,the Y. M. C. A. and 
Salvation Army and  Knights of Colum- 
bus and Jews, all working together. 1 
think that  Catherine Booth, mother of 
the  Salvation Army, if she had gotten 
word of that, would have felt grieved 
beyond expression.. Do you not remem- 
ber t ha t  i t  was she  who said once, "If 
hell were on one side and sin on the  
other I would'rather jump into hell than 
knowingly sin against God." But here 
is the  Army joining hand in hand with 
the  people of the  world! The Knights 
of Columbus, what body do they repre- 
sent? They a re  members of that  secret 
order which is strictly Roman Catholic, 
therefore, they represent the  blood- 
soaked, harlot church of Rome. And 
the Jews do not believe in our Jesus a t  
all. This, to say nothing of a great many 
other things, indicates that there is  a 
coming together such aa I have mention- 
ed. 

I am finre t ha t  you are  aw6re o t  the  
fact  tha t  .recentIy some prominent 
clergymen of Protestant churches Ln thie 
country, took a tr lp clear to Rome to 
interview the Pope to  see if he would not 
sanction a "League of Churches." Lord 
help us! I t  is  going to become increas- 
ingly difflcult for us t o  keep free from 
this evil system, which 1s really the 
world. That 1s ou r  flrst enemy. We 
will be considered disinterested; they 
will charge us with having a lack of love 
,and a lack of common sense if we  per- 
sist i n  not having anythlng to  do with 
t h k  system a s  i t  develops and increases 
in force and power. 

But I must pass on to our next enemy. 
t h e  d e a .  "Oh," you say. "If I were you 
I would not aay anything much about 
the  devil." Well, if we could come t o  
some agreement I might be persuaded 
not to say much. If the devil would 
agree to leave t h e  people alone from 
this hour on I might be persuaded to 
agree not t o  say anything much more 
about him. But since h e  seems de-

termined t o  do his best: so I am de- 
termined to do my best and I will ex- 
pose the devil when I have opportunity. 
When I was a lad and f o r b  number of 
years afterwards, I thought sf the devil 
as  the most hideous monster in existence. 
I believed tha t  he had eye-balls of fire; 
that he had horns and h o o t .  I also be- 
lieved that  he was in hell. But when I 
turped to the  Bible and studied it Lor 
myself, I failed to discover any such 
alcture of the devil, but I learned that  
he was the most awfully, august char- 
acter pictured in the  Word oP God. He 
was never in hell and will not be there 
lor some t h e  yet. If I thought there 
was any chance of his getting converted 
I would not  wish him in hell, but since 
I do not think there is any probability 
or possibility of that, I do wish he was 
there. 

In the 28th chapter of Ezekiel and the 
11th verse, we read words something 
like these: "Son of man, take  up a la- 
mentation upon the king of Tyrus, and 
say unto him. Thus saith the Lord God; 
Thou sedes t  up the sum, full of wisdom, 
and perfect in beauty." I read this in 
order to present to you a picture of the  
devil. "Yes, but," you say, "What has 
this scripture to do with i t?  You are  
reading about the Ring of Tyrus." After 
I read on you will r ead~ ly  appreciate 
the Pact t ha t  this lamentation does not 
refer to any earthly monarch, much less 
does i t  refer to a ruler of so srnall a 
kingdom a s  tha t  of Tyre, but it does ' 
refer mlthout question to the devil. 
"Thus saith the Lord God; Thou sealest 
up the sum, full of wlsdom, and perfect 
in beauty. Thou hast been in Eden. the 
garden of God: every precious stone was 
thy covering, the sardius, topaz, and the 
d i a m o ~ d ,  t he  beryl, the onyx, and the 
jasper, t he  sapphire, the emerald. and 
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of the woman should bruise the serpent's 
head, but in the bruising of the serpent's 
head, the heel oI the seed of the woman 
should be bruised. That Is just what 
happened. Now the enemy is stirred 
with this promise and so we 0nd him 
all ddwn through the years, watching. 
on the alert, for the coming of the seed 
of the woman, and whenever he sus- 
pected that  the seed of the woman was 
about to  arrive, he put forth special ef- 
forts to destroy it, and after the Christ 
did come you remember that time and 
again the enemy sought, the destruction 
of His life. 

You remember when Christ was out 
on the sea in a little boat asleep and 
the enemy brought on a storm and tried 
to drown Him. In the garden, the 
enemy put forth an effort to take His 
life before He could reach the Cross and 
taste hell for us and make it possible for 
us. to go free. But in ali these plans. 
the devil was defeated and Christ deliv- 
ered us and now through the shedding 
of the blood of Jesus Christ on the 
Cross, He made it possible for us, not 
only t o  be saved, but l'or a company of 
People to be so purified and so rounded- 
out in grace, that iater on. me might 
reign n-ith Jesus, having a place in tho 
Throne with Him, and suggest that in 
a11 phobability the Bride of Christ will 
eventually occupy - the same position 
that the enemy occupied in the pegin- 
ning. , Small wonder that the enemy. 
lcnoming this, is  doing his utmost to de- 
feat us and it is going to mean every- 
thing for us to get through. Beloved. 
we will have occcasion before the bell 
rings, to tbrow off our coats, roll up our 
sleeves and shut our teeth and clench 
our fists and fight our way through 
wlth real boll-dog tenacity. and you will  
find the necessity of having all your

