Wm.  Arthur,  i n  his book, "Tongue of 

Fire,"  write*: "Here was t h e  symbol. of 
t h e  new dispensation. C.hristianity was 
to  be a Tongue of Fire. I t  was a symbol 
of their 'power,' the. power whereby t h e  
new kingdom was to be built up. 

"In-strict keeping with the spiritual 
s tamp of Christianity was ,the symbol 
which, once for all, .announced to t h e  
Church the advent of her conqueuring 
power,-the power by which she was to 
stand before Kings, to confound syna- 
gogues, to silence c o u ~ ~ c i l s ,  to still mobs, 
to  confront the  learned, to illumiuate 
the senseless, aud to i n f l w e  the cold,- 
t h e  power by which, beginning a t  Jeru-  
salem, where the name of Jesus was a 
by-word, she was to proclaim His glory 
through al l  ;utlea, throughout Samaria, 
and throughout the  utterlnost parts  of 
t h e  ear th . .  The synibol is a tonbwe, the  
only instrument of the  grandest  war  
ever waged: a tongue,-man's speech to  
h i s  fellow-man; a .message in human 
words to  h u m a n  faculties, from t h e  
understanding to the unders tanang ,  
from the  heart to t h e  heart .  \A tongue 
of Are,-man's speech, the H d y  Spirit's 
inspirat ion;  a human ' organ, a super- 
human power! 

"The tongue of fiie rested upon each 
d isc ip le ,  and  al l  spoke with a super- 
h u m a n  utterance. Not the  Twelve only, 
t h e  Lord's Chosen -Apostles; not the  
Seventy oqly, His Commi&ioned Evan- 
gelists; bu t  also t h e  ordinary believers, 
and even .the women. The baptism of 
t h e  Spii i t  fell upon all, and spiritual 
gifts were imparted to all-not equally; 
for t h e  expression 'as .the Spirit gave 
them utterance, '  seems t o  indicate a 
diversity of gifts, which- accords with 
o ther  passages in t h e  New Testament. 
It is n o t  probahle' tha t  each one could 
speak every language; for  St. Paul  says 
of himself, tha t  'he spake with tongues 
m o r e  than  they all,' clearly implying a 
limit iri t h a t  gift, and a different limlt 
in different persons. But  the  cloven 
tongues sa t  upon each of them, and, by 
t h e  joint effect of spiritual life imparted, 

a n d  of spiritual gifts bestowed, all were 
instabtly s e t  upon spiritual services; 
all .led to  become active witnesses for 
m r i s t  and  for His  Cross. 

"It would be impossible to  conceive 
any  form of credential so well framed 
t o  cer t i fy  t h a t  a doctrine was the imme- 
diate issue of the  mind of Gd. The 
bare  thought of such a miracle a s  tha t  
of tohgues, had  it been only a thought, 
would have made in  itself an e r s  in t h e  
history of man's intellect; and i t  may 
be fair ly questioned whether such a 
thought  could have originated in any- 
thing else than  in t h e  fact." 

11. Moral Effects. 
Though the  speaking in tongues was 

the first noticeable effect of the  Pente- 
costal effusion, i t  soon became ahun- 
dantly evident t h a t  i t  was not  the.only 
effect. Nothing i s  clearer than t h e  

- :  Back to Pentecost. -:- was the  lever by which the world was 
to be moved, and convinced of sin, 
righteousness and judgment. These 

The Effects of the Pe~tecostal Baptism. men should now do tlie same works, and 
spiritual life of the saints  i n .  conse- 
quence of t h e  Baptism they together 
shared. A short  time before, in t h e  very 
presence of Jesus, His most intiinate 
disciples had shown cownrdice and  vacil- 
lation; yet  iiow in His absence these 
same men became the  bold, s taunch ad- 
vocates of the  salvation through His 
name. The boldness o f  their s tand 
proved tha t  a new power possessed the 
men who had been so tinlid and feariul  
that  they forsook H i m  and  fled. 

Not only did they display a new bold- 
ness in the  presence of the  world, but  
they also experienced such a n  outbreak 
of brotherly love a s  had never been 
known before. A society of al l  believers 
--as formed, in which the ruling passion 
was love for one another.  "By this 
shall all men know tha t  ye a r e  Aly dis- 
ciples, if ye have loye one to another." 
This new proof was 'given with start l ing 
clearness, fo r  there  was a millingness to 
share  al l  their  possessions with one 
another. The rich sold their proBerty 
a d  gave -up all for the common need 
a n d  welfare. And this chauge of spir i t  
was just aspsudden a s  the impartat ion 
of the  gift of tongues. The new con- 
verts  belonged to different  lands, &poke 
differevt languages, but  al l  felt the-uni-  
fying power of t h e  Spirit. They were 
purged from t h e  love of moxey, f rom 
pride, from selfishness, from d l  t h a t  
was contrary to the  Spirit of Chrikt. 
T h e  a p d s t ~ e s  - t p e m s e l v e  became a s  t h e  
poorest of t h e  poor. Pe te r  could say, 
"Silver and gold have I none." Thls 
phenomenon was a s  wonderful a s  t h e  
speaking in tongues, though less s tr ik-  
ing t o  t h e  imagination. 

To s u m  up,  then,  t h e  lessons of t h a t  
wonderiul day, we- find t h a t  t h e  men 
who then believed in  Chr i s t  hecame so. 
ful ly possessed a n d  controlled by t h e  
Holy Spirit t h a t  their  inner life was 
,transfigured, their  hearts  were purged 
f rom worldliness, and  tbey displayml 
supernatural  powers by the  bperation 
in t h e m  of the  same Spirit. 

Thus  t h e  Church of Christ became 
the  sphere whete  ,the Divine power and 
low were manifested. Therein we see 
In their  brightest  luster  t h e  union of 
gifts and  graces in'believers. The gifts 
without .the love would 'have failed to 
show forth t h e  Divine grace, and  on 
the  other  hand, the  love and  great  grace 
which were upon the  disciples woul.d, 
apar t  from the  gifts, have failed t o  show 
forth t h e  Divine power. So Divine 
grace and power shine forth in admir-  
able unity in their  behaviour and testi- 
mony. 

Pentecost, therefore, provides us with 
t h e  Divine idea of t h e  character a n d  
function of Christianity. W h a t  a n  a t -  
tractive a n d  magnificent conception it 
is! The  Unseen Head,  exalted a t  the  
r ight  hand of power, was in living touch 
with the  members of the  body through 
t h e  Spirit.  H e  could work out  His  own 

mightier ones than C.hrist had ever dolle 
on earth.  

They needed no new visible Head, To  
them Christ, though unseen, was more  
real  than ever. Christ Himself wrought 
in them more mightily than before. 
Shortly afterwards,  when Peter  was e d -  
dressing. the  crowds in the  temple, which 
%-ere astounded a t  the healing of tbe 
lame man,  his s train was this: - "Wby 
do you look a t  us,  a s  though we had  
done this deed by our ow11 power and  
wisdom: i t  is not we who have done i t ,  
but  Jesus of Nazareth, whom you re- 
jected, whom God bath exalted: He is  
doing tbese wonderful %-orks, and you 
cannot interfere with His operations 
now. You imagined t h a t  you had put 
all end to His activity when you killed 
Him, but  what say you to this? Could 
we b y  our own power .do what  you see 
us d o ?  If you reject our explanation of 
these signs a~i t l  wonder% how do you 
account lo r  then1 yourselves? They 
prove that  Jesus still lives, t h a t  Jesus 
reigns, t h a t  Jesus works.". 

