~ i d e r e d  i t  a s  positlve in its operation. 
Xot merely a principle which preserves 
from evil, but one which bestows posi- 
rive good,.rmd as  possessing a stronger . 
power than either men or angels can 
conceive. 

She was accustomed to say that it is 
impossible to know the  length and 
'breadth, the depth and height of Ood'a 
understanding. And she plight have 
added the same may be said of His 
hatred, that He hatee the appropriate 
objects of His hatred with a menQ1 oe-- e 
?rgy not less intense. So that i t  is 
~mpossible there should be any harmony 

Madam Adorna's views of human na- 
ture, as  it ia when unsanctifled by the 
grace of God, correspunded with the 
representations of Scripture, viz . "as 
evil. and oniy evil cdntinually." God. 
she regarded a s  the  Infinite Love; con- 
tinually going outward from Himself. 
under t h e  unchangeable impulse of His 
own benevolent nature; and living His 
llfe, and realizing His happiness in the 
life and happiness of all that is good 
and true throughout the vast space of 
His own ceaseless operations. Man on 
the contrary. she regarded, in his un- 
sanctified &ate, a s  the opposite of love. 
and as synonymous with self; and con- 
sequently aa drawn inward, by the very 
necessities of his being, within a nar- 
row and narrower circle, till he knows no 
thought, no life, no happinem, but his 
own intereeb, and thus separates himself 
a t  the greatest possiblf! remove from 
infinite love. 

She regarded the tendency of the 
naturkl heart as deflinitely and a s  cer- 
tainly in the direction of sin, a s  ia the 
tendency of a stone when it is thrown 
into the  a h ,  to  return agaln to the earth. 
toward8 whlch it Is drawn by e law that 

is inflexible in its operation, and always 
inweaving in strength. 

Her views in relation to the nature 
and results of selfishness, are  very in- 
structive. She relates, a s  she was one 
day dwelling in thought on religious 
things, she had, by the alds of divine 
grace, a clear view of this subject.. She 
was enabled, a s  she thought. t o  perceive 
very distinctly that the spirit of self, 
such a s  we aee it in every unholy por- 
son, is the eame thing as the spirit 
of Satan. They were presented to her 
mind as entirely identical. So that if 
the h d y  person may be regarded a3 
bearing about the image of God in his 
own regenerated nature, the unholy and 
selfish petson may, with equal reason, be 
looked upon as a miniature image of the 
Prince of Darknees. 

"I  come to a conclusion." she says in 
some remarks on thls .subject. "that 
selfishness is the root of #all the evils to 
which we are exposed. either in thls 
l ife or in the future. Satan himself 
would not have fallen if he had not 
left the love of God for the  love of self. 
And still more clearly. a s  it eeemrv to me, 
am I enabl* with divine aid to  trace tbe 

between God and sln. or that they 
~iweli together without a contest. The 
:soul, therefore, that knowingly permits 
the least stain of s3n to rest upon it 
muet suffer incalculable evil. Hence 
the necessity of purity of heart. And 
hence the necessity not-only of forglve- 
ness for the past. but of holiness for the 
present. And in order to be *thus holy, 
r~nd to enter into communion and unlon 
with God, she saw very clearly that t he  
life which she must live must be a life 
r~u t ,  of herself. God had taught her 
that  in a life which has its spring 
( " 4 1 1  my springs are  in Thee!") or 
s:ource of action in anything short of His 
own free grace, there can be no good 
Ihing. So that she could not be satisfied 
without being able t o  say. "I am cruci- 
?led with Christ; nevertheless I Hve; 
yet nM I, but  Chrl~t llvcth in me." 
And in living this life she could be said 
to bear the divine image. 

It was a cherished sentiment with 
her that God loves His own work. He 
lives and rejoices in that which is from 
Himself, and in man not less than any- 
thing else; a t  least so long aa man re- 
mains in his true position of entire de- 
pendence. In accordance with the ex- 
pressions in the Book of Proverbs, it can 
be said of Cod, with a truth which His 
own heart of love alone can know, that 
"Hls dellfit is w4U1 tho sone of mon."

