But grace is restraining-for the long-suffering of our  God is sal- 
ration. The a h i v i t y  of hell \\fould seem t o  eclipse the grace of heaven. The  mystery 
of  iniquity doth already work :  only H e  \vho no\\- Icttetll. o r  restrainetll, will restrain 
until restraint is im1)ossible. "Prol)hesy unto us smooth things!" This is t h e  c ry  of 
many. And there a re  lots of smooth prophets. And they a re  helping t o  f i l l  up the  

cup of iniquity. I t  is the greatness  of our God, the greatness of His mercy, the  greatness  of 
His  grace, that  is tolerating the greatness of iniquity. Those who should be seers and proph- 
ets  have bat's eyes. The  Lord calls them, "Blind leaders of the blind." And they, with all those

"So, I d o  not  want  it. I want  n'othing but what I 
get." Then within a gentle Voice whispered, "But if 
the  Lord gave it, you would like it ,  wouldn't you?" 
l ic turning home, I found a I~ouncing shad in the kit- 

chen, marked, "For the Missionary," and the  family 
dined royally that  day. A sweet suggestion tha t  God 
in blessing us lets the overflow into hearts  around 
us. Another motive for  hearing Him say  all the  time, 
"1 love you." After dinner came the  Voice, "I made . 
you t o  long for the  fish, then touched the brotherls 
heart t o  send it, tha t  you might hear M y  whisper, I 
love you.' " 

I had a girl friend in India, between whom and  a 
young man had sprung up an ardent  affection, a t  least 
it was ardent on her  side. But  he went  t o  England 
and left her letter-less, and  otherwise broke her heart.  
S o w  he writes he is returning and appoints a date  
t o  meet her. H e r  whole being is on the  strain tha t  
the  interview may be a success and old love may 
return. Knowing him t o  be a n  ar t is t ,  she denied her- 
self everything. t o  gather  together  her  little monies 
t o  get  him a gift. W i t h  delight she showed i t  t o  me, 
"I a m  sure he will like this, he is so artistic." I 
thought grimly, "I'd let him g o  t o  Guinea, before I 
would do that  !" But then my heart  was not involved! 
Oh, is there any other  reason t o  account fo r  Jesus 
overlooking our many, many slights of Him, and still 
pressing on with His lore, but tha t  His heart is so 
involved! Oh, that  "I love you," of His  is a voice out  
of His poverty- 

"In a world His hands had made, 
Not a place to lay His head !" 

out of His persecutions; a voice from the blood-sweat 
of Gethsemane, a voice from t h e  writhings of Cal- 
vary, ever saying in A L L  things, "I love you." 

T o  return t o  the maiden and her  gift. When the  
interview with her lover was over  she came back t o  
my room, her pret ty  gift in her  hand. W i t h  a half 
sob she said, "He took it, called it 'pretty,' laid i t  
down, but forgot t o  carry it away  when he went!"

"I have loved 'you with a n  everlasting love, there- 
fore (no other  reason for it whatever)  with loving- 
kindness have I drawn you.'' N o  other  reason in 
each "draw" but infinite, eternal love! H o w  did H e  
draiv you?  H e  began with me by let t ing every earth- 
I\; prospect fail me. M y  young life plans were crush- 
eh. Then H e  set my secret sins in the  light of His  
countenance, and I was guilty and miserable. Love, 
unutterable Love, shattered life for me tha t  I might 
take nothing less than Love supernal as  my portion! 
The  blessed "draw !" 

T w o  young Scotch Christian girls had been meet- 
ing with reverses They had sepn their father die. 
His death plunged them from easy living into rigid 
economy. Later  the only brother  sickencd and died. 
This brought them still lower in finances and they had 
to take to  needlework for support. Their  last re- 
n~a in ing  joy, the precious, frail mother, was taken. 
As they hore the coffin from the  house, the one sister 
screamed, "Now I know God hates me." There was 
a sympathetic sob ran through t h e  room from friends 
and neighl~ors  attending the  funeral ;  lmt the other  
sistcr said, "Now I know tha t  God loves me, f o r  
"\\.horn the Lord loveth, H e  chasteneth." 