ship of thy tabrets 'nd of thy pipes w& 
prepared in thee in the day that  thou 
wast created." Here we learn of Sa- 
tan's flrst home, and a little later on in 
the same scripture we learn of his 0rs t  
positfon, namely that  of "covering 
cherub," one of three arch-angels whose 
names a r e  mentioned in the  book. He 
was superior to thg other two. Let me 
call your attention t o  the  fact tha t  the 
Eden mentioned here, which was the 
first habitation ot  the devil, does not re- 
semble In any respect the  Eden which 
was the  habitation of our flrst parents, 
but i t  In very, very similar to the  de- 
scription which is  given us  later of the 
future home of the  Bride of Chriat, and 
just here I would suggest thls. without 
belng dogmatia, tha t  this accounts for 
,the fact tha t  the Bridehood salnts, more 
than any  other company of people. en- 
oounter the  supernatural powers of evil, 
and a re  forced into a confllct wlth the 
devil. tha t  other salnts know nothing 
about. 

The enemy, when he  fell through 
pride and lost this position. came earth- 
ward and succeeded through our Bmt 
parents in bringing sin upon the whole 
race, and he  hoped tha t  by so doing he  
would damn the  entire race. But no 
sooner had o u r  drat  narente fallen than 

intend to get through. 
The devil is our second enemy' He 

works in a variety of ways. H e  work8 
as  an angel of light. "For such arg falss 
apostles. deceitful workers, transform- 
ing themselves into the apostles of 
Christ. And no marvel; for Satan him- 
self is transformed into an  angel of lcght. 
Therefore it is no great thing if his 
ministers also be transformed as  the 
mlnlsters of righteousness; whose end 
shall be according to their works." How 
does he  work as  an .angel of light? 
Largely in this way: Through hls min- 
i s t e r~ .  I say that  a s  an  angel of light 
the devil works largely through his min- 
isters who a re  also "angels of light." 
or "ministers of righteousness." Yon 
say. "Do you think the devll has min-. 
isters?" Of course he  has. How aould 
h e  advance hi8 doctrines. for he  certain- 
ly baa doctrines. i t  he  had no mlnfsters 
to advance them? . 
Let me read eome statements trom 

some of these mlnlsters. Dr. Q. B. F. 
a promlnent minlster. writes: "Bibical 
fnfallibility .is now abandoned. The idea 
that  the source and certalnty of the 
preachers' messages are  rooted in God's 
dictations of truth is  no longer tenable." 
Very many thanks. Dr.

to Him I owe,' and idagined tha t  they 
have no responslbility about their owh 
salvation, but that the Cross of Jesua 
hrrs somehow done it all.

"It is a 
barren literalism which strains th% 
Blood of Christ as  the secret of His say- 
ing power."

They 
have been ordained too it is true a s  raih- 
isters of the Gospel, but they are  "ntin- 
isters of Satan," and through them h e  
works a s  "an angel of light." 

But he has other ways of working. 
He comes as  a fowler and a distributor 
of pestilence. "Surel'l He shall dellver 
thee from the snare of the fowler, and 
from the roisome gestilence," (Psalm 
91:3). I think perhaps we have been 
too slow in recognizi~lg the power of the 
devil in the matter oP pestilence . Surely 
it p a s  a pestilence that swept over the 
world a year ago and which threatecs to 
sweep over the world once again. I 
am not here to s ch te r  fear among the 
people, but I met a PrieBd the other day 
who told m e  that recently, within a Tow 
days, they had 130 deaths from the flu 
in his city. How. do you account for i t? 
S E B  the physicians. They do not knom 
how to account for it. they openly a o  
knowledge that they are bafiled in th is  
matter. They could not tell from whence 
it came; they are nqt able to diagnose 
the thing. ' (At least if oue can depend 
upon the published reports that were 
sent out over the land).  I mas inter- 
ested to discover that  the word "peatl- 
lence" is derived frin; a word that sig- 
nifles "To speak." It is a speaking 
thing. I t  says, "The enemy is a t  work." 
The enemy is the spreader of pesti- 
lence. He works in this way. Then I .  
notice fur ther  that he works as the a b  
flicter of the body. Read Luke 13:16. 
"And ought not this woman, being s 
daughter of Abraham, whom Satan hath 
bound, lo, these eighteen years, be loosed 
from this bond on the Sabbath day?" 
So we learn that  Satan amicts the body.