111. Effects upon tlid \ITorld. 
The at tention ,of the .  multitudes was 

speedily arrested by such an absolutely 
new and s t range  phenomenon. A com- 
pany of unlearned and provincial Jews  e 

had just  commenced t o  speak fluently 
in- IangAages they had never learned, 
and yet tbey  were thoroughly under- 
stood, a s  tbey declared "the mighty 
works of .God," by the  representatives of 
the  different nations present on the  oc-, 
casion. How was such a n  unparalleled 
occurrcnee. to  be  accounted  for? The 
mult i tude anxiously waited to  hear any 
reasonable explanation of such a marvel, 
and t h e  explanation furnished by t h e  
men so  strangely influenced was such a s  
to  induce th ree  thousand men there a n d  
then to  become disciples of ,the recently 
crucified Nazarene. 

Peter  explained t h a t  ,this event de- 
cisively proved t h a t  t h e  crucifled Nazar- 
ene  had been made Lord in heaven itself, 
anp  that ,  i n  fulfilment of prophecy, hav- 
ing received from t h e  Fa ther  t h e  gift of 
the  Holy Ghost, He had ~ h e d  it forth 
upon His disciples in that  unparalleled 
fashion. And more  wonderful still; 
t h e  astonished crowd was calmly assured .  
that  if they would but  turn to God, a n d  
through t h e  exalted Jesus accept the  
forgiveness of their sins, they would 
themselves receive t h e  very gif t  of t h e  
Holy Ghost which they had seen work 
such wonders in  their  presence t h a t  day: 
they were invited to share  i t  with the  
original disciples themselves. No won- 
der  tha t  they were pricked ,to t h e  heart  
when they heard such a n  explanation 
of the occurrence, for  the  proof of their  
guilt was overwhelming; and no wonder 
Qhat  they were attracted by the  gracious 
offer of mercy, which, under the  circum- 
stances, was generous beyond belief. 
Thus  on t h e  very first day on which the  
Holy Ghost was given, entirely new phe- 
nomena were ex~er ienced  bv the discl- .. 

Purposes th rough H i s  members on earth.  ples, and multitudes of converts were 
change which occurred i n  t h e  moral a n d  A Society of Spirit-filled men on ear th  gathered into t h e  Church. 
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Now, nothing like this  had ever hap- 
pened before. No results commensurate 
with .these had been wjtnessed during 
the earthly ministry-of Jesus.  The  dis- 
ciples saw their  numbers grow so  rapidly 
day by day; thousands abandoned their 
enmity to Christ  and became His humble 
and devoted followers; Jerusalem and  
the  whole country were filled with their  
doctrine. Now, a t  last, the rivers o! 

, living water were flowing forth! Xow 
the Spirit had been received, for Jesus 
h a d  been glorified! Now th-e presence of 
Jesus a t  the right hand .of power was 
mightily proved by t h e  coming of the  
Holy Ghost. Because Jesus was now 
on high, the Spirit had been sent  d o y n  
liere to he the great  Vic:rr of Christ- 
the c l ~ a n ~ ~ e l  of al l  power and authority 
for  the Church 6n earth-the agent for 
effectiug the  purposes of the  exalted 
Christ .  

To  \\'lioiri Docs l l l r  l'ron~isc Apply? 
I n  the closing eshortations of the  

Day of Pei~tecost .  Pe te r  expressly de- 
clared tha t  the promise then fulfilled 
stood faithful to al l :  '"The promise 1s 
unto you and to your children, and t o  
all tbat  a r e  a fa r  off, even a s  many a s  the  
Lord our God shall call." Surely these 
words render fur ther  proof needless 
t h a t  the Baptism of the  Holy Ghost mas 
meant  to be the inheritance of all be- 
lievers throughout ,this dispensation. - 
Peter  could not  have made his words 
more wide and comprehensive: and they 
a r e  re-echoed by such general  exhorta- 
tions a s  we find in Eph. 5:18: "Be not  
drunken with wine . . . b u t  be filled 
with the Spirit." There is no t  the  slight- 
est. hint  given tha t  t h e  experience was ,to 
b e  limited, either t o  t h a t  generation, or 
t o  any  particular class of believers. 

IV. The Vindication of Jesus Christ. 
The  Lord had predicted tha t  when the .  

Spirit should come in Pentecostal power 
H e  should perform a three-fold work. 
T h a t  coming would be 

( 1 )  A- manifestation of t h e  world's 
guilt in rejecting Christ. 

( 2 )  A vindication of Christ's claims 
b y  proving His honorable reception i n  
heaven. . - 

( 3 )  An ocular demonstration t h a t  Sa- 
.tan had been vanquished, in t h a t  his 
kingdom was so  openly shattefed by t h e  
disciples of Christ. 

This prediction was amply fulfilled. 
The  day of Pentecost itself was an  ample 
vindication of Christ. .Listen to t h a t  
exceeding bitter cry whicli rises from a 
multitude, gathered i n  .the first instance 
merely by curiosity engendered by 
strange phenomena. Satan was de- 
spoiled of 3,000 victlms in one day. As 
t h e  work grew, and  victims were liber- 
ated,  both from physical and  spiritual 
bondage, i t  became evident to a l l  men 
o n  which side t h e  victory lay. 

Under such circumstances it was no t  
wonderful tha t  Satan should rally al l  his 
forces in self-defense. H e  still had his  
tools. There were men who would not 
bow thi. knee to Jesus  Christ a t  any 
price. Their  prestige was a t  s take,  their  
self-interest was at tacked,  and thus 
were they impelled .lo make a determined 
atand against the inroads of t h e  new 
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powerful to be ignored, too convincing 
in ~ t s  ut terances to be silenced by argu- 
ment;  the last resort was a n  a t tempt  t o  
put  i t  down by force. 

Persecution quickly arose,  and was  
allowed to d o  i ts  worst, being crowned 
with apparent  success for a time. A 
doughty champion of the cause of per- 
secution arose in Saul  of Tarsus,  unti l  
this champion was himself won over by 
Jesus Christ, who signally tr iumphed in 
t ransfor~ning  the  Church's direst  foe in- 
to its fastest friend. Saul ,  once t h e  
champion of Satan,  became the  no  less 
zealous cbanlpion of Jesus Christ.

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THE OVERCOMING MAX-CBIW.  
The doubts of those two men who 

wended their way to the village of Em- 
maus were removed. They had had 
doubts concerning their Messiah, but 
their perplexity was cleared up. They 
were concerned about Christ and Christ 
was concerned about them. They had 
had doubts as  to His reality, a s  to wheth- 
er He was a reality from God. And 
Christ expounded and explained the 
scriptures concerning His first advent. - 

And to  the  soul who is now doubting 
about W s  second advent, as  to when, 
how, and under what conditions this 
will take place, He is, through His 
Spirit, equally willing to explain, unfold 
and reveal. 

There are plenty wiiling to put  doubts 
in the seeker's mind. "Where is  the 
promise of His coming?" But if you are. 
anxious about His coming, the Holy 
Ghost will unfold the Scriptures t o  you. 
Christ explained .the first advent, and 
by His Spirit He is today ready t o  un- 8 

fold and explain to you the promises, con- 
cerning His second. coming. 