If 
you are  not bold. examine your right- 
eousness. Christ, the righteous One. 
was ever bold. "Go tell that  fox." 
Herod, the king, called a fox, the es- 
sence of cunning! If Christ is your 
rlghteousness, yon &ould have the bold- 
ness of Christ, t h s  boldness of the 
righteous. 

Felix d l s m i s s e d ~ i a u l ,  .but he never 
dlsmlssed hi? serqon.  I t  Is recorded 
in his mind. It Is-rded in the Word 
of God, and the  mcord wlll be read In 
his presence. ~ a 3 . k  aklrt was free from 
the blood of that)-man. Many mep's 
sklFts are  not tfee: The gklrts of many 
preachers are  s o d e a e d  wlth t he  blood 
of those they should have warned. I t  
wlll drag them down. "Their blood 
wlll I require a t  thy hand." Woe to the 
shepherds that do  not warn the flock. 
W o e ,  to the prophets that  prophesy 
smooth thlngs. 

Paul set forth the. whole gospel- 
rlghteousness, temperance and judg- 
ment to come. Some set  forth morallty 
and act as If there waa no judgment by 
their allqnce. Every mlnlster Is re- 
sponsible to Qod Brst, and wlll have to 
glve account of hla stewardship.

he said to them. "Repent." Paul 
preached that  God had commanded men 
everywhere to repent. Four  great 
preachers, and the  burden of their mes- 
sage was repentance. 

Preachers have a model. They do well 
to follow the model. Never man spake 
hke Hlm who warned, "Except ye re- 
pent. ye shall all likewise perish." Re- 
pentance is out of the vocabulary of 
many preachers of today, and they 
tl~emselves will want to rkpent when 
repentance wlll be useless. Shun ndt to 
declared the whole counsel of God. 

Paul could have wmpromlsed and 
gotten free-free from the Roman 
power, but not free from God. Hls 
condemnatlon would have been from

God, though he escaped the Roman 
power.

In  the  dally press the wrlter of.  the 
above s a w  accounts of the  lame belnq 
given power to walk. the deaf belng gdven 
thelr hearlng, the bllnd belng restored to 
mlght, and m o r p h h e  vlctlms belng released 
from the shackles of the d rug  hablt. He 
dld not queetlon the  statements. for the  
names and addresses of the for tunate  peo- 
ple were glven and Included some of the 
leading oltlzens of Denver and aurmundlng 
communltles. He. however, f e l t  t ha t  the 
evldence would be more convlnclng If ,he 
Could see wlth h l s  own eyes such cures  as 
were belng heralded ' In  the  d d l y  press. 
Therefore, he tuned up hls auto. lnvlted 
h l s  wlfe and  hls church treasurer. Mr. 
V. B. Campbell, and  his wdfe. t o  accom- 
pany hlm to Denver, a drlve of I46 mlles. 
We had a dellghtful drlve. and arrlved In 
t h e  to  be a t  the door of the Auddtorlun. 
a t  6:SO p. m.. thlnklng tha t  amply early 
to a t tend the  evenlng service scheduled 
for  7:10 p. m. B u t  alas. thohrranda--of 
people were etandlng ouhlde. and a f t e r  
we stood there over one hour we found 

-Ga t  the  doors  had been opened a t  6:00 
@. m. and  In ten mlnutes the  vast  bulldlny 
tha t  seats  12.000 people was fllled. 

The next mornlng a t  8 o'clock we were 
eaaln  a t  the  door of the Audltorlum for  
*he aervlca t h a t  was to b e a n  a t  10 o'clock. 

With patlence and  expectation we walt- 
ed the  hour of nlne when the doors were 
thmwn open. All about  us  were anxlous 
people of a l l  ages  and  condltlons of Ilfe. 
men, women and chlldren: residents of 
Denver and people of other s ta tes ,  who 
had come hundreds of mlles t o  a t tend the 
servlces. 6ome may have been skeptlcal. 
but  few expreesed euch eusplaons. few 
emong those who had left home and busl- 
ness dutles t o  attend the  servlce. At 1 
a. m. the  doors  were flung open nnd In 
rushed t h e  eager people. In  flfteen mln- 
Utes every sea t  of the 12.000 was takeu 
and agaln dlsappolnted thousands stood 
outslde and walted tlll nfternoon. t o  enter 
the  servlce to  be held a t  2 3 0  p. m. 