Oh, that  sweet "I love you;" i t  runs through all our 
life. I t  speaks out  through every great  and srnall 
affair. "I have loved you, T H E R E F O R E  have I done 
t h i ~  and that and everything. I love you, I love you. 

Do you want the Evangel to continue to visit you every week? 
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T o  you I a m  always whispering this, and if you will 
let Me, I will so give you Jesus t o  be all your life, with 
His  ears (inside of yours) you shall hear Me ever 
saying I love you." "The Lord direct your hearts 
k t o  the  love of God." 

If you will but abide under His  sweet,  glad, holy 
Word,  you will hear Him say, "As the  Father  hath 
loved Me, SO have I loved you: continue ye in M y  
love." If you will but keep under this gladsome word, 
"I love you," there RECEIVING love, you will float 
out on God's love a s  a mote floats out on a sunbeam, 
and the  eternal  progression of God's love will take 
possession of you;  and you, for whom H e  laid down 
His life, will find yourself day by day and hour by 
hour laying down your life "for the .  brethren." I n  
your praying for them, laying down your life for  the  
brethren. In denying self t o  give unto them, laying 
down your life for the  brethren. Not  even in your 
thoughts  (much less your  speech ! ! !) dwelling on their 
sins, their faults, their frailties. But  because H e  laid 
down His  life for us, we  also, hourly and momentarily 
directed in the  sweet  current of God's love, lay down 
our lives f o r  the brethren. Yes, even though the  more 
abundantly we  love them the less we a r e  loved. S o

Let  it  come;  it is whispering now, "I 
love you." Hear  it ,  which is appropriating it, and 
it  will cause you t o  see a love-atmosphere touching 
every one you meet. "He that dwelleth in love, dwell- 
e th  in  God." I t  is "the ointment of the right hand 
which bew~rayeth itself." God sees you in Chris t ;  
not in sin, not in nature, not in your half-finished con- 
dition a s  a Christian. "Accepted in the Beloved." 

I n  the old days of kings and queens and thrones 
and ear thly grandeur, there was a bishop of the Eng- 
lish church. Like all bishops of that  time he was con- 
sidered a mighty man, sitting a t  the  royal feasts next 
t o  the  royal family. Among many other favors, all 
bishops had the franking privilege.

There was an awkward silence, for my lady never 
disturbed the bishop's nap. Just  then in danced the 
joy of the household, the only little granddaughter,  
her golden curls floating in the breeze, her heavenly 
blue eyes sl~arkling. "Lottie, will you take this let- 
t e r  to  Grandpa for this poor woman and ask him t o  
frank i t ?"  "Yep," she lisped, and away she ran, curls 
s t reaming in the air. She knocked, but 110 answer. 
"Dra lq~a!  Drappa! let me in." No answer. A pro- 
longed snore. On tiptoe she rose, got  the door open, 
rushed in, shook her snoring grandfather awake. H e  
opened his eyes with hot indignation wl~ich was 
changed t o  intense delight as  he saw the  idol of his 
heart.  I x t t e r  in hand. she cried, "llrappa ! hurry twick I 

frank i t !  t h e  poor woman wants  t o  g o  t o  the  office 
r ight  now." Like wax  in her hand the  grea t  man rose 
and put  t h e  desired signature on the letter.  Wi th  the 
carrying power of his name upon it (Whatsoever ye 
shall ask in k l y  name), away ran the  idolized grand- 
child t o  the  woman. T h e  child had won out.  The  
obscure peasant woman who had never seen the  face 
of the bishop was accepted in t h e  beloved. 

W e ,  too, a r e  "accepted in the Beloved." The  wom- 
a n  clutched t h e  le t ter  and sped on her way. Precious 
one (SO precious t o  the  heart of God!) clutch thou . 
the  sweet  assurance, "I love you," and like mighty 
breezes it will daily, hourly, momentarily waf t  you t o  ' 

Al- 
ways in Jesus since you came under the Blood! And 
God works  steadily forward toward the Christian you 
a r e  t o  be.