Every Bible student knows tha t  there 
is a world of good splrits. W e  call them 
gngels. One of them ministered to 

.Hagar in the  wilderness. Two of them 
went to Lot and helped him' out of Sod- 
om. One of them came to  Gideon and 
m m i s s i o n e d  him. One of them ap- 
peared t o  the  parents of Samson. One 
of them was sent into the  den of lione 
to protect Daniel from their flerceneas. 
One of them slew in one night 180,000 
Assyrian eoldters. d l1  through the  Old 
Twtament we see their bright forms 
ministering t o  God's people and doing 
God's will. 
. And when we come to the New Testa- 
ment, we find an  angel announcing to 
Marf the  birth of Jesus; a cholr of 
angels singing to  t h e  shepherds above 
the plain of Bethlehem; telling Joaeph 

did not believe in spirits, angels, or even 
a spiritual God though they were ex- 
ceedingly religious. Ahd fifty years ago 
the whole scientific world were Saddu- 
cees in their attitude to spirits. I think 
I can wake the assertion, with scarcely 
an  exception, tha t  t h e  curse of the  worlb 
then was bare, bold materialism. Now 
the  pendulum has swung back t o  the 
other side, and we find the BcientiPc 
world acknowledging the  world of 
spirits and claiming that  they can have 
communication with them and magni- 
fying the importance of it. 

While the Bible reveals a world of 
good spirits and a world of evil spirita, 
the God of the  Bible forbids our be- 
coming familiar with e i t he i  one. The 
good spirits minister. "Are they not all 
ministering spirits sect  forth to min- 
istqr to them 'that shall be heirs of sal- 
vation?" But God commands UE not to  
seek their aid, not to try to become fa- 
miliar with them, not to communicate 
with them-not even with the good 
ripirits-aa they do not need t o  be told 
what to  do; they a re  under the  guidance 
of God; they do not need our  advice. 
God-commands His people time and 
again not to be familiar with spirits. 
Keep familiar with Him. Seek unto 
t h e  Lord. Trust the Holy Spirit, the  
third Person in the Trinity, but never 
t ry  to make familiar with the  spirits, 
good or bad, in the spirit world. 

If God should permit u s  to make fa- 
miliar with the good splrits, i t  wquld 
give an  opportunity to evil spirits to  de- 
ceive us. If God permitted us to ap- 
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of The Devil? 
' r .  
proach the spirits for informqtion, the 
lying spirlts would be In'evidence, and 
spiritualists today, every one of them 
so far  as  I know, admit there a r e  lying 
spirits. That is t h e  way spiritualists 
get out of many things; they blame the  
spirits. They caxinot expect all spirita 
to tell the  truth; ,  and when they find 
their messages a r e  false, the spiritg-are 
blamed with the falsity. If w e ~ . r ? a c h  
them a t  all, i t  g ives  the evil s tlta a n  
opportunity to deceive us. 

And the Bible reveals the fact tha t  
those who did approach them were led 
Into sin. You heard what I read about 
Manasseh, who dealt with familiar 
spirits. The evil spirits want to  be- 
come familiar with you. The good 
spirits never do, because they know that  
i t  is not God's will. It is  the bad spirit 
only that  has the disobedient heart, tha t  
seeks to become familiar with any hu- 
man being. "Manasseh dealt with fa- 
miliar spirits and wizards. He wrought 
much wickedness i n  the sight of the  
Lord." You have but to read his life 
to  see what a wreck was made of it. 
And you can find thousands, we a re  
told, who have, made themselves fa- 
miliar with spirits, and have wrecked 
their lives mentally as well a s  morally 
and sometimes physically. 

Another reason for not seeking fa- 
miliar spirits is tha t  they take occasion 
to defile us. "Regard not them that  
have familiar spirits,.neither seek aftet 
wizards to be defiled by thbm" (Leviti- 
cus 19:31)~ If you seek after these 
spirits, you will be defiled by them. God 
says, Don't regard those who profess 
to have spirits, familiar with them, com- 
municating with them, lest ye be-de- 
filed. The good spirits will not a p  
broach you; only the  deflling, wicked 
spirits that  a r e  disobedient to God at- 
tempt to do it. 

And i t  cuts us off from God. In  Le- 
viticus 20:6  we find tha t  very clearly 
stated. In five of six Scriptures we  are 
told plainly by Jehovah tha t  if we seek 
them that  have familiar spirits, He will 
withdraw Himself; H e  will cut  Himself 
off from us. If we want the  presenoe 
of God, we must not seek the  presence 
of these spirits in a familiar way. 

Still another reason is  tha t  t h e  work 
of familiar apirita is from beneath. A 
most remarkable Scripture that, In h a .  
29: 4. "And thou shalt  be brought down 
and shalt speak out of t he  ground, and 
my speech shall be low out of the dust. 
'and thy  voice shall be as o i  one t h a t  
hath a familiar spirit, ou t  of the  ground, 
and thy speech shall whisper out of Ule 
dust." That Is, these communlartlons 
that  come o u t  of t he  spirit world do not 
come from above; they come from be- 
neath, from the  dust, from the dirt, 
from earthly things; they a re  not com- 
munications from above. 

Now God not only forbids our maklng 
familiar with splrits, good or bad, and 
having to do with spirits tha t  want to 
be familiar with us, but He tells vy we

of which a re  positively and unqualifiedly 
condemned and forbidden in the Word of 
God, evil pure and simple, and yet they 
call i t  good.

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805. Why did Paul rebaptize the 
disciples at Epliesus, Acts 19: 1-6? 