Every step of Christ's life, from His 
birth to His crucifixion, was watched 
and was harrassed by the enemy. Soon 
after His birth lie sought to destroy the 
young child and a t  last. through wicked 
hands, crucified Him. 

The same hatred is being wrought 
upon and. manifested toward the young 
child, the man child, the flesh and bone 
of Him. Time will fail lo tell of the in- 
sidious traps of the euemy to  destroy 
the first born of the church. Primarily 
there is whtrc. he is worktng today. 
Many sons will be brought to glory. 
The enemy knows that. And he'll vent 
part of his anger on-a portion of these 
sons. But it is  the  first born tha t  h e  is 
anxious to hinder. 

Paul was conscious of that  . "I? by 
any means I might attain" (Phil. 3 : l l ) .  
He was Looking unto Jesus that he might. 
he amongst those of the first resurlec- 
tion. 

When an  army starts  forth, the picked 
troop is in the  front. If the enemy can 
destroy the front.brigade, he can put 
confusion, dismay and fear into the rank 
and file behind. But if the first rank gets 
through, the others are  encouraged, and  
though they may have a fierce time and 
may suffer, they also, in their order, will 
press through. 

That is the secret of the onslaught 
of the "latter rain" saints. Pharisees, 
scrihes,linked together withHerod! "De- 
stroy the young child's life!" The oh- 
scurity of the birth served not only to 
hide from Herod, hut also from the re- 
ligious leaders. 

Herod died, and then the persecutibn 
was taken up by the scribes, church 
rulers and Pharisees. The religious 
supplementing the civil opposition! 
Why? To seek to destroy that which was 
going to bring to nought a corrupted 
civil power, Gentile power, and an  apos- 
tate religious power. 

But the child grew, and He confused 
the wise men, even a t  the age of twelve. 
Yes, and He frustrated them time after 
time, till He gave Himself up to them 
and they seemingly conquered. But 
when He rose from thedead ,  He over- 
came their seal. He broke their seal 
and He sealed their doom. 

Wpere is  the opp'osition coming from 
today? From the .world? No. I t  is 
from the spiritual leaders so-called. I t  
may not he open. But it is in the min- 
isterial counsel; it is slumbering. When 
the  apospsy is  more pronounced, the  
opposit6n will be  accordingly pronoune- 
ed. The saints will meet the dragon on 
earth before tifey meet him in the 
heavens. 

The Delilahs are after the Samsons. 
Delilahs a r e  more to be feared than the 
Philistines. The one who spoke lovingly, 
eoaxingly. Patronage is move to be fear- 
ed than persecu'tion. A traitorous wife 
spiritually is worse than a n  armed foe. 
Wolves in sheep's clothing! Multitudes 
of foes! Not only of the young child's 
life but of the matured, developed man 
child. The woman can be left alone in 
the meantimh. The man child-attack 
him. See the  man child is vigorous, has 
'all his limbs and members intact and 
strong. 

Moses was a proper child, a complet- 
ed hody. And God wants a completed 
man child, complete in all gifts, a body 
with all its graces. Not this time an  ark 
of bulrushes on the river of destiny 
with all the chances and vicissitudes to 
which that  young child was subject, but 
a healthy child born, and borne up so 
that  he did not even have to flght. "For 
Michael and his angels fought against 
the dragon . . . and his angels." The 
danger is  before the child is born. The 
dragon watching! 

But One is  watching the dragon. He 
who told Joseph that "he who sought 
the young child's life is dead." and told 
him to return, is  watching today, and 
He can paralyze the dragon down below 
while the growth, maturing and develop- 
ment is  taking place. 

HOW grow? A spiritual child must 
have spiritual food, the Word, and the 
Holy Spirit to quicken the Word. -The 
Word quickened in the child. And then 
there will be, there must he, a breaklng 
forth, a spiritual birth, a robust man 
child. And like in the ohildren of Is- 
rael, the women gave birth to children 
so quickly, they outwitted the enemy; 
so the spiritual birth, because of the 
vigor of the child, will outwit the enemy 
of the child-of the Christ of God. 

The victory is as sure as thedeath ,  a s  
the resurrection, as the glorification of 
the bahe of Bethlehem. The seed of the 
woman, the bahe of Bethllehem, shall 
bruise the serpent's head. And the same 
heel of Him who wag the babe of Beth- 
lehem will bruise the serpent's head that  
the jams cannot work to devour the man 
child. Satan conquered by the bahe of 
Bethlehem, and again by the  bahe from 
the woman. The weak thing of the 
earth to confound the mighty! I t  is  
our God's doing and it is marvelous in 
our eyeg. 

When God has predestinated us to  be 
conFormed to the image of His Son, why 
are n-e not filled w ~ t h  an all-consum~ng 
desire to be like Jesug, and unceasingly 
pleading with God to make. us the best 
examples of His saving grace possible to 
a human being; having the mind of 
Christ, and manifesting the same dispo- 
sition and characteristics tha t  He did? 

Would not this go farther toward uni- 
fying the hody of Christ here than any 
other one thing on earth? 

Those who want God more than they 
want anything else, will find Him more 
than all else beside; but in all our aspir- 
ing after God and divine things, we need 
a full-orbed vision of Jesus revealed to 
us by the  Holy Spirit, through the Word. 
lest we be fmmd patterning after a 
Christ of our own conception.-J. T. B.

For the dead in Christ, it terminates 

when they are caught up to meet the 
Lad in the  air. For the wicked, it 
terminates a t  t he  White, Throne Judg- 
ment. 

892. Define faith in God, also the 
faith of God. 

Faith in Christ tha t  brings salvation 
' is trust  in Him, or dependence in Him, 
or a committal of one's self unto Him 
a s  Saviour and Lord. The faith of God 
is the faith tha t  comes from God. This 
lat ter  is used by some in the same sense 
as faith in God, but used by others to 
mean a higher order of faith; a stronger 
faith, the very confidence tha t  God Him- 
self has and bestows. 

893. I s  the  new earth to be  the  final 

receiving of the Holy Spirit in the days 
of the apostles was not dependent upon 
the laying on of hands; for on the day 
Of Pentecost He was bestowed without 
any one laying on hands, and a t  the 
house of Cornelius He was bestowed in 
the presence of the apostle Peter mith- 
out Peter or any one else laying on 
hands. So even in that day I would 
hardly have said that He was imparted 
by the {laying on of hands, but rather 
that He was received in connection with 
the laying on of hands and prayer. See 
Acts 8 : 1 5  to 1 7 ,  which shows that  the 
apostles both laid on hands and prayed 
for then1 to receive the Holy Spirit. Yes, 
it is just as scriptural for any common 
saint today, who is filled with the Holy 
Ghost and whom the Lord so directs, to  
lay on hands and to pray for a believer 
to receive the Baptism of the Holy Spirit 
as it was for the common disciple An- 
anias a t  Damascus to do the same thing. 
The principles of the gospel have not 
changed from the day of Pentecost down 
until now. We are  still in the gospel 
age, when all the New Testament teach- 
ings are just as  applicable a s  they were 
from the  day of Pentecost to  the end of 
the New Testament days. Jesus Christ 
is the  same yesterday and today. More- 
over. I have personally seen auite a num- 

abode of redeemed I~umanitv? 'ber of ~ e r s o n s  receiie the ~ o l v  Sairit 
Rev. 2 1  : 23-2't  seems to indicate that 

i t  is. Read Rev.. chaps. 2 1  and 22. I 
do not believe tha t  ~t is necessary t o  con- 
clude tha t  either the Lord or the saints 
will be confined to the earth. We might 
have our headquarters on the new earth, 
and yet be able in a few moments to 
make a visit to any other planet in the 
universe. The mode or manner of the 
life of the  saints on the new earth is 
not fu!ly revealed. I t  ik not necessary 
to assume that because they are upon 
the  new earth that they w ~ l l  have to 
tra&l in veh~cles and upon, trains just 
as  they do now. We do not even know 
whether the resurrected saints w ~ l l  be 
vis~ble or not during the thousand years 
they are  with C h r ~ s t  on earth to those 
who are  in their natural bodies. No 
loub t  they will be vis~ble to one another 
who are  In the 'same state. They may 
ga and come. seen or unseen, as  Jesus 
did after His resurrection. 