I t  was a chlldren's servlce. l h o u s a n d s  
of klddles were gathered In the sea t s  re- 
served In the  center lor  them, a n d  hun- 
dreds of bouquets and toys and pounds of 
candy were brought a t  the request of thone 
In charge of the  servlce for the  chlldren 
who had bean brought there by heavy- 
hearted but  hopeful and lovlng parents for  
rellef frofn t h e  bondage of sickness and 
sufKerlng. 

Finally o u r  attentlon w a s  a t t racted by 
I h e  ckpplng of hands. m d  the shouts  Of 
welcome A women had come upon the 
platform, d r s e . 4  In whlte and  bearing 
upon he r  madonne face the  mark of a clone 
walk wlth he r  C h d s t  and lntlmate r s s ~ c l a -  
don  wlth Hlm who went about dolng good. 
8 h e  woe b ~ ~ u t f f u l  In person. wlth t h a t  - that O O ~ U  Tmn.noblllty of c h m c -

Thls  woman of power and magnetlc bear- 
Ing w a s  Mrs. Almee Semple McPherson. 
evangelist and instrument In God'e hands 
t o  call men to repentance and heal thelr 
dlseaaed bodles. There was nu evldence 
of braggadocio, no egotlsm. no  boastln:: 
of her power, but  there was humlllty, sym- 
pathy for the  sufferlng and Intense Inter- 
e s t  In the  work t o  whlch Gad had called 
her. 

After prellmlnary details of the  eervlce. 
this woman-of-God spoke to  the chlldren. 
telllng them of Chrlst and HYs power to 
dellver them In the  Hour of temptatlon. In- 
vltlng them to take Chrlst lnto thelr young 
hearts. She asked all. wno deslsed to be 
Chdst lans  to ralse thelr hands, and up  
went hundreds of hands of boye and 8'111s. 

Then came the hour for  cslllng on Chrlst 
to heal the  slck chlldren wham thelr par- 
ents had brought. The wrlter had a seat 
on the  platform and  was wlthln flve o r  
slx feet  of Mrs. McPherson and the many 
who recelved dlvlne help. The scene can- 
not be described, and can never be for- 
gotten. The agony of soul deplcted on 
the  faces of some of t h e  mothers a s  they 
bore thelr deformed bables and older chdl- 
dren to the platform was enough to burn

Score# of other cu res  on chlldren were 
performed In my presence. and wlthln Ave 
o r  elx feet of where F stood In amazement. 

We were agaln a t  t he  door a t  6:30 p. m. 
ready for  the evenlng eervlce to be opened 
a t  7:30 p. m. A llttle a f t e r  s lx  the  doors 
were flung open and In ten or flfteen mln- 
utes the great  hall was  Alled wlth 12.000 
anxlous and t rust ful  people. For the  most  
,part the Pharlsew did not come. The9 
remalned away. In thelr homes Or Studlen, 
fo r  many of them (shame on them) wero 
preachers. But on the platform were many 
mlnlsters who had come from Kansas, 
Missouri. Colorado, Wyomlng. Callfornla 
and elsewhere, t o  see what there wsa In 
the reports golng ou t  of d l d n e  heallng 
and add thelr sympathy end prayers  to the  
good work. The scenes of that nlght are  
burned lnto my consciousness. I t  wan a 
aervlce for  adults.

"Except 
ye be converted and'become as llttle chll- 
dren ye shal l  not enter the kingdom of 
heaven." The llne ssemed endless as the 
parents came wlth thelr sufferlng and 
crippled l l t t le  ones. 