A real fight with a real enemy with real weapons- 
unreal, unkno\vn, not understood by  tlle rank and file 
of Christians. But  we  have a real fight, a real enemy, 
\\ 110 sets  ou t  with a real purpose-to overthrow, t o  
t,ndo. the follo\vers of Him whom he failed t o  e \ e r -  
:I~:o\v and undo when H e  was  upon the earth. The  
fight is relegated f rom the  Saviour t o  the  saint. 
c.l~rist had t o  have the a~ iu in t ing  of th: Spirit before 
Tic met the enemy in the wilderness, and so  today in 
tk,ese last days \ve need !ile anointing o i  the  Spirit in 
order  t o  meet the enelray and effectually handle the 
Word  of God that  overcomes t h e  enemy. I t  is not a 
carnal warfare, i t  is not a ~)hysical  warfare, therefore 
you cannot have carnal nor physical weapons. 

"For the \veapons of our  warfare  a r e  not carnal, 
but mighty through God t o  t h e  pulling down of 
strongliolds." The  weapons a r e  supplied by God for 
the purpose of pulling down strongl~olds. The  holds 
a r e  in heavenly places, they a r e  entrenched, and only 
heavenly instruments  can dislodge them. 

"Casting d o u n  imaginations, and every high thing 
tha t  exal teth itself against t h e  knowledge of God." 
Imaginations! Vain imaginations by  which the evil 
one t l ~ o u g h t  t n  be equal in His  throne and even a l~ove  
God! His  imagination is going t o  be fulfilled, but not 
in the  realm where he intended it t o  be fulfilled. Sa- 
t an  is t o  be pulled down and driven out  of Ileavenly 
regions, and so  his imaginations can only find ful- 
filment upon the  earth. H e  will be incarnate in the 
sod of perdition who opposeth and exalteth himself 
above all t h a t  is called God or  t h a t  is worshiped; so 
that  he a s  God s i t t e t l ~  in the temple of God, shoxving 
himself tha t  he is God." Spiritual weapons in the 
hands of spiritual children of God have pulled down 
imaginations and high things from high places, high 
things tha t  have exalted themselves against God.

W h e n  H e  says, "Get thee 
hence," hence they will go. You cannot drive them 
hence. H e  can. 

"Put  on the  n ~ l ~ o l e  armor of God, tha t  ye  may be 
able t o  s tand against the  wiles of the  devil." .4 di- 
t ine  armor f o r  a divine fight against an enemy ~ v h o  
i, against God and God's people! Take  unto you the 
\vhole a rmor  of God. You will need it all. A full 
equipnlent and supply is free and g ~ a t i s  t o  e \ e r y  
soldier of t h e  King  of kings. God's armor and the 
\\hole of it for the \vl~ole 01 e \  e r y  I~lood-bought child 
of God! 

"For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but 
against principalities, against powers, against rulers 
of the darkness of this world, against spiritual wick- 
edness in high places." I t  is a wrestling, a conten-. 
tion, but not a human \\.restling, not a human contend- 
ing, not against a human foe-against principalities. 

The Holy Ghost's description of a n  unseen foe is 
little understood, is little spoken about, seldom 
lmaclled on, is ignored by a ' l a r g e  majority of pro- 
fessing Christians, but they a r e  real principalities. 
These powers have a polver from the  prince of the  
po\rer of the  air. Christ said, "This is your hour and 
the (hour of the)  power of.darkness" (Luke  22:53). 
They have a scope, they have a realm, but  God wants  
that realm t o  be invaded by His  spiritual children. 

"Against principalities, against powers, against the 
rulers of the darkness of  this \vorld against spiritual 
\vickedness in high places." Against the  powers tha t  
have been in authority, against the  rulers of darkness 
who will not t ake  a defeat and will not relinquish their 
power without a struggle. There  a r e  spiritual wick- 
ednesses in high places, a headquarters staff, direct- 
ing, controlling, energizing the  subordinate powers. 

"Wherefore take unto you the  \\-hole a rmor  of God, 
that  ye may be able t o  withstand in the  evil day,  and 
having done all t o  stand." The  a rmor  of God provides 
a protection \vllicl~ enables you t o  stan.! aquinst these 
unseen but nevertheless powerful, potcnt forces of 
the  enemy. Note the  equipment. Every item is 
tested. The  Old Testament  saints, of whom we h a r e  
record in H e b r e ~ v s  11, tried some of these instruments  
and not one failed. 

"Stand therefore, having your loins g i r t  about  with 
truth."