Because they were evidently baptized 
shortly before this by Apollos with only 
tHe baptism of John,-after Christ's 
death and resurrection when John's 
baptism came to an  end. Jesus taught 
tha t  the baptism of John was authorized 
from heaven. Hence many of His dip- 
ciples and He. Himself, accepted bap- 
tism a t  the hands of John. I t  was as 
good as  gold in John's day. But when 
Jesus rose from the dead, having become 
the author of life and salvation, He is- 
sued a new order to preach remission 
of sins in His name (Lu. 24:47), and 
to baptize in the name of the  Father, 
the Son and the  Holy Ghost (Matt. 28: 
19). J y u s  declared that He issued this 
new order because all authority in heav- 
en had been put into His hands. So the 
new order for baptism was also from 
heaven. But the new order cancelled 
the old. A q e r  Christ issued the new 
order for baptism, the old was hence  
forth out of Divlne order. What was 
done in order did not need to be  done 
over. Apollos was not in Divine order 
i n  wntlnuing John's baptism after God 
had dropped it. Hence, Paul could not 
recognize it.. He explained to these dis- 
ciples,-learners,-that John had point- 
ed his disciples to Christ. They a t  once 
abeepted Christ and Christian baptism. 
TIIe order of Christ for baptism is the 
only order in force from the day He ia- 
sued it till H e  returns. 

808. What  i s  the  difference between 
the ministerial credentials of t he  Gen- 
rul Council given t~ a woman and those 
given to n man? What  act.; may the 
man perform as an ordained minister 
which the  ordained woman i s  not  au- 
$hork& to perk-? 
. In  both cases alike their call from 
God to testify, to evangelize and preach 
the  word is recognjzed. In this respect 
there is no difference. The difference 
comes a s  soon as  one approaches min- 
isterial acts of an  OFFICIAL nature, or 
the exercise of AUTHORITY. 

The ordained man is authorized "to 
administer the ordinances of the church 
ahd to perform marriage ceremoniq In 
accordance with the laws of the state 
where he  resides." Now please note two 
things here. First, that credentials 
given to women do not contain these 

him and comply with 'this state law be- 
fore marrying any couple. His creden- 
tials only confer church authority; but 
the state has not conferred its authority 
on the legal side until you first comply 
with its demands. In  some states a 
m~nis ter  must give a bond of $1,000 
that he w ~ l l  keep the law aiid not marry 
peoplc under legal marriageable age. 
In other states one must first put his 
crerlent~als on record in some county of 
that state before he can legally perform 
malringe ceremonies. In other states 
the law requires tb.: mlnister to keep 
an ofiiclal record book with all marriages 

solemnized by him strictly recorded 
therein, and open to public inspection a t  
a l l ,  times. In some states only proper 
ordination is required. But the  laws on 
marriage vary so in the states tha t  no 
minister should perform a marriage 
ceremony without first going ' to the 
county judge and finding out what the 
law requires of him, and then qualifying 
according to the law of tha t  state. 

The ordained Elder may ac t  ag chair- 
man or moderator over a mixed assembly 
or an assembly of men, whereas the  
scripture, neither ky precept nor by ex- 
ample, ever assigns such a place of 
rulership to any woman. 

807. What  is Mormonism? 
I t  is a false system of religion invent- 

ed by Joseph Smith. I t  is  somewhat like 
Mohammedanism, and is said to be just 
as  bad. I t  has a new and false Bible 
called the Book of Mormon. I t  claims 
God repudiated all Christian church- 
and adopted Mormonism in 1820, that  
in 1829 He sent John the Baptist; Peter, 
James and John as  angels to ordain 
Joseph Smith a s  His sole prophet on 
earth. What a falsehood! 

The Book of Abraham Is another false 
claim. Joseph Smith bought a n  Egyp- 
tian mummy from a showman, and find- 
ing a papyrus record within its bosom, 
Claimed to translate it a s  the records 
of the  Book of Abraham. But this man- 
uscript has been submitted to scholars 
and proven to be only the  Egyptian Book 
of the Dead, which was always buried 
with the mummies. Smith's so-called 
translation proved to be a complete for- 
gery, as  it is said not one line in his 
translation is in the original manuscript.

a re  not to have anything to do with 
those that communicate with familiar 
spirits. If I were in a room, and every 
table in i t  should begin to jump, I 
should have nothing to do with it, not 
ti thing. If you convlnce me that  spirits 
can lip tables and write on slates, and 
do these things, I shall have nothing 
to 'do with it because God tells me to  
have nothing to do with it, to have noth- 
Ing to do with those that have familiar 
spirits. But His command goes a step 
further. We are t o  have nothing to  
do with those that  communicate with 
familiar spirits. "There shall not be 
found among you a consulter with fa- 
miliar spirits" and "the man or woman 
that  hath a familiar spirit shall surely 
be put t o  death:" 

Then you admit tha t  there is some- 
thing in spirituilism? I rather think 
there 1s. I am as certain tha t  the devil 
i s  in it a s  I am alive. I am as certain 
t ha t  he  is at the  head of it a s  I can be 
of a mathematical certainty. I t '  is  in 

.the light of the Bible tha t  I say. this, 
and  in the light of the knowledge I have 
of people that  tell us they are  in touch 
with familiar spirits. 