894. Can the Holy Ghost bo impart& 
by t h e  laying OII of I~ands?  I s  such a 
prncLicc scriptural now? 

In apostol~c clays the Spirit was often 
received In conllection with the laying 
u of hands, e ~ t b e r  of the apostles or 
ef some other minister or salnt, as in 
the  case of A n a ~ ~ i a s  upon Paul. But not 
even then was i t  imparted to those who 
w. e not ready to receive it, as  it is 
q x t e  evident that Simon the Sorcerer 
did not receive the Spirit when the 
apostles were in Samaria laying hands 
om the believers foryhat  purpose. The 

ia coniection with the laying- o n  of 
hands and prayer, just as  is recorded 
in the Acts of the Apostles. 
895. After death, nhe re  are  our dis- 

embodied spirits? Are they conscious 
o r  unconscious? 

The scripture6 seem to teach that  the 
redeemed, since the resurrection of Jesus 
Christ, a re  in Paradise above. When 
the thief was on the cross Cltrist prom- 
ised him that  he should that day be with 
Him in Paradise. But on ,the morning 
of the resurrection Jesus declared to 
Nary that He had not yet ascended. 
Hence the spirit 'of Christ must have 
been in Paradise below on the day of 
His death with the spirit of the peni- 
tent thief. But when Christ arose He 
brought up with Him "a multitude ot  
captives," as  is shown $6 the marginal 
rendering in the Oxford Bibles of Eph. 
4 : 8 .  After that Paul speaks in 2  Cor. 
1 2 : 4  of being "caught up into Paradise," 
and in verse 2  of the same chapter h e  
speaks of being caught up "to the third 
heaven" (not into, but simply u p  to). 
Since he was caught up "into Paradise," 
xnd not into (he third heaven, h e  must 
have been in the second heaven, and the  
second heaven must be the present lo- 
catioli of Paradise. Hence the scriptures 
seem to teach that the spirits of the  
righteous at the present time ascend in- 
to Paradise. But the spirits of the 
wicked have always gone Into Hades, 
and they are in Hades now, aud will re- 
main there until the great White Throne 

'judgment. Then they will be brought 
up and judged and cast into the lake of 
lire, the final abode of all the wicked. 

I t  is ev~dent  that  the  intermediate 
state of both the wicked and the right- 
eous is a conscious one. In Luke 1 6  the 
rich old sinner seems to be very con- 
scious, and he realizes that he  is in mis- 
ery in the prison house of Hades, sep- 
arated from the righteous Lazerus, who 
was then to be seen comforted in another 
division separated from the wicked by 
a fixed boundary in a place called Abra- 
hanl's bosom, yhich is generally regard- 
ed as  the same as  Paradise. From this 
it will be seen that  up to the resurrec- 
tion of Chr~s t  Hades had two divisions, 
one for the wicked dead, and one for the 
righteous dead, called either Paradise or 
Abraham's bosom: and tha t  since t h e  
resurrection of Christ, Paradise has been 
transferred to the presence of God where 
the spirits of the saved are  conscious 
and rejoicing in the  Lord, and that now 
Hades contains only the spirits of the 
wicked dead, who are also conscious. 
896. I s  t he  firc in t he  "lake of 6re," 

where the wicked a r e  finally sent, l i h a l  
fire? If literal fire, how can a spsrlt 
suffer in i t?  

The lake of fire is a place of real fire. 
but i t  need not necessarily be material 
fire. But if i t  should be material fire. 
just such as we see upon earth, i t  must 
be remembered tha t  t h e  wicked will have 
their bodies resurrected and will he cast 
bodily into the lake of fire. If i t  should 
be material fire, their bodies would suf- 
fer- and through their bodily suffering 
their spirits would also suffer. No mat- 
ter  whether the  fire be spiritual or ma- 
terial, it will be a real  lake of fire. 
897. What does it mean t l ~ a t  one day 

with God is a s  a. Wlousand years, and  a 
tliousand yems as one day?

HOW TO GET A REVIVAL 
An Address  by Pas tor  George Jeffreys at  t b e  Prophetical  Soc ie ty  Cogferegce.  

"Ahaz was twenty years old when he 
began to reign, and he reigned sixteen 
years in Jerusalem: but  he did not tha t  
which was r igh t  in the  sight of the Lord, 
like David his father" ( 2  Chron. 2 8 : l ) .  

I understand tha t  we have come to- 
gether  to seek the face of God, and  to  
lay hold o n H i m ,  tha t  H e  might  grant  
to us a revival. I want to' draw your a t -  
tention to this  verse tha t  I have quoted, 
t h a t  YOU might see the s ta le  of Je ru-  
salem a t  this  t ime;  aud theu I believe 
you will agree with me that  it is very 
much like the  state of our world a t  
present.' I wgnt you to notice that  there 
was need of a revival a t  Jerusalem a t  
this time. for we find that  the  young 
king, only twenty years old when he be- 
gan to reign, did not  that  which was 
r ight  in the sight of  the ~ & d .  Jerusa- 
lem was the city tha t  God Hirnse:f had 
chosen a s  the  place in which His name 
should dwell. I t  was His intention t h a t  
in this  city His name should be made 
known; it was His intenti011 tha t  Jeru-  
salem should be the center of blessing 
for the.wl101e world. I believe t h a t  in 
t h e  fu ture  this very city will be a bless- 
ing to t h e  nat ions of the world. ' Instead 
of find!ng it a city in which dwelt peo- 
ple th.at magnified Jehovah, we find t h a t  

The People Had B;lcksliddcn. 
W e  a r e  told *that Ahaz, the  young 

king, only twenty years old, "walked in 
t h e  ways of the  kings of Israel, a n d  
made molten images for Baalim. More- 
over, he burnt.incense in the valley of 
t h e  sons of Hinnom, and burnt  his chil- 
dren in the  fire, after the abominations 
of other  heathen w h o n ~  the Lord had cast 
ou t  before the  children of Israel." The 
king l!imself was an idolater. Did he 
no t  bow down before idols? Did not h'e 
practice some of the abominations of the 
heathen? H e  had forsaken his God; 
and if the king upon the tbrone had for -  
sake11 his God, h e  could no t  expect much 
better  f rom his  subjects. 

I think tha t  there Is more idol-worship 
now thau ever there was. There is idol-. 
worsllip going on all around. There i s  
t h e  worship of iashion an11 dress today, 
such a d  Illere llever has been. Let me 
tell you tha t  if you worship fashion, you 
might a s  well make a little idol in your 
back yard,  and. set  i t  upon a pedestal, 
and kneel down before i t  and pray to it,  
and  treat  i t  a s  your god. 