Mts. McPherson's .prayers a re  speclflc. 
There la no rambllrig and going around 
Robln Hood's bnm. When a bllnd vlctlm 
came she sald. "Oh bleeeed Jesus. open 
these bllnd eyes." When deaf earn were 
before her she asked Chrlst to unstop 
them. When paralyzed legs were danu- 
llng from the weak body of some poor 
lit t le boy o r  girl  she  tenderly asked Chrlst 
t o  glve power to those helplesa legs. When 
one wrlthlng wlth St. Vltus dance and 
epllepsy was  borne to  the platform by 
lovlng parents she  threw all the  force of 
her llfe lnto her  prayer a s  she  a i d .  "Thou 
evll splrlt, I command thee to  come out  
of th ls  glrl  In the  name of Chrlst." 

I saw a boy glven s lght  Instantly so he 
could name obJects held before nlm. who 
had not seen dlstlnctly before. 

I saw a ' d e a l  and dumb glrl. who had 
been In tha t  condltlon from blrth. for flf- 
teen years, glven power to hear and speak.

A poor llttle lad about seven years old. 
who had worn a brace on hls leg for flve 
years and had not walked rnlthout It. was 
prayed fo r  and he removed the brace 
and walked from the platform unalded.

She makes no clalm of 
power to heal. She glves Chrlst all the 
credlt. 

B U ~  she does require certain condltlone 
on the part of those Bho come to be heal- 
ed or of those who brlng thelr loved ones. 
They must have faith In Jesus Chrlat a s  
the atonement for the s h e  of the world. 
They must accept Chrlst a s  He Is revealed 
to  us In ^the Holy Book. She wlll not ac- 
cept the Chrlatlan Sclence bellef, but tells 
people the difference between Eddylsm and 
Chrlstlanlty.

I t  requlred the strength 
of bdh ~ m n t n  to  hold the ahlcted chll3 
from falllng. Mrs. McPheraon h e w  she 
had a hard case to combat Instead of 
bbseechlng Jesus In tender tones to heal 
t h e  allllcted glrl, she o h r e d  thls prayer 
as bdr eyes fiashed with passion: "Come 
thou, evll splrlt, out of thls glrl. I com- 
mand thee. In the name of Jesus Chrlst." 
In an Instant the wlld, rolllng eyes of 
the girl became Bane and normal. her 
hands dropped quletly to  her dde. her 
legs became strong. and wlthout help from 
man she walked off the plauorm, cured by 
the power of Chrlst. iUre. McPherson 
turned to the -tors and laymen wh:, 
stood near me and sald.

offerings made for famine relief, bu t  
t h e  past  year probably yielded larger  
offerlnge for t h e  famine In Chlna than  
any  prevlous year. T h e  total  offerings 
recelved a n d  dlsbureed for famine re- 
lief dur lng  1921 amounted to  $10.- 
383.12. These offerlngs were spread 
over a perlod of nlne months, and  were 
much bleeeed of God In enabling t h e  
mIesIonarlea In North China to  bring 
t h e  Qoapel to Chiaa'e famlne-stricken 
people. 

Conrldering t h e  flnanclal condition of 
the world. t h e  large number of men 
without employment and  t h e  tightnees of

h v ~  ah& r w n  f o r  praieing the Lord 
for Bb E . I t h h l n ~ .  & far we have 
not ka eompellad to wlthdrnw o n e  

misslonary from t h e  field on account 
of shl,:tage of funds. I t  is t r u e  the  0:- 
ferlngs have dropped so low t h a t  none 
of t h c  mlsslonarles have been properly 
supported during t h e  past sprlng and  
summer,  bu t  we know of no t  one  case 
of severe suffering, t h e  Lord having 
supplled the .need  from other sources 
when funds In t h e  hands of the  Mis- 
s ionary Treasurer  were Inadequate to 
meet  t h e  needs. 

W e  can only press on  in t h e  fu ture  
hoping and t rus t ing  for  greater  thlngs. 
There  should be  a deeper spir i t  of sac- 
rlfice, a greater  consecration a n d  a 
steadier faith. W e  need to belleve God 
to d o  greater  works t h a n  in t h e  past, 
and  to provide funds  for  t h e  greatest  
advancement along mlsslonary lines we  
have ever known in t h e  hlstory of t h e  
Pentecostal Movement.