H e  
was overshado\ved by the Holy One and H e  wants  
you to have His  own righteousness. A righteous 
heart-the vital par ts  covered-covered \vith right- 
eousness. 

"And your feet $hod with the  preparation of the 
gospel of peace." An activity t o  ruu t o  meet the  
foe as  David did, and a t  the same t ime proclaim peace 
t o  the Israel of God. The death of the giant meant 
victory t o  frightened Israel. 

"Almre all. taking the shield of faith, \vllere\vith ye 
shall he able to  quench all the  fiery dar t s  of the  
\ricked." Do not think that  you lvill be unassaulted. 
The Master was rained upon by the  enemy and the  
c-hildren will not get  any bet ter  t reatment .  T h e  shield 
of faith has no l o o ~ ~ l ~ o l e s .  I t  is adamant .  The  shield 
has qualities that  will quench the fiery dar t s  and a t  
the same time \\.ill protect the one behind it. 

"And take the helmet of salvation." T h e  mind pro- 
tected with God's crowning work, Salvation. 

"And t h e  sword of the Spirit, tvhich is the  W o r d  
of God." Christ Himself taught  you 11ow t o  wield it .  
Take nothing from and add nothing t o  the  bare Word  
of God. There is no sheath on this sword. I t  is ever- 
s l ~ a r p  of itself. Don't you t r y  t o  sharpen 'it. I t  is 
a two-edged sword and cuts 11ackn.ards and forwards 
-the promises of tlle past and the  promises of the

The  ornamented sword is all right for a n  ornamented 
fireplace, but not t o  fight the spiritual wickednesses in 
heavenly places. 

"Praying always with all prayer and supplication 
in the Spirit. and I\-atching thereunto with all per- 
sex-erance and supplication for all saints." Spiritual 
prayer, inspired by the Spirit, comprehensive in its 
scope, and comprehensive in its results. "With all 
prayer" is the complement of the  armor. I t  will 
strengthen the  a r m  t o  \yield the  sword of the Spirit. 

God wants this class of warriors today and is giving 
His Spirit for that  purpose. Many who think they 
a re  warriors have not the spiritual equipment t o  fight 
these principalities, these unseen powers, but God is 
raising up another class \rho \\-ill carry out  His  pur- 
poses. 

Do w e  think that  God is pleased with shallow con- 
fessions of deep s ins? Compare Job 40 :4 with 42 :2-6.

I t  not infrequently happens, when we a re  pressing 
the claim of Jesus Christ, the  Great Physician, a s  the  
Healer of His people, that  we a re  met with the  re- 
mark : 

"Oh, you a re  a Christian Scientist, a re  you no t?"

l o  which query the proper reply is: 
"No; 1 a m  not a Christian Scientist, because 1 can- 

not accept both the teachings of the  Bible, and those 
contained in 'Science and Heal th with a Key  t o  the  
Scriptures,' the  official text-book of that  cult, a s  they 
a re  nlutually contradictory, and of the t w o  I choose 
the Word of God, so, while 1 believe that  Jesus Christ 
is, as  H e  has always been, the  Healer of all who come 
t o  Hinl in simple faith, I am unalterably opposed t o  
Christian Science because it is opposed t o  the  plain 
tezching of the Bible." 

T o  make the t ru th  of the s tatement  that  the  ~ i b l e  
and  "Science and Health" a r e  mutuallj- contradictory 
qui te  plain, let us compare their teachings on  seven 
fundamental doctrines, viz: (1) Creation, (2) T h e  In- 
carnation, (3) Sin, (4) The  Atonement, (5) Prayer ,  
( 6 )  T h e  Baptism of the Holy Ghost, and (7) The  
Second Corning of Our Lord and Saviour, Jesus Christ. 

Which are we to I,elieve, God's Word,  or the statements 
of Mrs. Mary Baker Glover Eddy, founder of Christian Sci- 
ence, in the official text book of that cult, "Science and Health 
wit11 a Kcy to the Scriptures"?

"Being confident of this very thing, t h a t  he w h o  
began a good work in you will perfect i t  until t h e  
day  of Jesus Christ" (Phil. 1 :16). 