The evil sp i r ip  that  exist will take 
advantage of every inclination to become 
familiar with them; and if you yield 
yourself to Satan, who is the prince of 
the  powers of the air, depend upon it, 
you may get some information from the 
other aid??. I am a s  certain as I am llv- 
lng tha t  na glo & spiri t  disobeys God 
Inkhat  particul ad The glorified a r e  with 
the  Lor@. "To depart and be  with Christ . . . la far  bdter," and for m y  part, I 
w3nt my glorifled son, and father, and  
mother to  stay in the  "far better," I 
don't want t h y n  to come back here  to  
satisfy my curiosity, to  tell me things 
I can learn out of my Bible, and es- 
pecially to come back and be in touch 
with my sin and sorrow. It i s  pure 
~elfishness to want any glorifled spiri t  
to come dawn here to earth and deal 
with you in a way that will make them 
suffer if they have any feeling left. 

The modern spiritualistic movemen1 
is avowedly anti-Christian. NOW 1 
weigh my words. The whole modern 
spiritualistic movement is avowedly an. 
ti-Christian. Mr. Marklew, one oP their 
leading writers, says, "A Christinn may 
not be  rr spiritualist without renouncing 
his Christinnity." Remember that  when 
you are  tempted to go to a seance or 
to a convention or lecture. "A Chris- 
tIan may not be n spiritunlist without 
renouncing his Christianity !" 

I have a book, which in Great Britain 
is the Bible of spiritualism now, written 
by A. Conan Doyle, entitled "The New 
Revelation." If you want to know the 
heart, the rotten-heart, of spiritualism. 
you have only to read it. A. Conan 
Doyle is the author of novels. They 
show genius, certainly talent and clear 
literary ~ t y l e .  He started out as  a ma- 
terialist, not believing in spirit a t  all. 
Now h e  does not believe in anything 
much but spirit, or spirit in some modf- 
%ed form. "People are  alienated be- 

cause they do not believe the facts as 
prssented to then1 in Christianity. Their 
reason and thefr sense of justice are 
equally offended. One can see no justice 
ill ricarious sacrifice." The atonement 
of Jesus Christ utterly denied! "Above 
all, men cannot understand such es- 
pressions as  redemption from sin, cleans- 
ed by the blood of the Lamb, etc." "So 
iw as  there was any question of the fall 
of man, there was a t  least some sort 
of explanation for such phrases. But 
when i t  became certain that man has 
never fallen,"-he has gotten pretty 
low somehow. Did he slide instead of 
fall? What  sort  of men were there 
within a short  time after Adam? We 
find his son a murderer, if the Bible is 
to be believed. "Never was there any 
evidence of a fall." And Conan Doyle 
lives in Great Britain! And has been 
to Chicago and even to Pompeii! ! And 
h e  is  about fifty years old!! !' With two 
eyes in his head, and ought to have 
some gray matter in his brain! ! ! ! And 
there is no evidence of a fall anywhere 
with murder and adultery and sin run- 
ning rampant?! !!! No evidenec of a 
fall! 

Here is  what I hesitate to read. "Too 
much seems to 'be made of Christ's 
death. .I Every religion has equally had 
i ts  martyrs. In  my opinion, far  too 
much stress has  been laid upon Christ's 
death and far  too little upon IIis life." 
And then h e  goes on and makes himself 
a very good Unitarian for the time be- 
ing, though h e  shows less respect for 
Jesus than the  Unitarians. He accuses 
the  Lord of losing His temper. "He 
came upon this earth a t  a time of great 
earthly depravity" (Yet there was no 

' fall!) "a t ime when the earth was al- 
most a s  wicked as now in order to give 
the people a lesson of an  ideal life. Then 
H e  returned t o  His own high station, 
having left an  example which is still 
occasionally followed." 

Tha t  i s  the story of C p t  a s  the 
spiritualists have described it. That is 
the  doctrine of devils. Certainly the 
glorified in heaven would not say that. 
They are  saying, "Worthy is the Lamb 
that  was slain, to receive power, and 
riches, and wisdom, and strength, and 
honor, and glory, and blessing." None 
but an evil spirit could be induced to 
say tha t 'about  our Lord Jesus. There 
is nothing i11 spiritualism of atonement 
or redemption. Oh, no, that is elim- 
inated. 

A Conan Doyle's conception of the 
spirit state,  I confess, is one not attract- 
ive to me. I don't want to go there. 
"The ind~vidual finds himself in a spirit 
body" (whatever that  1s. He contends 
it is material-a sort of cross between 
the spirit and matter, but still material) 
"which is the exact counteraart of its 
old one, save that all disease, weakness, 
or deformity has passed from it. This 
spirit body is floating beside the old 
body, conscious both oP it and the sur- 
rounding people." My, my! What a 
time is that! The spirit body with the 
old, decaying, dead body floating 
around!! And yet he tells us they have 
a good time.

He takes sides with the Roman Cath- 
olics on purgatory. He gives us a pnr- 
gatory, but doesn't Lell how in the 
world we are  to get out of it. S o  atone- 
inent, no blood, no sacrilice, and things 
sinking lower and lowcr, getting worse 
here, and yet he seeins to i m a g i ~ ~ e  that 
son~olio~v we will get out\ of the purga- 
tory of the future. 