Not only was this  city, where the  
name of God should have been magni- 
fied, filled with idols, but i t s  king went 
and degraded tlle very house of the 
Lord. Lislen to these words: "And 
Ahae galhered together the vessels of 
t h e  house of God, and cut  in pieces the  
vessels of the house of God, and shut  
up the doors of the house of the Lord, 
and he ~llrade him al tars  in every corner 
of Jerusalem. And in every several city 
of J u d a l ~  he made high places, to burn  
Incense ,unto other  gods, and provoked 
to  anger the  Lard God of his fathers." 
Tho Ycrg Housa That God Had Oh- 
to dwell in, f a s  now dcgraded,and clos- 

ed by King Ahaz. I see in these verses 
a message .to every church a n d  every 
mission hall In this  world of ours. I 
believe t h a t  many of these buildings t h a t  
were set up, a n d  which contained in 
years gone many t h a t  worshipped God 
in spir i t  a n d  in t ru th ,  have been handed 
over today for  o ther  things and  other  
purposes, and  have been degraded. In- 
s tead of the  mighty, wonder-working 
power of the  Holy Ghost being there,  we 
find picture-palaces, concerts, bazaars, 
theatres. I t  seems a s  if t h e  doors have 
been .  th rus t  open ' t o  everything ra ther  
than  to the  mighty power of God.' Oh, 
let us see our  need of a revival. 

Where do you think it will commence? 
I believe tha t  a t rue  revival will com- 
mence with God's people first. They 
will see t h e  need. The searchlight of 
the Holy Ghost will c o m e  upon them, 
and their hearts  will be made bare, a n d  
they will begin to  realize tha t  they a r e  
in a backslidden condition, a n d  they will 
see nothing around them but  idol-wor- 
ship, and they  will begin to  Peel their 
need of a revival. O h  t h a t  God might  
give u s  a vision of our  need! The  world 
seems to  be overflowing'with Spiritism. 
Thousands and  thousan,ds. of men and 
women a r e  flocking a f te r  this  awful  de- 
lusion from the  devil. I t  is  time for us- 
to  cry aloud, "Oh, Lord, send us a re- 
vival!" Have you seen t h e  need? Ask 
God to open your eyes, if you have never 
had them open before, to see  the  s t a t e  
of the world a t  this  present  moment. I t  

' i s  in a n  awful state. The rising t ide of 
democracy is to be seen on every hand. 
,and we a r e  conling near  to  t h e  t ime when 
our  Lord Himself is about  to come. We 
a r e  in need of a revival. Do you feel 
we shall g e t  a revival before t h e  Lord 
comes? I do. I n  a moment  I expect 
to see the "cloud" burst  over the  world, 
in a moment I expect t o  hear  the "raln" 
falling, not  i n  one or  two little assem: 
bliea, but  in  different parts of the coun- 
tries of the world, for the purpose of 
briuging in the  last crowd into this  
wonderful Church just before the Lord 
Himself Comes. But, remember, we 
must  first of al l  

1 : w I  t h e  Swci of ;r Revival. 
t Iere was a king tha t  se t  himself 

against  God; and what  do wc read in 
the  twenty-seventh verse? ."Aha2 slept 
wit11 his fathers,  and they buried hlm 
in  €he city." There a r e  men and women 
today in this world t h a t  a r e  fighting 
God; they seem to be set t ing themselves 
against  the  Nost  High. B u t  there will 
be an end to  their  Iittle fight some day. 
"Ahaz slept with his  fathers." God had 
E i s  eye upon him. The day came when 
God took away the  breath from his  nos- 
trils, and he "slept." Do not  forget tha t  
if you a re  fighting God, there is to  he 
an end to  you. God Himself has His 
eye upon you, and  H e  will bring you 
some day to see tha t  you a r e  nothing but 
a moth in His hand. 

S o t  only must  we see the need of a 
revival, bu t  we must  d o  something else. 
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I am glad of this little verse in t h e  
twenty-ninth chapter of 2 3  Chronicles: 
"Hezekiah began to reign when h e  was 
five-and-twenty years old, and he reign- 
ed n%e-and-twenty years in Jerusalem 
. . . And he did t h a t  which was r ight  in 
t h e  sight  of the Lord." God has  got 
His Hezekiahs today, I believe. Ahaz 
may fight God, Ahaz may frustrate for  
a time t h e  plans of God, bu t  His Heze- 
kiah will always come after  him. God 
raises a Hezekiah. Let u s  pray tha t  
God may raise a few Hezekiahs, t h a t  
they may lead the people of Gpd back to 
the  place of revival. 

I want you to notice the first thing 
that  Hezekiah did. After seeing t h e  
need of the city, H e z e k ~ a h  confessed 
before the  Lord. If you want a t rue  re- 
vival from heaven, there must  be con- 
fession to God. We find tha t  on  this oc- 
casion Hezekiah "brought in the priests 
and the Levites, and gathered them to- 
gether  into the  east  s treet ,  and s a i d ~ u n -  
to them, Hear  me, y e ' h v i t e s ,  sanctify 
now yourselves, and sanctify the house 
of the Lord God of your fathers, and 
carry forth the  filthiness o u t  of t h e  holy 
place." I s  not i t  sad to  find filthiness 
in what the Word of God calls the holy 
place? "For our  fathers have trespass- 
ed, and done t h a t  which was evil in the 
eyes of the  Lord our God, and  have for- 
saken Him, and have turned away their  
faces from the habitation of the  L x d ,  
a n d  turned their backs." Confession. 
first'of all. Do you see thenneed?' You 
must  confess, you must 

' Get Down Upon Your JZnees 
before God, and  you' must  tell Him, just  
a s  Rezeklah told Him. "We have tres- 
passed, for we have gone after  anything 
and  everything but  God's power." There 
mus t  be a confession. Are you praying 
for a. revival? Is  there something down 
deep in your heart  that  is between you 
aud God? Before the revival comes you 
must  put that  right. No "latter' rain," 
no power of God, will ever fall upon a n  
unclean channel. The filthiness must ,  
first of al l ,  be taken out ,  and  the purity 
and h o h e s s  of our Lord will come in  
afterwards. There  m'ust he confession. 
Ask God to pu t  His finger u inn~swme-  
thing tha t  'map be wrong in your life 
a t  this moment, sxue th ing  that  has  been 
practiced in secret, something tha t  you 
think no llunlan eye has ever seen. Re- 
member, the eye of God has seen i t ,  and 
i t  must be confessed to Him. X o  re- 
vival without confession! God demands 
it. There must be ccnfession of sin. If 
we could but  come under the search- 
light wf the Holy Ghost, what a revela- 
tion s o n ~ e  of u3 shou!d have of our 
hearts! We should be ashamed to look 
a t  one a n o t l ~ c r ;  we should just bend the 
head and say we a r e  unclean. I €  you 
a re  a Christian praying for a revivll, 
a r e  you prepared to confess? If, not. 
do not pray any more for a revival. 
There must be a confession. 