Confidence is a great .asset  in any  enterprise. Arld 
the bet ter  the ground for the confidence, the  greater  
asset i t  is. The  more important a n  enterprise is, the  
more necessary it is t o  have firm ground for  con- 
fidence. No one is embarked upon so  grea t  a n  en- 
terprise as  the  Christian. S o  no one is in so  grea t  
need of confidence. And no one has so  good ground 
f o r  confidence. It is as  firm as  the  character of G o d ;  
for it was God who began the  good work in u s ;  and 
likewise its perfecting dependi upon God. S o  if w e  
have any heart  for  God and His  kingdom, and have 
within us any  evidence that  H e  has begun a good 
work in IIS, we can 1iave.confidence t h a t  H e  will per- 
fect it until the  day of Jesus Christ, s o  long a s  w e  
"hold fast the confidence and the  tejoicing of t h e  
hope firm unto the  end" (Heb. 3:6). "For we  a r e  
made partakers  of Christ, if we  hold t h e  beginning 
of our confidence stedfast unto the  e n d ;  while it  is 
said, Today if ye will hear his voice, harden not  your  
heart,  as  in the provocation" (Heb. 3:14,15). 

S o  w e  see how important a thing confidence is in  
the life of a Christian. And just a s  certain a s  there 
is a devil to  oppose the  work of God and t o  deceive 
Ch~is t i ans ,  he will d o  his utmost t o  destroy confidence 
or  t o  deceive the  soul into building their confidence 
upon a n  insecure foundation. W e  should expect th i s  
f rom our  wily foe, and should be on  t h e  watch for  
his working a t  the t w o  extremes of this  question- 
either t o  destroy confidence or  t o  give a n  unwar- 
ranted, a counterfeit confidence. At  t h e  one extreme 
he has made multitudes of souls believe t h a t  there  is 
no such a thing as  having any confidence about  things 
eternal, and that  they cannot know whether  they 
stand any chance of being saved or not uqtil the  end 
comes. Then a t  the  other  extreme he  makes some 
people believe that  if they accept certain historic facts  
about Christ, they a r e  eternally sure  of salvation, 
regardless of anything they may do. . 

This  verse tells us that  there is not only a begin- 
ning t o  the work of God in a human life, but  that  
there is a carrying on of t h a t  work t o  perfection. 
Both a r e  the  work of God. Therein lies the  ground 
of our  confidence. If the good work has been begun 
in us, it was God who began it, and not  w e  ourselves. 
Jesus once said. "No man can come un to  me, except 
the  Father  which bath sent me draw h im:  and I will 
raise him up  a t  the  last day" (John 644) .  S o  if we 
have had a n y  drawing t o  Him, me can know by  this 
that  it was the  Fa ther  which drew us. This  is s t rong  
encouragement t o  begin with. The  very conviction 
of sin, which makes us know our need of a Saviour, is 
the  work of the Spirit of God-the F a t h e r  by His  
Spirit beginning the  good work in us. And a s  H e  
began, so  it is fo r  Him to carry on the  w o r k ;  and the  
verse assures us that  H e  lvill d o  it. As God is un- 
changeable, we could not expect t h a t  H e  would 
change His  mind about saving a soul a f te r  H e  had 
I~egun  the  work. 

But  right here is where the enemy would force the  
soul into the unwarranted extreme, mentioned above, 
of belie\ing tha t  they a re  eternally secure, regard- 
less of anything they may do or may not do. 

W e  can be kept f r o m  this subtle snare of the  enemy 
if we  consider and remember that  there a r e  conditions 
t o  salvation-that when God begins the good work  i n  
a person, that  person must respond t o  God's working. 
When the  Iloly Spirit convicts of sin, the person mus t  
repent of sin before God will g o  any  far ther  with t h a t  
soul. When that  is done, God will reveal Jesus t o  
the  heart as Lord and Saviour. And when w e  "be- 
lieve on  the Lord Jesus" we may receive "the g i f t  of  
the Holy Ghost" if we  "ask" for Him. Then  it  is 
our  part  t o  "walk by the  Spirit, and w e  shall not ful- 
fil the lusts of the flesh." Provision is made "that ye  
sin n o t ;  and if any man sin, we have a n  Advocate wi th  
the  Father, Jesus Christ the righteous; and he is t h e  
propitiation for our sins" (1 John 2 :1,2). "If we  con- 
fess our sins, he is faithful and just t o  forgive us  our  
sins, and t o  cleanse us from all unrighteousnessH (1 
John 1 :9). 