"Hell in the spirit world drops out 
allogether a9 it long has dropped out 
of the tlioughts oP .every reasonable 
man. Hell, as a perlnanent place, does 
not exist, but the idea of punishment 
and purgatory is justified by reports 
f;om the other side." 

Then he talks of a spirit that  used to  
talk with William Stead-Julia Arne+-- 
who says, "The greatest joy of heaven 
is emptying hell." There seems to  be 
hell after all! They are  emptying i t '  
without a Saviour, without the Blood. 
with the old dead bodies floating around. 
You feel like crying out with Paul, "0  
wretched man t h a t  I am, who shall de- 
liver me from the body of this death?" 

' h a t  brings us to the next witness, ' 

the eminent scientist, who is now in 
New Yotk City, lecturing to great crowds 
a t  $2.50 per head and telling of the ex- 
periences he has had in dealing with 
familiar spirits and those that  have ta- 
miliar spirits. I refer to Sir Oliver Codge. 

Sir Oliver's son, Raymond, mas killed 
in battle, and the mediums have made 
him believe tha t  Raymond has been talk- 
ing to him. I don't know anything 
about Raymond as a Christian, ba t  it 
he was d Christian, t h e  report of the  
mediums is qot true, Because that wouId 
be in direct disobedience to t he  com- 
mand of God, and the redeemed in glory 
are  more obedient even than the  re- 
deemed in the flesh. 

Raymond gives a most remarkable 
account of the  conditions on the other 
side. He criticises the folks here for 
not thinking enough about the boys. 
Raymond says things are going on over 
there very much as they a re  going on 
over here. He speaks of the spirits 
drinking highballs and cocktails. If 
that is true, I think the ''wets" had 
better move over there rather than break 
up prohibition in this country. I don't 
want to make you smile a t  the folly of 
other men, but when names in high 
places are  quoted against the Lord 
Jesus, and against tho iuspiration of 
the Bible, and against redemption from 
sin,.and against atonement through the 
blood, and against the Incarnation, then 
it is time for us to speak and to protest 
with all our might. 

When I first welit over to England, 
the Baptist Union had Sir Oliver Lodge 
as a speaker on their annnal platform. 
They invited him because he believed 
there was a God-not because he  be- 
lieved in Christ and in the Bible, but 
because he believea in God. They 
thought it was an advance that a scien- 
tist believed in God a t  all. I met Dr. 
Brown, one of the leaders, one day. 
"Dr. Brown," I said, "in my humble 
judgment, Sir Oliver, great and good 
fellow as  he is, ought to be in t he  in- 
quirers' room or a t  the mourners' bench 
rather than an the platform speaking 
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before the Baptists." If he has come 
nearer to Christ than then, I have not 
$card of it. In a patronizing way he 
I peaks of accepting the New Testament 
:as a whole. But I want' to know, does 
:chis man believe in Jesus Christ as  the 
eternal God who made the world and 
t h e  ether, and the atom, and everything 
else that  was made, and does lie bow 
his knee and worship Him? If he does 
not, he is on the other side-agaiast 
God. 

"The gates of hell shall not prevail 
against" the Church. What are  the 
gates of hell? A gate, as yoy have 
heard explained, is not an  army, not a 
marching regiment. The gate was the 
place where the mayor sat, as  Lot did 
in the gate oC Sodom; where the city 
council and the legislative body met, 
and  where laws were enacted. I t  was 
a place of authority. In tha t  phrase 
we have predicted what has come and 
what is coming. Arrayed agains't the 
Church of Christ is authority, authority 
in the state, in the church, in politics, 
men rich and in high position in liter. 
ature like Doyle. And people listen be- 
cause they speak from that high place. 
and  they seem to have authority. Men 
in our universities become authorities 
In this or that  or the other thing. Edi- 
son becomes an  authority in electricity, 
and then tells us he does not believe in 
immortality: If he had not reached that  
place of authority, nobody waul* have 
listened to his word. But  because he 
got to the place of authority, they listen- 
ed.

That Is, 
Christ came down from heaven, as  they 
said He did five times in one book. 
"Every spirit that  confesseth not that  
Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is not 
of God." By that  test, where does 
Sir A. Conan Doyle stand? Before he 
became a spiritualist he was a bitter 
anti-Christian, against real Christianity 
and the Lord Jesus, and all his bitter-) 
ness seems to have increased as he 
swnng from materialism to  the other 
side. Sir Oliver Lodge by the same 
test. I have read some of Sir Oliver's 
writings in the past, and you would 
never judge by his former writings that  

I 
he bowed the knee to Jesus, that  he be- 

' lieved in the supernatural a t  all. 1 
think he acknowledged tha t  the other 
night. Does Sir Oliver Lodge bow the 
knee now to Jesus? He has never said 
SO.- 