IIczeliiall and his people not o111y con- 
fessed; they obeyed. I read these words: 
"And the  priests went into the  inuer 
part  of the house of the Lord to,cleanse 
it." Oh that  we might find fal thful  
priests in these days t h a t  wlll dare  to 
cleanse the  house of the  Lord. W h a t  
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happened in Wales in t h e  revival of 
1904-5, when the  mighty power of Gpd 
began to sweep through church a n d  
mission hall? We found t h a t  the  filthi- 
ness had to go out. There was  no  talk 
of concerts o r  bazaars for months. In- 
s tead of cheering in the Festival, we 
heard the praise of Zion. Instead of 
clapping of  hands after  someone had 
been singing in a competitive concert, 
we heard loud "Amens" rolling ou t  of 
hearts  filled with the love of God. God 
cannot live where sin is. There must 
be either filth or holiness; there cannot 
Be both. You must  act  a s  well a s  con- 
fess. These a re  the col~dit ions for re- 
vival. T l ~ c r e  is a world perishing around 
u s ;  there a r e  churches and mission halls 
drif t ing further  into apostasy a n d  sin. 
Men who once used to preach the glo- 
rious Gospel of Jesus Christ have 

Ceasa l  to Prracl i  It Today. 
Higher Criticism, New Theology, and so- 
callcd Modern Thought have come in ,  
instead of the Gospel of Jesus Christ. 
There must  be action. If you find your- 
self in a congregation, s i t t ing under a 
Illan who is teaching tha t  t h e  blood of 
our  preciour Lord is of another kind-, 
come out! I f  not, the  Word of God tells 
us clearly tha t  we become partakers of 
his sins. There must  be action. A re- 
vival, when i t  is heaven-born, is some- 

, thing tha t  will make bare .  the hearts  
of men and  women, tha t  will s tr ip them 
of their seif-righteous garments,  tha t  
will make their hearts  open before God, 
To  t h a t  end there must  be confession, 
and there must  be action. What  did this 
king do? Listen to these words:  "The 
priests went into the inner par t  of the  
-house of the  Lord to cleanse it, and 
-brought out  al l  the uncleanness that  
they found in the temple of the Lord 
i n f o  the  court  of the house of the  Lard." 
They broughL out  the filth. The  king 
le f t  his sin. If you want a revival you 
must  be-prepared t3  leave all filthiness 
and sin and iniq1lit.y outside altogether. 

If you want a revival, remember. those 
things of which I have just spoken must 
go out. I t  is a questiou of light o r  
darkness; fiesh or Spirit; worlrlliness or 
Cod. God won't have a mixture. L e t  
Him have ~ i r -  way. 

Not ouly is it necessary t9 cleanse 
our  churches, but we s11ou:d seek to b e  
cleansed ourselves. IThat lust of tbc 
flesh is there Lhal is gripping you? Have 
you ever considered for  a m o n ~ e n t ,  that  
when Jesus Christ died upon the  Cross 
of  Calvary. H e  died to purchase your 
body a s  a house for Him to dwell in? - 
Is  tha t  house in wliicli God dwells be- 
ing degraded, per1lal)s by a filthy obd 
pipe or cig 'aret te? A revival is needed. 
But ask God to 

(;iw You C ' l e ; ~ ~ ~ s i n g  First. 
Away with the fill11 and the sin tha t  

is hindering God from working! "Lord. 
search my heart," should be our prayer, 
and i f  there is auything unclean in i t ,  
let God take  it out. 

I k.now it has been said that  Wales is 
the  only land where we can get revivals; 
tha t  because the  peop:e a r e  emotional 
we get revivals hi Walcs. The  revival 
going on i n  Uralcs a t  present is not  a re -  
vival of emotionalism. I t  is a revlral 
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where t h e  Word of God is cutting. Let 
us pray tha t  the  Word of God shall  be 
a s  a ta-o-edged sword, dividing the r ight  
from the wrong; and when tha t  division 
comes, God will come in in mighty 
power. If we have cleansing we ,shal l  
have a revival. 

They carried ou t  the  filthiness from 
the hDuse of the Lord and cleansed it.  
The  Master said, "I a m  come that  they 
might have life, and tha t  they might 
have it more a b u ~ ~ d a n t l y . "  f f  you want 
tha t  abundant  life, there must, first of 
all. be separation. Light  a%d darkness 
cannot dwell together. There is no fel- 
lowship or communiol~ between God's 
child and the  unbeliever. Not only must  
there be separatiou from the world, but  
there must  be separation from those who 
call themselves Christians and a r e  not. 
My heart is grieved to its very depth,  
when I think of children of God- who 
will dare to go to the  Lard's Table with 
unsaved men and women. God is angry.  
God is certainly not pleased, to see His  
people gathering together round the 
Comn~union Table with unbelievers. God 
give us separation. "We want a large , 

church or  mission," many people say. 
The  best way to have a large church or 
mission is to go in for a revival, and  
then jwu will get the r ight  sort  of-large 
church ofmiss ion .  I prefer two dozen 
people'who a r e  separate to God, to a 
thousand who a r e  not. There mus t  be 
separation. You must  first of all see 
the need;  secondly, yo.u must  confess 
tha t  which is wrong;, thirdly, you m u s t  
act  upon your confession. Then, I be- 
lieve, you a r e  coming near to the point

and the revival begins. Listen to these 
words: "And Hezekiah commanded to 
offer. the  burnt-offering upon the  altar. 
A i ~ d  when.the burnt-offering began, the  
song of the Lord began." This burnt- 
offering, a s  you know who study Scrip- 

'ture; is a type of our Lord and Saviour 
Jesus Christ. After they had seen the 
need, and confessed and.acted,  the  burn t  
offering began. I t  says tha t  a s  soon a s  
the burnt-offering began, the song of the 
Lord began. What does tha t  mean? I t  
ineans that  when a man has coufessed 
his  sin and leCt it,  he mill begiu to mag- 
nify the great  BuTnt-offering. Jesus 
Christ Himself; h e  will begin to worship 
Jesus.  W h a t  a wouder'ful Saviour he 
will see! whaf a lovely Christ! Christ 
will be magnified in his sight, and the 
song. of the Lord will begin also, a song 
that  will s t a r t ' i n  t h e  heart ,  and never 
end,  a song !hat angels know noLhiug 
of, the song of redemption. If you wan1 
revir,al, begin to exalt  Jesus Christ 
wheu everythiug else has been put right. 

Why is there' no  revival? Because 
Christ is not exalted. Some people seen1 
to think that  the preaching of the  Gos- 
pel, t h e  preaching of  the Cross, is played 
out. No. i t  is not. When the l o r d  Jesus 
Christ comes iuto the I ~ e a r t .  you will 
find tha t  there is s t i l l  Dower in t h e  Gos- 
pel, power to save to the ut termost ,  
power to cleanse,.power to lay l ~ o l d  of 
men and woulen and t r a n s f ~ r m  their  
,lives and their homes and their sur -  
roundlngs. The Gospel has uo t  lost i t s  
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power. Why have we no  revival in o u r  
midst? Because few, in comparison to  
the  masses, a r e  the number of those who 
exalt Jesus Christ. The burnt-offering 
seems to  be le f t 'ou t  of the  question. 
Other things have been accepted, and  
the  burnt-offering has been forgotten. 
But  I believe that  God is raising in these 
last days a people who will dare fo ex- 
a l t  the Lord Jesus Christ, and will bring 
back blessing again. Let us  exalt the  
Lord Jesus Christ. 