Thus there is everything t o  encourage a n  honest 
soul, and nothing whatever t o  discourage. God is t h e  
one who is t o  do the  work from s ta r t  t o  finish. W e  
surely can have no difficulty in believing that  H e  is 
equal t o  it. All we have t o  d o  is t o  let Him have His  
way  with us -"Let go and let God." 

I t  takes time. God k n o ~ v s  tha t  the  whole thing is 
not done in a second, o r  there would be  nothing for 
Him t o  "perfect until the  day of Jesus Christ." H e  
will work just as  rapidly a s  you will let Him, and d o  
just a s  much as  you will give Him credit for. I s  it  
not fair that  H e  should have credit for what  H e  does?  
If you should take  credit t o  yourself for  what  H e  is 
doing in you, it would defeat His  very purpose for  
H i m  t o  continue t o  work along tha t  line; and so, 
sometimes, when a soul gets  lifted up with pride o r  
with self-confidence over what God is doing, instead 
of giving praise t o  God for it and having confidence i n  
H i m  alone, H e  has t o  leave such a one for a time, a s  
he lef t  Hezekiah, t o  let him find out what  a sandy 
foundation he is resting his confidence upon (See 2 
Chron. 32:31). But even when God works in t h a t  
way, H e  is doing it for  the good of His  child; and we  
ought  t o  rejoice in His faithfulness and wisdom. 

Just  one thought more t o  spur us on t o  le t  God 
work  rapidly. H e  will work this good work  "until 
the  day of Jesus Christ." Tha t  will be t h e  day for  
judging what we  are. There will be  n o  opportunity 
f o r  us t o  get ready then. W e  must B E  ready for  
that  day. And if you d o  not hinder God, H e  will see 
t h a t  you ARE ready. 

"Cast not away therefore your confidence, which 
ha th  great  recompense of reward. F o r  ye have need 
of patience (endurance, stedfastness), tha t  a f te r  y e  
have done the will of God, ye might receive the  prom- 
ise. For  yet a little while, and he that  shall come 
will come, and will not tarry" (Hebrews 10:35,36,37). 
This  entire epistle to  the Hebrews is wri t ten t o  en- 
courage confidence, and t o  illspire t h e  believer in Je- 
sus t o  hold fast. Feed on i t ;  it is for your qood.

IN A LAND OF UNREST 

Mrs. V. G .  Plymire writes f rom the 
Tibetan border, "\Yliile there  is so much 
unrest all around IIS, \vc h a w  a deep set- 
tled peace. Never was China in such a 
s ta te  a s  a t  present. Every mountain road 
and  gully i, full of robl~crs .  Natives f ea r  
to travel, because of bandits. Only the  
other  day tliey refused to escort Mr. Ply- 
mire on a thrre-days jourwy.  Tlie ban-  
dits a rc  treacllerous beyood descriytio~l.  
But a s  n-e move on with our  Great Call- 
tsin \ve liave no  fear.  

"Mr. Plymire has left 011 a long trip 
among tlie Tibetans and  again we a r e  
alone. The  \vork is moving along and 
God is in our  midst. There  a re  many signs 
of His workings. T h e  children's work is 
very encouraging-more than sixty chil- 
dren tlvice a week to  scrvice. T h e  guest- 
room is i a r  too s ~ n a l l  t o  accommodate so 
rnat~y.  They  are learning the \Vord and  
how to  sing. Some truths have gripped 
their hearts and a s  they grasp the  Scrip- 
ture meanings their faces lialit up with a 
light indescribably beautiful. 

"I asked one child if she knew of a n y  
plan whereby she might be saved and she 
anslvered, 'The heart plan.' There  a re  
eight o r  nine Tibetans coming into these 
services. This causes us to rejoice f o r  n o  
other  mission on the  border has this num- 
ber of Tibetans \v11o at tend services regu- 
larly. They  are  only children but they 
carry  the  Gospel message back to  their ' 
heathen parents axd  into their homes. 