I want you to leave tonight in the 
midst of a scone of glory. I should like 
to take you to the top of the Mount of 
Transfiguration which, A. Conan Doyle 
tells us was a seance. "And Peter said. 
Let us make threc tabernacles," which 
being interpreted by Doyle mekns threc 
booths or cabinets. That is the best nay  
of getting reports from the spirits. 
Make little cabinets! and put them i11 it. 
What sort of nonsense! How many 
men can strain a t  a gnat and swallow 
a whole'train of camels without winking 
an eye. The fact is on the Mount of 
Transfiguration Moses and Elijah were 
present not as spirits but in their glori- 
fied bodies. The bodv of Elijah went up 
to glory, and I am sure the body of 
Moses did, for Michael the archangel 
and the devil had a fight over it. There 
were Moses, tho great lawgiver, and 
Elijah, the great prophet, who came to 
surrender their. credentials to  Jesus 
Christ. And Peter was so excited and 
confused, the rwo-rd tells us, he did not. 
know what he was saying. "Let us  build 
three tabernacles, e tc"  And though 
Peter yas usually pretty wise, he  was 
impulsive and said things wheh he ought 
not. . James andJohn  had sense enough 
to keep quiet, and blessed is t he  man 
that  has sense enough to do  that. But  
that  is the mistake of splritualism. 
They'bring the Lord Jesus down to t$e 
level of otller Christians o r  other re- 
ligious leaders, t o  a level with'.Confu- 
dins or Buddha, but Moses and- Elijah 
came down to surrender their creden- 
tials to Jesus, and a voice from God ' 
said. "Hear Him;" not Moses o r  Elijah 
-"Hear Him!" 

I believe that  scene on the  Mount of 
Transfiguration has a message to  spirltu- 
alists and a message on spiritualism. 
You don't need Moses and Elijah. When 
the oloud had passed, the voice had 
gone, and Moses and Elijah had disap- 
peared. "Hear Him!" When you have 
Him, you have all there is of Moses and 
Elijah. You don't need your glorified 
mother and your glorified wife and your 
glorifled child. ' You don't need anybody 
if you will just take "Jesus only." And 
what we need is not to consult with 
spirits, but trust the Holy Spirit of God, 
looklng up into the face of Jesus and 
worship Him, and love Him, and serve 
Him, and "Jesus only" will make us 
triumphant over sin, and sorrow, and 
death, and hell. Jesus only is what we 
need.-Alliance. Weekly.

REALED. . . 

“I am the Lord that healeth’thee.” Ex. 
15:x. “.Tesus Christ the same vesterdav 
md today and forever” Heb. 151% - 

In the Summer of 1917 the doctors told 
me my days wore numbered and tllere 
was no earthly help for me. I was ready 
and willing and expected soon to be with 
the Lord. 

One day while lying on the couch dad 
spoke to me in so real a manner that I 
POYO~ forgot during the long days of suf- 
fering that’followed. The words He spoke 
were these: “Thou shalt not die but live 
to declare the glory of God.” With the 
mOSsage came a strong desire and de- 
termination to live. 

I told all who called, of my message and 
expre‘ssed my belief In it, though I rapidly 
grow worse. Fooling that I must get 
among God’s people who know how to pray 
I was marvelouslv led to Conneaut. 0. I 
knew no one there save a poor olh saint 
of God, since then gone to glory, whom I 
knew could pray. She had no home and 
Was being cared for by some people of 
GOd. 

I told my story and they kindly took me 
In also. They prayed for me but instead 
of belnE healed immediatelv sa I had ox- 
petted, -1 grew worse and -worse and was 
600” unable to leave my room. 

1 then developed one of the very worst 
cases of dropsy and for six months and a 
half I stayed in that home tenderly nursed 
by this good Christian woman, assisted by 
the members of the Pentecostal mission, of 
which she is a member, and other Chris- 
tians whose hearts God touched. 

For reasons best known to Himself, Some 
Of which I have since learned, God saw fit 
to let me shffer and PO down to death’s 
&Or. I became b0 b&ted that I w&i,od 
about three hundred pounds. My normal 
weight is about one, hundred and forty 
munds. \ 

I was bloated everywhere except around 
my heart; that God kppt. MY throat was 
60 fUiI I Could hardly ‘swai!ow and though 
~nsumed by an awful thirst, I had to be 
00 careful for I would choke on ‘only a 
6lp of water. My mouth was So sore- I 
COUld SCarCOly oat. 

I lived three weeks on buttermilk alone. 
At One time my scalp was bloated and also 
QY ears and.face turned purple with em- 
dpelas which often accompanies dropsy. - 

When I %ame I had palpitation of the 
besrt very badly, and neuritis in the lefl 
cum, and a terrible -cough. dod soon took 
them away. though the cough not entirely. 

I b00ame utterly helpless and had to be 
waited 0” as One cares for a baby. My 
Kreath was so short I had to be moved 
Very carefuily and.then fanned to keep me 
breathing at all. 

‘THEPENTECOSTA&EEVANGEL 

My foot and limbs did not look like such 
but were bloated beyond recognition: One 
foot n’as purple and had seven openln6s 
from which pus discharged. My heels 
wore as if parholle& from being wet all the 
time and gave me much trouble and pain. 