But  someone says, "If we have a re- 
vival, how long will it  last?" T h a n k  
God, a revival . *  

Started ill M y  Heart Thirty Years Ago, 
and i t  has never stopped; i t  will never 
end. If this old body is called to the  
ear th ,  God will give me another one, 
and the revival commenced in this o n e  
will be carried on in the  other. I won- 
der  how long the revival will last. Well, 
this tells us how long: "And a l l  the 
congregation worshipped, a l ~ d  the sing- 
ers sang, and the-trnmpeters  sounded: 
and al l  this continued until the burnt-  
offering was finished,." Tha t  is how 
long the revival will last-as long a s  
the Burnt-offering lasts. How long will 
Christ live whom we love? There will 
he no  ending to His life. Ten thousand 
suns may sink in their sockets, oceans 
may dry, the firmament may roll up a s  
a scroll, the mountains may be hurled 
into the midst of the sea. But  we have 
got Christ, and He will live for ever; 
and a s  long-as H e  lives we shall  live 
also. As long a s  Jesus is  kgpt  in the  
front, and ni5de the center of fe'liowbhip 
and blessing and unity, the revival wilI 
never end. You and I may differ a'little, 
perhaps, witli'regard to doctrine. I have 
had the baptism of the  Holy Ghost. YOU 
mag not agree with me. But  let us agree 
on the one thing-that Christ shall be  
lifted up and exalted. The rest will fol- 
low. The Christ that  John Wesley ex- 
alted is the Christ tha t  we love; t h e  
Christ that  John  Knox loved is t h e  
Christ we have fallen in lore with. 

How long shall m-e have to wait for 
revival? How long did they wait for 
this revival? "Anil Hezekiah rejoiced, 
and al l  the people . . . for the thing was  
done suddenly." Do not be surprised 
if, one of these nights, perhaps, you 
should .feel an unusual atmosphere .in a 
prayer-meeting. God will be beginning 
the work, sins will be confessed. And 
do not be surprised if your body should 
begi~i  13 shake. In every revival there 
has bre!i shaking of the body, a s  well a s  
cleansing of  the soul, a s  far a s  I know. - 
"The thing was done suddenly." W e  
need not wait very long for a revival. 
because God has promised to d o  jt sud- 
denly. 

There is sonletliing else abouL this re- 
r i v d  that  I want  to draw your at tention 
to. 

I t  Had tho Mib'+ion;~ry Sltirit inc It. 
"Hezekial~ sent  to all Israel and Ju- 

dah, and  wrote letters also to Ephrainl  
ant1 Alauasseh, that  they should come 
to the  liouse of the Lord a t  Jerusalem, 
to keep the Passover uuto the Lord God 
of Israel." I believe a revival born 
from above will have the misslonary 
epirit in i t ;  men a n d  women will feel 
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constrained to tell others about-Christ. 
I t  won't be left to the poor man in the 
pulpit only; every one will become a 
m~ssionary.  God has written Letters- 
here they are  in my hand-Letters that 
we should carry to the men and women 
around us. We are to tell people around 
us to turn  once again to the God of Is- 
rael. You may say, "I'm not willing to 
suffer much for the Lord." Well, those 
missioiiaries were to suffer. What do 
we read? "So the posts passed from 
city to city through the country of Eph- 
raim an8 Manasseh, even unto Zebulun: 
but they laughed them to scorn and 
mocked them." Do not be surprised if 
the mighty power of the Lard lay hold 
on you and make you a preacher of 
righteousness, to find the world laugh- 
ing and scoffing. That is the treatment 
my Master received. But I a m  prepared 
-and I believe there are a number pre- 
pared-to follow in the foosteps of the 
Lord. As we glance along the narrow 
pathway of the despised Nazarene, some- 
times, we see the ground strewn with 
thorns, and we hesitate and wonder if 
we should walk in it. Then God gives 
us  a vision of the Christ that  has gone 
before us, and the Man of Calvary comes 
upon the scene. and He goes before you, 
and with His own feet He treads down 
the thorns. Let them laugh, let them 
scoff, The God that  we serve is still 
alive, and will stand by u s  for ever. 

"They laughed them to scorn, and 
mocked them." They d i d n o t  all do it. 
Some believed. Let u s  see who believed. 
"Nevertheless, h e r s  of Asher and Ma- 
ngsseh and of Zehulun humbled them- 
selves, and came to Jerusalkm. Also in 
Judah the hand of God was to give them 
one heart  to do the commandments of 
the king and of the  princes, by the word 
of the Lord. And there assembled a t  
Jerusalem much people to keep the feast 
ef unleavened hreaa in the second 
month, a very great wngregation." The 
day is coming when 

We Shall See Tha t  Vast Multitude 
tha t  John saw when a n  exile in Patmoa 
-multitudes that no man can number, 
from all  kindreds and peoples, and 
tongues and na t~ons ,  gathered together 
arouud the throne, worshipping the 
Lantb for sinners slain. You may think ' 
that  there are few. But the day is com- 
ing when there will be a large number. 
From the north, from the south, from 
the east, and from the  west God shall 
gather His own, and that day there will 
be multitudes that  no man can num- 
ber. When I have gone to conventions 
in different parts of the country, people 
have said to me: "Mr. Jeffreys, we are 
only a few, and we feel it so hard to go 
back from this convention!" I have 
said: "Take courage; the day is coming 
when you will be a large number, when 
you will join a convention that will 
never end." There wiIl he a great mul- 
titude on that day. 

Now for the result of a true revival. 
"And they arose and took away the al- 
tars tha t  were in Jerusalem." Notice 
bhat as  soon as  the house of the Lord 
was cleansed, the city began to be 
oleansed. God starts  in the church, and 

. then others outside recelve blessing, too. 
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"They arose and took away the altars." 
And, praise God, "they cast them into 
the brook Kidron." I see Lhem coining, 
one after another, with their idols upon 
their shoulders, and they come near the 
brook Kidron 'and just drop them in, 
and away the idols a r e  carried, never 
to be seen any more. This brook Kid- 
roll reminds me of auot l~er  strea-m. If  
you go hack with me almost two thous- 
and years ago, we see One dying In 
shame an& agony upon the Cross. I t  
is Jesus the Nazarene, Christ the Cre- 
ator, having robed Himself in human 
n'ature, now dying upon the Cross, upon 
the hill1 of Calvary. As we stand to- 
gether around that Cross, we find a 
man coming forward with a spear which 
he  plunged into the naked side of the 
Nazarene, and, the Word of God says, 
ou t  flowed water and blood. What do 
1 see starting? I see starting a stream 
that  has been running ever since. I t  
hegan to flow from the side of the Man 
on Calvary, and it is running tonight; 
and if you have any idols tonight, put 
them into the "brook ~ i d r z n ! "  

That Brook Will Carry Them Away. 
To where? I t  will carry them away in'to 
eternity, never to he met again. There 
are  sins tonight, perhaps, looming high 
in front of some of you who a re  in this 
service. I see the Blood that  can cleanse 
until every stain is taken away. 

If you want a revival, ask  God to give 
you a vision of this old world, with its 
sin like a troubled sea; broken-hearted 
fathers and mothers on every hand, 
broken family-cirolea, the very power 
of hell a t  work! 0 God, give us a vis- 
ion! That should be the  prayer of 
every one. And after the vision, let 
there be a bending of the  knee, and the  
confession, "0 God, we have failed in 
the past;" and after the confession rise 
from your knees and act on the con- 
fession. After acting on the confession 
expect the power to fall. Not merely in 
theory do we need to understand the 
Dower. but also in ex~erience.  Oh, that 
it might come, so that the world again 
shall be deluged with the latter rain of 
the outpouring of the Holy Gbpst, and 
men be led to  Christ, and to exalt Christ, 
who is  the Antitype of the burnt-offer- 
ing. Amen. 