"The Chinese women come in groups. 
They  a re  on  the  whole more open, yet fo r  
the  services we  generally have two o r  
three  Tibetans in. Last Sunday there were  
27 women, six of whom were Tibetans. 
Two were f rom a distance while the  o th -  
ers  were from nearby. The W o r d  is go-  
ing for th  and .  it will yield the  increase 
some t inle. 

"When we realize what  glorious oppor- 
tunities \ve have for preaching the  Word ,  
s o  many who have never heard before, 
ou r  l ~ e a r t s  cry  for  IIint t o  b e  so lifted up  
that H e  will draw t o  Hin~self  many of 
these souls. P r a y  tha t  we  may be faith- 
ful in the  little things entrustcd to  o u r  
care. \Ve long t o  see a revival in these 
parts. P ray  with us for  this. P ray  fo r  
Mr.  Plymire as h e  travels in among these 
people, tliat s t rength may be given for  the  
privations and  hardships encountered. W e  
appreciate thc  many prayers offered in 
ou r  belialf."

A Word to All Our Subscribers

Seven ~ n o n t h s  ago  \ve began t o  publish t h e  Pente-  
costal Evangel every \\reek instead of every o ther  
week, and did not increase the subscription price. 
W e  had received many letters f r o m  our  readers ex- 
pressing the wish that  we  could bring the  paper ou t  
every week,  and one brother wrote, "I wish you would 
bring it out  a s  a daily." W e  knew that  t h e  cost of 
production mould be almost doubled, but  we  felt  t h a t  
the subscription list would be great ly increased and 
the increased subscriptions would g o  a long way  
tolvard the  additional cost. 

.After a trial of seven months we  find tha t  we  have 
on our subscription list today actually about  three 
thousand names less than we had a t  this t ime t w o  
vears a g o  when we  were bringing out  t h e  paper every 
bt11er week. 
rn W e  have received many let ters  f rom brethren who 
suggest,  "Why do you not increase the  subscription 
price?" Our answer is this. During the  war  we  no- 
tlced tha t  a certain Pentecostal paper doubled i ts  
subscription price. After  some months Brother  Bell 
n r o t e  t o  t h e  editor and asked him what  effect this 
had on his subscription list. H e  replied, "Our income 
is just about the same, but our  subscription list has 
gone down t o  half what  it  was." Brother  Bell said, 
"We must not  increase the  price of our  paper fo r  we 
d o  not want  t o  lose half our subscribers. I t  is bet ter  
fo r  us t o  sacrifice a little and continue t o  send out  
our  Evangel a t  the  same price." And so, although we  
a re  now publishing the  paper weekly, w e  desire t o  
avoid increasing the  price of the paper, f o r  we  d o  not 
want  t o  lose a single subscriber but wish t o  gain many 
more. 

F r o m  the  many letters we receive w e  know t h a t  
many a r e  get t ing blessing through t h e  paper, and 
me a re  sure  that  none of our  readers want  us  t o  g o  
back t o  printing the  paper every other  week again. 
But  if we  a r e  to  continue printing the  paper every 
week it will be necessary for  us  t o  have a fa r  larger  
subscription list. T h e  initial cost of production is 
just the  same whether  our  circulation is one thousand 
o r  one hundred thousand, but t h e  more copies we  can 
print the cheaper will the  cost of each paper be. W e  
believe that  if we  have a sulxcription list of thirty- 
five thousand names there would be no loss in the  
production of the  Evangel, but today there a re  on o m  
subscription list less than eighteen thousand names.

W e  
believe tha t  all our assemblies should subscribe one 
hundred per cent s t rong for our paper, but  we know 
of only one assembly at  this time where every metn- 
ber in the assembly takes the  paper. Cannot you 
make your assembly one hundred per cent  s t rong  for 
the Evangel? 

Just  a further word t o  our  evangelists. W e  shall 
be glad if you can introduce the  Evangel t o  people 
~ v h o  Ilave never received the paper, and will accept 
subscriptions for three months a t  25 cents o r  for six 
rnonlhs a t  50 cents from those who have not yet  taken 
the paper. Where you can get  full-year subscrip- 
tions this is far  better for us, and we  would much 
rather  you would get the full-year subscription than 
the short  time ones. But \\.here you have difficulty 
in get t ing the  full-year subscriptions, d o  your best 
to  send us in lists of people who will take t h e  paper 
for  either three or  six months.