All the time God was wonderfully manl- 
festing Himself in that sick chamber. There 
was such a realization of His presence and 
power. such a unity of spirit and prayer 
in the watchers: such a peace and trust 
in me that the very room seemed filled with 
God and all who came spoke of the bless- 
ing which came to theti. 

Some even requested the privilege of 
coming to help, for they saw the Power 
of God so manifested they wore in turn 
helped. 

The dear people came two by two, night 
after night. through a long hard winter to 
care t-or me. They did it for love of the 
Master and God put a love for me in their 
hearts, who came an entire stranger into 
their midst. 

Though such an awful care they made .mo 
feel it was a joy rather than a burden and 
I know that God will reward their labor 
of love. 

I began gradually to improve; the bloat 
began to disappear irr places: my appetite 
increased and I hogan to “so my hands a 
little.' Deliverance Seemed very near hut 
the Lord was still trying me and I began 
to bloat again. Refusing to look at the 
things which more soon and looking to 
God steadfastly. I resisted the devil in 
the name of Jesus and after a time the 
bloat reduced- again. * 

This same trial came two or three times. 
At the end of six-and a half months I was 
taken to my Sister’ in Geneva, Ohio. I 
walked only a few stops at a time without 
heIp; my feet wore bloated as badly as 
ever; It seemed like walking on clubs; but 
in the name of the Lord I walked and Ho 
helped me. 

The water stopped running from my 
IO6 and I lay down in bed that night for 
the first time in four months.

who lives wlth hlm), belng absent. H e  had 
gone up to 111s flat, wondering how he would 
manage regarding food. H e  had scarcely 
entered when the people resldlng on the  
next floor brought up three  parcels ad- 
dressed to  him. He wrltes: "I opened them 
and spread out a l l  the good things on the  
table. There before me mere mllk, cocoa, 
tea, and fats,  whlch a r e  unobtainable here 
I t  was lndeed a s  if the  parcels had iropped 
f rom heaven. I t  was  so  evidently the hand 
of God." H e  went on to declare how per- 
fectly God had timed the  arrival as on the  
two PreVlOUS OCCaSiOnS.

A powerful revival broke 
out  a t  the Mulheim autumn convention and 
extended all  over Germany and then Hol- 
land and (recently) to Switzerland. I hope 
to  send you some more particulars, a s  well 
a s  translations from the  German and Dutch 
Pentecostal Papers concernlng this new out- 
pourlng. \ - 

A blessed wave of revlval has  a lso  been 
rnovlng various centers in England, and the  
g i f t s  a r e  In wonderfully pure and powerful 
exercise. The reason 1s not  f a r  to seek. 
The graces were never more manliest. and 
as usual, the  chlefest among them Is low- 
liness and  self-effacement. - 

The shadow of war  has  by no means lef t  
t h e  world yet. Worse thlngs may be dom- 
ing. During th ls  pause bellevers who have 
been i n  any uncertainty a s  to the relation- 
ship between war  and the  Chrlstlanlty of 

I Ch r i s t  might  do well t o  s tudy  the  matter 
,_carefullv and to  fnllv make ?in t h d r  mind.  

This  Pentecostal movement ie a most 
sacred deposlt and t r n s t  wherever i t  ha s  
been recelved by an  individual or a n  as- 
sembly. Truly It 1s a case  of "taking the  
shoes from OK our feet.'' Any pheapening 
of the  prlce of Pentecost would be a dis- 
as ter  of untold . magnitude. The  com- 
pany In the upper room upon whom Pente- 
dost fell, had paid for It the  hlghest price. 
In  th is  they approached a s  near a s  posslble 
to H I ~  who had pald the  supreme prlce in 
order to send it. Do we ever adequately re- 
allze how utterly los't to th is  world, how 
completely despised, rejected and outcast 
was  tha t  company? Their Master and 
leader had jus t  passed, so  to speak. 
through t h e  "hangman's rope" o r  the elec- 
trocutlon chalr a t  the hands of the hlghest 
dvllization of the  day. Thclr Calvary w a s  
complete, and so  a complete Pentecost 
came to  match it. The la t ter  wlll resemble 
the former  In completeness. The  horse 
cannot be put  before the  cart.  W e  may. 
therefore, each of us  say to  ouiselves: a s  
thy cross wlll be  thy  Pentecost. 

What  i s  the real cure fo r  all the  exagger- 
atlons, errors or fanaticisms whlch can 
and sometlmes do lnvade the  sphere of t he  
Pentecostal movement? Cannot each and  
a l l  be traced to a n  ignoring (In fa l th  o r  
experience) of some aspect of t he  cross of 
Chrlst? Is not the  inward cross  the  sweet- 
est and  most sacred secret of pure  Chris- 
t lanlty? m e r e  do brllllantly colored, but  
poisonous fungl grow? Is It not there alone 
where there i s  decay in jus t  under the  
bark? - 

God's way  to Pentecost was  vla  Calvary. 
Indlvldually i t  must be so  today also. The 
purlty and fulness of the  lndlvldual Pente- 
cost mus t  depend upon the completeness 
of t he  lndlvldual Calvary. Th i s  Is a n  Un- 
alterable prlnclple. Ignore It In any  de- 
gree and anything can happen. Something 
Is sure  t o  go wrong.