BOOKS THAT BUILD. 
Winter will soon be upon us and as we 

draw up to the stove on nights when 
there is no meeting, howexcellent is the 
company of a good book. To our hearth- 
side we can gather a company of good 
friends tha t  we have never met in llfe, 
hut whom we expect to meet in glory. 
and we can have fellowship with them 
and the  Lord whom they loved and 
w'rcrte of. A small library of good books 
by men who are  intimate with the Lord 
is  a great asset. 

We are  quite aware that  in the'se 
days of apostasy there are  many bad 
hooks around, hut a t  the Gospel Pub- 
lishing House we are doing all we can 
to  safeguard our Pentecostal friends 
from these. More thaii half the books 
that  publishers send us for review are  
rejected as  unsound. But when Bro. 
Boddy, who is the one who reads all tho 
books that are submitted to  us, finds 

a really good, helpful book, we like t o  
share the find with our Evangel friends. 

Below is a short  review of some of 
the books we can recommend for winter 
reading: 

Georgo nrullicr of Uristol, by Arthur 
T. Pierson, ia one of the most faith- 
inspiring books we know of. No ro- 
mance ever written is half a s  faxinat -  
ing as  tho story of how God saved the  
profligate young Muller and made him 
a mighty monument of grace!. The Lord 

'led him into the ministry, and then into 
providing a home for orphans who had 
lost both their fathers and mothera. 
At first he  had a comparatively small, 
rented house, but as  faith grew he 
built first one and then a second or- 
phanage and finally five spacious, sub- 
stantial stone orphanages, with accom- 
modation [or two thousand inmates. 

Geo. Muller took care of over ten 
thousand orphans in these homes. Not 
one cent of money was ever solicited 
from any source, nor did h e  ever go  
into debt, but a t  all )times the Lord 
alone was looked lo  for supplies and He 
nevor failed. As Muller himself testi- 
fied: "Not once, or five times, or five 
hundred times, but thousands of times 
in these three score years, have we  
had in hand not enough for one more 
meal, either in food or in funds; but 
not once God failed us; not once have 
we or the orphans gone hungry or 
lacked any good thing." 

I t  is said of Geo. Muller tha t  "he he- 
lieved, and because he  believed, prayed; 
and praying, expected; and expecting, 
received." W e  believe tha t  all who 
read this hook will find i t  a great  stim- 
ulant to their faith. I t  can be gotten 
from the  Gospel Publishing House for 
$1.10, postpaid. 

How God Answers Praxer, by Geo. 
Muller, is another very helpful hook. 
As we read in the  synopsis, "Simply by 
prayer and faith, without asking any 
individual, Geo. Muller was able to  
erect 6 large orphan houses, shelter 
10,000 orphans, many of whom were 
brought to a knowledge of the Lord. 
circulate 109,000,000 books and leafl,ets, 
279,000 Bibles, and 1,440.000 Testa- 
ments; and establish 117 schools in 10 
different countries, in which 122,000 
young people were educated. He tra7- 
elled 200,000 miles by sea and land, and 
preached in 42 countries in the 5 conti- 
nents. He received in all about $6,905,- 
000.00, and gave away approximately 
$407,450.00 sent in for his personal use. . 

This book tell% of the "Beginning and 
Early Days of the Orphanage Work," 
of many "Precious Answers to Prayer," 
the "Conditions of Successful Prayer," 
the "Careful and Consecutive Reading 
of the Holy Scriptures," "Proving the 
Acceptable Will of God;" "God'e Work, 
God's Time, God's Ways." These a r e  
just a few of the suggwtive chapter 
headings. 

The contents of this book are taken 
mostly iron] "The Narative of Some of 
the Lord's dealings with George Muller," 
four volun~es which are  now out of pritrt, 
and the annual reports of the work 
gotten out each year. The price is $1.10, 
postpaid. 
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Similes and Figures from Alexander 
Maclaren, compiled by Francis E. Clark. 
As the compiler says in his introduction. 
Dr. Maclaren was undoubtedly, as h e  
was often called, "the greatest preacher 
in the English-speaking world." No 
speaker or writer in all the  range of 
literature was such a master of apt  and 
telling illustrations. And all were drawn 
from the commonest affairs of daily life. 

Maclaren was not only a great preach- 
er but one of God's good men. Dr. 
Binney, another'great preacher of his 
day, said after he  heard Maclaren 
preach: "I went straight home and wept 
and humbled myself before God: for not 
only have I not reached the ideal 
Yaclaren set up, but I have scarcely 
tried to reackit."

The Life and Experience of Madame 
Guyon, by Thomas C. Upham, i s a n e  of 
the most helpful biographies written. 
Upham himself was a man of deep spirit- 
mality and so could well iaterpret t h a  
remarkable religious experiences of so 
spiritual a woman a s  Madam Guyon, 
Although Madam Guyon never openly 
separated from the Church in which 
she was born, she received life long per- 
socution from it, because her Spirit- 
fined writings were altogether contrary 
to its hoary traditions and though they 
put her in prison they could not keep 
her from her liberty in the Lord. From 
her prison cell she sang: 

A little bird I am, 
Shut from the fields of air 

AnC iu  my caae I s i t  and sink 
To Him- who placed me there. 

Well pleased a prisoner to ,be 
Because, my God. i t  pleases Thee. 

Neuzht have I else to do: 
d ging the whole day long; 

And He whom most I love to please 
Doth listen to my song; 

He caught and\bound my wandering wlng, 
But still Ke bends to hear-me slng: , 
M y  cage controls me round; 

Abroad 1 cannot fly:

"Things of NorthAeld a n d  Other 
Things tha t  should be in Every Church," 
by David Gregg, is a very excellent and - 
helpful book, though the title might not 
indicate it. 

The volume consists of five discourses 
by the author in which h e  treats h is  
subjects in a very thorough and scrlp- 
tural manner. His chapter on worldli- 
ness is worth the price of the  book. 
The author opens under this'head with 
t he  question "Am I worldly? This ques- 
tion has been pushing ltself upon me  , 
for months. I t  has been uttering itself 
over and over again. I a m  literally 
compelled to meet it. I t  has formulated 
itself and -asked itself, because in my 
late reading of the Bible my mind- has 
been arrested and overwhelmed by the  
great number of scriptures which refer 
to the relation of God's people to the 
world." And further on he says among 
other things: "Christ is  our pattern. Our 
relation to the world is His. 'As H e  is so 
are  we in this world' (1st  John 4: 17) .  
Our mission here is to repeat the life of 
Jesus Christ." "If you would overcome 
worldliness analyze narrowly the  career 
of the worldling and  make a careful 
note of his losses in life. Look aPter 
your environments and  live in spiritual 
associations."

Many a time have we picked up this 
book and gotten great good out of it. 
Madam Guyon has opened the door to 
t 8 e  hoavenly places to many a soul tha t  
ki been groping for light. This book 
has 500 pages, and although i t  costs 
q2.00, its value is worth many times 
bhe price.
