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IS YOUR HEART RIGHT IN THE SIGHT OF GOD? 
Elder Hugh Cadwalder, Chairman of the General Council in Canada 

Brother Cadwalder, whose sermon is reported below; asks 
our ivayers as he sails for Egypt for special Council \\-ark. 
His address during the Text eight wecks n-ill be Care oi Pas- 
tor Doncy. Shubra, Calm, Egy-t. 

"Then Philip \vent dow? t o  the city of Samaria, 
and preached Christ unto them" (Acts 8 : s ) .  

I an1 glad that God has never con~missioned o r  
asked anybody to  preach anything else but Jesus. I 
am glad that that is all that is necessary to  preach 
to  a lost, dying \vorltl. The Lord Jesus Christ is our 
cmly hope,  b u i  He is all-sufficient. H e  is all that we 
need. I'm glad that Jesus is in the lifting business. 
I t  does not n ~ a t t e r  w l ~ a t  condition the  hear t  may be 
in, if the 1,ord Jesus undertakes the job H e  is going 
to complete it before H e  leaves it. 

So when Philip went down to  the  city of Samaria 
he preached Jesus Christ. There was something very 
peculiar took place. There was a man there exercis- 
ing preternatural power and doing great  wonders. 
The people had looked on him as  a great  man of God. 
But none of the outward demonstrations wrought by 
that  man had ever moved them t o  seek the face of 
God or called them to  repentance. Nor had these out- 
ward demonstrations caused one man t o  go down and 
be baptized as a testimony that he had died t o  sin and 
the world and had taken on the  Lord Jesus Christ. 
But the moment Philip began t o  preach Christ, some- 
thing took place. I want to  tell you that if you will 
preach Jesus there is going t o  be something take place 
in the hearts of the people. They are going t o  fall in 
line with the will of God. Sorcery never moved the 
people t o  seek God, but the moment they heard about 
Jesus something happened: They were so tired of sin, 
and they loathed it so, they wanted t o  get  washed 
from it. 

When the ~ b r d  ~ e s u s  comes into your heart one of 
the first things you want t o  do is, forget the past with 
all its uncleanness. And \\.hen you do that you want 
to  ge t  far  alvay from your sins; you want t o  g o  down 
t o  the creek and be buried and let the new man 
come up. 

\!'hen Philip llegan t o  preach Christ t o  them it 
had a peculiar cfTect o n  them. There was something 
alloat Samaria that I like. Sonieho~v o r  other I wish 
God u.ould eive mc one or t ~ v o  more olmortunities . . 
of get tin^ into a community like Samaria. Because 
n.lirti Philip came and preached Jesus Christ they all 
11-ith olle accord ga1.e heed t o  the things he told them. 
I have been in  laces where lots of people have given 
heed, Imt ha\.e never been in a place where they all 
gal-e heed. I t  must have been a glorious feeling. 
The? gave heed and rrpcnted of their sins and got 
converted and baptized. , 

?'lie news spread and first thing we know it  had 
reached headquarters a t  Springfield-no, Jrrusalem. 
Something had t o  I x  done. That young fellow Philil), 
~ v h o  urns nothing but a deacon anyhow, had not had 
much esllericnce, and they thought they ought t o  send 
soniel)cdy t l o n * ~ ~ .  There \vas a reason for it. I am 
glad that 11-e 11a1.c this really ~jec~iliar experience 
and rccord. that as  soon as  the disciples heard that 
Samal-i:t liar1 received the \Yard, had Ixen convicted 
of their sins and lxen baptized in the name of the 
Lord Jesus  Christ, there was a mighty stir and they 
felt s o n ~ e t l ~ i n g  ought t o  l x  done almut i t ;  with the 
result th:lt these 1)cople all rcceivecl the Holy Ghost. 

- - 
Up uGtil the time that the people receired the Bap- 

tism in the Spirit, Simon had been able t o  ge t  by. 
H e  .came along and s a ~ d  he believed (and the Bible 
sa>s  he believed) and wanted t o  be baptized, and he 
was 1)aptized. There is nothing bad about a man's 
record that says he believes the preaching of the  
Lord Jesus C h r ~ s t  and is willing t o  be baptized and tell 
the world that he believes. But everybody that says 
he believrs, and does believe, is not always right in 
the sight of God. The devils also believe, and t rem- 
ble I t  takes more than just ordinary preaching t o  
stir up a man who will go as  far as  t o  declare that he 
I~elieves and will be baptized. But as soon as  Peter 
and John came and they received the Holy Ghost, 
Simon was exposed. 

The Holy Ghost certainly does expose a man. I f  
\our  life and heart is not right in the sight of God and 
;ou don't want it to  be, you had better stay away from 
h Pentecostal meeting. If there was anything down in 

Xo:,loflg ago I was in the presence of a man who 
said, I do 'not intend t o  preach the  Baptism of the 
Holy Ghost the first time I go  t o  a place. I will 
preach salvation and get their cdnfidence and friend-. 
ship; then six months later I will go  back to preach 
the  Baptism in the Spirit t o  them. By that  time they 
will have enough experience to  understand, and I will 
be able t o  land them right into it." But the  apostles 
had a different idea about the  matter. They thought 
that ~vhi le  their hearts Irere in white-heated love, it 
was the time. I a m  glad they were working in co- 
operation enough to  agree together to  go down to  
Samaria. 

Some people might say, "The work going on down 
there is good enough, leave it alone. People are get- 
t ing saved and healed, and devils are  cast out, and 
wonderful sigris are wrought, let  it alone." I t  does 
look as  though it was a waste of tims and money for 
Peter and John to go  down t o  Samaria to  get  folks 
t o  accept something,rnore. But the  apostles had just 
come off the altar. J u s t  a short while previous t o  
this they had received the Holy Ghost themselves and 
knew what regeneration was and what a glorious 
experience this Baptism in the Holy Ghost was. And 

' they  wanted others to  receive the same blessing. And 
if Peter  and John and James and all the other apos- 
tles' a t  headquarters felt tha t  way about it, I don't 
think I a m  such a criminal if I feel that  way about it, 
too. 

I notice that  there was, something out  of the or- 
dinary when they received the Holy Ghost. Previous 
t o  this there had been devils cast out, the palsied and 
the lame were healed, and there was great joy in 
that city. But it was something exceeding the casting 
out of devils, exceeding the healing of cripples, that  
stirred the hearts of everyone, even old Simon the 
sorcerer. This was the reception of the Holy Ghost. 
'I, remember going into a Pentecostal meeting where 
there w a s a  man possessed lvith a devil. The  evil 
spirits were cast out.of him and i t  is very vividly 
fixed on my mind how he screamed. Yct, all alone 
on the prairie, just kneeling down in the presence of 
God, the precious Holy Spirit came into my heart. 
I t  far exceeded anything I had ever had before. I f  
you enjoy the clear, distinct experience of salvation, 
God wants t o  give you the Baptism in the Spirit. tod. 
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m y  h e a r t  t ha t  I did not wan t  anyone t o  know, you 
could never g e t  me in the  door of this building. As 
soon a s  the  Holy Ghost began to  fall, something took 
place and exposed tha t  man's heart. Simon pulled the 
wool over Philip's eyes but he could not deceive the  
Holy Ghost. You may be able to  deceive your wife 
and children, but you cannot hide anything from the  
Holy Ghost. 

So Simon came round and said, in substance, "This 
is a wonderful thing. I see a chance t o  make a little 
gain. I'll split with you. You give me this power 
and I'll be a rich man in a short  while." I want to  
tell y o u  that  if there was  a man in the world who 
could bring about  the  manifestations that  the Holy 
Ghost can, he would be a millionaire in a short  while. 
For tune tellers would have t o  g o  out of business. 
There  is no man o r  woman that  will ever be'able to  
operate on the  hear t  and soul and bring it into fellow- 
ship wi th  the  great ,  eternal God. But the Holy Ghost 
does. 

Pe te r  said t o  him, "Thy money perish with thee." 
I suppose there a re  some people that  would use this 
scripture t o  ge t  out  of tbe idea of giving the  Lord 
any  money. T h e y  say the Lord does not need any ;  
t he  cattle on a thousand hills, the gold and the silver. 
all a r e  His. I t  was  not because Simon offered money 
that  he was  rejected, but i t  was  because his money 
was  offered t o  purchase the  unspeakable and precious 
gi f t  of God. Not only will money fail t o  purchase it, 
but  there is not  one th ing you can do  in your own 
self, your own  carnal self, tha t  will ever purchase 
you one bit of the gift  of God. This is only obtained 
by your receiving i t  as a gift. 

Some one said t o  Paul one day, "What shall I do  
t o  be saved?" T h e  answer came,. "Believe on the 
Lord Jesus Christ and thou shalt be saved." That  is 
all God desires of you. You can never reform. You 
can never br ing yourself into a place where you will 
be ready for  God's blessings. There  is only one way, 
and that  is by, receiving the  gift  of God, His  own 
Son. 

And so  Pe te r  said, "Thy money perish with thee." 
All tha t  you can work,  all t ha t  you can do and say 
and give, .will perish with you because you thought 
the gift  of God could be  purchased with carnal works. 
Bu t  a broken and a contri te heart  H e  will not turn 
away. When  you come t o  God with a broken heart. 
lvith your sins rolling up like mountains before you. 
and your faith reaches up and catches a g l in~pse  of 
Calvary lvith Jesus suffering there for you, the  gift 
of God comes into your own personal life. 

"Thou hast  neither par t  nor lot in this ma t t e r :  for 
t hy  heart  is not right in the  sight of God." I notice 
t\vo reasons why he did not Inve part  nor lot in this 
mat ter .  First, his hear t  was  not right in the sight 
of God. Second, he thought he could purchase the 
g i f t  of God by carnal means. Simon believed. I 
\\.ant t o  tell you tha t  is quite a step nolvadaj-s. The 
world is full of unbelief. But  here we find a man 
that  the Bible says believed the  things that  Philip had 
preached concerning the  Lord Jesus Christ. Because 
you believe a par t  of the  Bible, or  the theory of the 
nible,  tha t  is no sign that  your hcart  is r i g l ~ t  with 
God. There  a re  o ther  things required besidcs just 
believing a s  a head theory. Paul tells us that  when a 
man believes \vith his heart and confesses \vith his 
mouth, he shall be saved. And John says, "If we con- 
fess  our sins, H e  is faithful and just t o  forgive us our 
sins, and t o  cleanse 11s from all unrighteousness.' So 
it was  nut a case of  unbelief \vith Simon; it nlust have 
l x e n  socnething else. I t  \\,as not a case of un\villing- 

culiar people. No  doubt the  whole country had heard 
the  peculiar things they  were  doing; how they were  
going down t o  a hole where  there was  sonle water  
and a man was  ducking them under the  water,  and 
when they came up they praised the  Lord and made 
an  awful noise. Such things were in circulation, but  
somehow Simon did not care. H e  believed and was  
baptized. H e  was  willing t o  identify himself with the  . 
Lord's people. 

Are  you willing t o  identify yourself with those who 
are identified lvith H i m ?  Some people think tha t  t he  
Christian life is only just a kind of a n  idea that  origi- 
nates in the mind. Bu t  when you identify yourself 
with the  Lord Jesus Christ you take  on yourself all 
the reproach and all the  shame and humiliation of the - 
cross of Calvary. A religion that  does not bring any  
reproach to  you never came by the  way of the cross 
of Calvary. If you have identified yourself with the  
people who are  bearing the  reproach and the  shame 
of the  cross of Calvary, and yet there is something 
deep down tha t  tells you your hear t  is not r ight  in the 
sight of God, the  Scriptures say you will have no par t  
nor lot in the  matter.  I t  is a question of whether 
your hear t  is r ight in the  sight of God. 

The real th ing in the  hear t  of Simon that  made his 
heart  not right in the sight of God, I believe, was  un- 
confessed sins. If there  is anything tha t  the blood 
has never covered, or  t ha t  you have never taken t o  
the foot of Calvary and left with the  Lord Jesus, then . 
your heart  is not right in the sight of God, and the 
Word of God declares you will have no par t  nor lot in 
the matter.  

A few years a g o  we took my mother to  her grave. 
M y  father,  still unsaved, stood with me a t  the head 
of the grave and 1 r ememlxr  how badly I felt. H e  
said, "Hugh, I would not cry if I were  you, for you a re  
the only one tha t  has  a n y  hope of seeing her  again." 
But before the  Lord took him he go t  the  hope, too. 
Some of these days the t rumpet  is going t o  sound and 
we shall be caught up t o  meet t he  Lord. T h e  saddest 
thing that  can happen t o  you is that ,  your hear t  not 
being right in the  sight of God, you will have no par t  
nor lot in the  mat ter .  Your little girl, who is t ry ing t o  
serve God and live for  Jesus, will be caught  up to  
meet the  Lord in the  air, but  you will have no par t  nor 
lot in the  matter.  Your  wife, whom you have been 
opposing t ime and again and making it so hard for 
her, will g o  up, but you \\ill have no part  nor lot in 
the mat ter  for your heart  is not  right in the  sight of 
God. 

No mat ter  wha t  the  condition of your hear t  is r ight 
now, ~ v h a t  sins have crept in unawares and entangled 
themselves around your heart until you cannot break 
loose or deli\-er yourself, there  is l)o\ver in the  blood 
and in the name of Jesus t o  break every fe t ter  and 
set you a t  liberty and your hear t  can be right in the  
sight of God. 

hly lather lived until the  age of seventy-nine with 
his heart  not right in the  sight of God. When four 
i f  us older children \\-ere saved he drove the  three 
oldest ones away  and compelled us t o  s tay  away. A 
fe\v months later \vhen mother received the  Holy 
Spirit he.made it very hard for her. Bcing a well-edu- 
cated man and 11:~ving the ability to  press his point, he 
lvas ahle t o  do  lots of damage t o  God's cause. But 
just three  years before he left this old world, with 
health gone, body broken and unal~le  t o  do anything 
much fo r  God, he came t o  God and the  Lord made his 
hrar t  r ight and he went up to  meet God. Regardless 
of vour standinp in thc \vorld, you can come and - . . 
hnv; your heart  n ~ a d c  right in the sight of God.

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THE BIBLE SCHOOL

In coming to you through this article I want t o  take 
the opportunity at  the same time of a little personal 
greeting as we talk things over. 

I wish I were more capable of expressing in writ- 
ing in an intelligent manner my thoughts and feelings 
concerning different matters.

AN ENCOURAGING WORD TO PENTECOSTAL PEOPLE. ,, 

Samson was a Nazarite, separated unto God, an Is- 
rael~te  out from Israel, distinct from the other breth- 
ren, who were envious, jealous, disbelieving in him. 
And they were prepared to hand him over to their 
enemies. Three thousand men of Judah went to the 
top of the rock Etam, and said t o  Samson, "Knowest 
thou not that the Philistines are rulers over u s ?  . . . 
We are come down t o  bind thee, that we may deliver 
thee into the hand of the Philistines" (Judges 15:11, 
12). This is how they treatrl their would-be saviour. 
They bound him, incapacitated him, and in that state, 
the Spirit of God came mightily upon him, the cords 
that bound him y e r e  snapped, the entanglements loos- 
ellcd, and through the divine Spirit of God in him he 
wielded the jawbone of an ass to  the destruction of 
a thousand of the enemy (Judges 15:15). 

The brethren never saw the Spirit of God come 
upon him. The invisible Spirit was .working with 
\+isihle results through one of their kin. I t  was not 
the abnormal n~uscle of Samson, it was the mighty 
Spirit of God, and He chose the despicable instrument 
of destruction-the jaivbone of an ass. That is God's 
way. The sling and stones for Goliath. The tent 
peg for Sisera. So still God's Spirit is seeking out- 
lets through the Nazarites of Israel-that is, con- 
secrated, converted people. 

The Spirit of God can and does do real, tangible 
work through human bodies. On the Day of Pente- 
cost a mighty rushing wind came mightily upon the 
modern Sainsons and worked through an instrument 
which was the laughing stock of the enemies of 
Christ. The Jews were operated upon. The jaws of 
the whole one hundrkd and twenty were worked su- 
pernaturally upon. The Spirit of God, instead of do- 
ing destructive work, first of all praised the construc- 
t i v e ~  work of God the Father, through the Son, in 
man's sal\ation. The Spirit witnesses t o  the Father 
and Son of salvation through the objects of this sal- 
vation, v~z. ,  men and women in the upper room. 

Sanison slew a thousand with the jawbone of an 
ass. When the crowd saw the jaws working, and 
other manifestations of the mighty Spirit of God that 
were so loosening this band of one hundred and twen- 
ty that they were acting like drunken men, some 
laughed, some were convicted, and three thousand 
were slain through the mighty operations of the Spirit 
of God focused and voiced through Petcr. 

In~agine the ridicule and laughter and sneering of 
Samson's brethren as  they saw him take the jawbone 
oi a n  ass. Equally interesting it would have been to 
have heard their comments after he had slain the 
thousand: Of course he was possessed, but they did 
not know the nature of the Possessor. I t  could be 
truly said of Samson, "Neither did his brethren believe 
in him." They wanted to hand Samson over to his 
enemies and their enemies, but the Spirit of God 
through Samson handed the enemies over to  Samson. 

Why was it the brethren were envious of Samson? 
Becaise they were subservient t o  the enemy of Sam- 
son and of Samson's God. There was a tacit accept- 
ance of the enemies of Israel, the Philistines, be- 
ing rulers and having dominion over the children of 
Israel. The Spirit of God did not accept it, and re- 

the Philistines who were dominating Israel. The 
enemies of God were mastering and ruling the chil- 
dren of God. And they accepted it when they should 
have rejected it. 

This is the situation today. Despising those upon 
whom the Spirit of God comes; loathing the instru- 
ment-the "jawbone;" and in concern, in consterna- 
tion, when the enemies are subdued through this in- 
strument. Anti they would like modern Samsons to  
I)e conquered Ijy the Philistines. But the Spirit of 
God is unconquerable. When Sarnsons are taken out, 
then the Philistines can have their full play and pow- 
er upon those, Samson's brethren, w h o  reject God 
and His Spirit and His Spirit-filled ones.

My prayer is that the Chifiese 
whether in America or China, shall fully 
build this church.

B U I L D I N G  F O R  G O D  I N  L I B E R I A  

Brother E. E. Alger writes from Li- 
beria: "God is taking care of us out here. 
And truly we have reason to rejoice. 
Mrs. Alger and I have just returned 
from a preaching trip t o  the Hooyah- 
tribe. \Ve prcached in every t o ~ v n  in the 
trlbe but two, and one of them we had 
visited before. 

"Several of tlic towns had not secn a 
missionary since Miss Hisey was there 
years aqo. W e  found the people very in- 
terested and attentive to the preaching 
of the Word.  I n  fact we have never seen 
the people so  attentive anywhere else. 

"Two of the towns desired a mission- 
ary. I told them how sorry we were that 
there was  no one to go  as  yet, and asked 
them how much they would be willing to 
help, should some missionary or native 
worker be found t o  come. Both of the 
towns offered to build a house for us 
and give us rice enough to  feed the boys 
that wcre put in school.. They have a 
fine hill picked out for us a t  Boyah and 
there is a grove of timber within fifty 
rods in  which we could find sufficient 
lumber to  build two  nice buildings. If 
some of God's people a t  home would only 
obey Hi s  voice, and come, what a great 
missionary work could be done here. 

"I have now completed our new chapel 
and we a re  finishing up the hotrse, trying 
to get  everything ready for the Christmas 
meeting ,here. T h e  town people gathered 
together and helped put the roof on the 
chapel. They  say they are going to  makc 
a law that everybody must corce to church 
on Sundays. 

"One of our native boys was sick, and 
not knowing much about how to pray. 
he crawled out into the bush and prayed 
'country way,' '0 God, look me, I a m  
going to  die just now, but please, God. 
I beg you heal me. When  you heal me 
so  I can get up and go  home. I will 
kill fowl (chicken) fo r  you. F o r  truly 
I will kill a fowl, Lord. O h  God, please 
you must believe me when I say I will 
kill that fowl. I can't lie about it, Lord, 
so  I beg You t o  heal me.' I t  is hardly 
necessary t o  say that the Lord healed 
him, and he has since learned that Je- 
sus was his complete sacrifice. But sure- 
ly that brand of faith is worth more 
than ~ theological perfection many times." 

A N  E N C O U R A G I N G  W O R D  
Bernice C. Lee writrs from Uska Ba- 

zar, India: " B i ~ s ~  are these days, indeed. 
I had m e  lovely month in the hills ar.d 
on my way down stopped off a t  Basti 
to see Miss Gager for a couple of days. 
And we found her seriously ill with the 
worst carbuncle you can imagine. Sis- 
ter Ruth Riggs was taking carc of hcr 
and then took infection and both wcre 
in bed helpless, and I was certainly kept 
busy waiting on them. Duties in Uska 
were pressing and I certainly had my 
hands full since returning. I'm glad to 
tell you that both Mrs. Gager and Ruth 
are  improving and I trust soon will he 
well. 

"I have great joy since Brother and 
Sister Waggoner joined us.

ONENESS, LOVE AND POWER 
By Pastor G. R. Polman, Amsterdam. Holland. 

Acts 4 : 32,  33:  "And the multitude of 
then1 tha t  believed were of one heart  
and soul: and not one  of them said 
that aught  of the things which he pos- 
sesssed was his own; but  they had all 
things common. And with great  power 
gave the apostles thelr witness of the 
resurrection of the  Lord Jesus: and 
great grace was upon them all." 

The fal th  of the Brat Chrlstians, af ter  
the wonderful experience of the bap- 
tism with the  Holy Ghost on the day of 
Pentecost. was no longer an outward 
faith in the death and resurrection of 
Christ, not a mere faith through the  
knowledge of His departure from them 
in HIS resurrectlon body to heaven; 
although they had seen this t ruth wlth 
their eyes, but  their Ial th  was a n  inner 
experience in their hearts. They had 
in reality entered into the redemption 
which Christ had brought, and therefor8 
gave they witness with great  power, of 
the resurrection of Christ. The word 
of Christ was fulfilled in them. "He 
tha t  believeth in Me, ou t  of hls Inner- 
most being shall flow rivers of  llving 
water." They gave witness through 
the sealing of tho Holy Ghost; there- 
fore was their  word wlth power, for 
it was not  the word of men, but  of God. 
The oneness fo r  which Chrlst had pray- 
ed was fulfilled. The many were of 
one heart.  

Thls oneness among them was  the 
result of their union with Christ, thelr 
glorified Head. They had with Chrlst 
died, arisen, and  aacended into heapen. 
TDis had all,  through the  r o l y  Ghost, 
become a n  inner experjence wlth them. 
a reality whlch was manliest in a dl- 
vine unity; "one heart." The Assem- 
bly of C'hrist Is one heart,  for i t  is the 
"body of Christ." a n d  therefore DOS- 
eesses tho heart  of Chrlst. Head. 
heart and body form the  Chrlst, gs 
Paul  wrltea. 1 Cor. 12:12.  "For 9s 
the body !s one, and  hath many mem- 
bers, and all the members of t h e  body, 
belng many, a r e  one body, so also i s  
Christ." The whole Christ, In the to- 
gether united Assembly. 

Where place is made for the Holy 
Ghost, there divine oneness la born. 
This is not realized. though men have 
the same fai th ,  through belonging to 
the same church or movement. That 
does not produce oneness of hezrt  and 
soul. Christ alone is the central point 
of unity. In  Him only a re  His people 
made one and that  through the  power 
of the Holy Ghost. Pentecost alone 
unites: but  the other i s  rather  a Babylon 
of confusion, a powerless unlon from 
the grince of darkness. 

The Assembly f o r  which Chrlst will 
return. is aa Assembly tha t  has one 
heart  and one sou!, of wblch FIe Is the 
Head. They have recognized Him as 
their Head, and so the  thought of God 
is revealed In His body. His Assembly 
Is born of the Holy Gbost and is splrit- 

ual, praylrig In the Holy Ghost, and  
wallring in the Holy Ghost in the  
heavenlies, iron1 whence they watch 
Por Him. They have p'ut off the things 
of this world, and a re  free f r c x  all tha t  
binds to the earthly, and when Christ 
shall come, the prince of this world will 
find nothing in them, for they belong 
to another worid. 

Those who n:ake up this Assembly 
are  spiritual men, who live in the Spirit. 
in a divine elenlent, like the  fish in  the  
water, and the bird in the air. Outside 
the realm of the Splrit men are spirlt- 
ually dead. A fish can not live long 
in the Dead Sea. And so it is with be- 
lievers who a r e  not in the Holy Ghost, 
and i,n whom tho Holy Ghost is not. 

The disunity among the  children of 
God comes Prom the fact t h a t  they a re  
yet fleshly, they have not yet  been crud-  
fied in their flesh, thelr own life is not 
yet broken; and tha t  is t h e  cause of 
all the  division among God's children. 
Pentecost brings us with Chrlst into 
heavenly places, and unites us in one 
body. so tha t  the world can see. tha t  
they might believe. These seek the 
things that a re  above, not the things 
that  a r e u p o n  the earth. They have en- 
tered lnto the unknown, where the 
Splrit is Lord and  by Him they a r e  
led into - the eternal realities, so tha t  
they no longer wander uncertainly. but  
all thlngs a re  revealed to them through 
the Holy Ghost. and apart  from this 
they know n,othing. Blessed Ignorance. 
heavenly innocence, where W e  soul h 
entered lnto t h e  obedience of the Holy 
Ghost. Such, like Abraham, have left 
all, and have been brought int-o a land 
that they know not, in a n  unknown 
place where they follow, and go ou t  to 
meet their Bridegroom, a s  Rebekah met 
her bridegroom Isaac. 

There where Christ has  become all. 
the oneness is manifested, one heart  
and oue soul, an inuer oneness, that  is 
revealed in a wonderful variety; a 
variety of gifts that  the Holy Ghost ex- 
erclses in the Assembly, whereby the 
whole body united together develsops 
a full grown man In Christ. 

Whenever belie\-ers seek this oneness, 
they leave al l  other mays. I t  is in the 
central point, Christ, that self is lost, 
and out from this center flows the life, 
bringing frui t  for eternity, much frult 
and fruit Ghat remains to the glory ,od 
Cod. 

The deliverance from all of our own 
tlilnking and will mnlies us  able to 
know His voice. and to become co- 
workers with God. Disunity always 
comes from the fleshly understandlng 
and is devillsh. The curse rests upon 
It. Paul could say. "But we have the 
mind of Chrl.st." 

The unity of the first Christians was 
revealed In the l o w ,  and was manifest- 
cd In a very prnctical way. This love 
Is a frult of  the Splrlt, whlch Is manlfest 
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In a n  Assembly where believers ,are of 
one heart and  one soul. They a r e  freed 
from the things of ,time, and yet  possess 
them a s  not possesslng; all is aa unto 
Him in thelr sorvice, in spirit ,  soul and 
body, wlth al l  tha t  pertains t o  them. 

A Bible.Christian Is a t rue Commun- 
Wt, who does not seek his ,own, but the 
thlnmgs that  a re  for others. This doea 
n~ot come from the  princlgle o l  selfseek-  
ing, but from the offerlng of Chrlst. 
Heavenly mindedness frees from tlhe 
e a ~ t h ,  and whz? is earthy. Ps~l lecost  is 
not having, having, but givlng, givlng. 
Ps.  2 9  1s a Pentecostal P s a ~ m .  I t  begins 
wlth: "Gire unto tho Lord. 0 ye sons of 
the mighty. Give unto t'he Lord of glory 
and strength. Give unto tho Lord the 
glory due unto His name." Three 
times. give. And then follows seven 
times the voice of the Lord. When we 
give Him splrlt, soul and body, our  
three-fold nature, H e  manifests t o  us 
His seven-fold blessing of the fullness 
ol  the Holy Ghost. There i s  a oneness 
ln the Holy Ghost, spiritual and  prac- 
tical, in the love of God, where rich and 
poor a r e  a l l  one. The rich are  poor, and 
the poor a r e  rich, and both walk to- 
gether in the heavenly life, from whence 
they watch for Him who is their hsope. 
As the hear t  is, so also i s  the Assembly. 

The unity which the  Holy Ghost 
works is re\-ea!ed In the  love which pro- 
vides for  all things. The love of God 
Is. through the Holy Ghost, poured 
out in the heart  so tha t  no  man  s a w  
that  what he has is his own. bu t  a l l  
thlngs are  had in common. The  corn- 
radeshlp was considered of  such lm- 
portanco in t h e  first Christlan Assem- 
bly that those appointed to care For 
the needs of the saints  had ,to be full 
of the Holy Ghost. By the spiritual 
man no difference Is made between tho 
splritual and the material. To him a l l  
is holy that has to do with God and 
man. The most spiritual man 1s ,the 
most practical man. He who walks in  
the heavenliea 1s true t o  his duty on 
earth, for  it 1s al l  one ,in the Spirit to 
hlm. 

Lore  can not be extinguished. I t  
Is llghted of God. F o r  this cause the 
devil hates it. Love is to fulfill  all 
things. Love can make friedds even 
of our enemies. Love 1s personified in 
Jesus Christ. Love has the nature of 
a lamb and the gower of a lion. The 
love which was the mark by which the 
early Chrlstians were known, courd ~ u f -  
fer  and die, but could not deny Chrlst. 
This unity and lcve was the source of 
the power with which they preached 
t'he rlsen Christ. They were children 
of the resurrection, they were raked  
wlth Hlm; Christ was their 11Ee. The 
preaching of the Gospel was accompanl- 
ed by the casting out of devils speaklng 
In other tongues, and heallng the slck. 
Elgns and wonders sealed the preachlng 
or the Word, and prepared the way for 
the coming or the kingdom oE heaven. 

We must return to Pentecost. Some 
fear. and oppose the thing that is need- 
ed to deliver u s  from our helplessness 
and splritual poverty. But It Is only 
the power of God, t h e  Holy Ghost In

QUESTIONS ANSWERED 
BY W. H. M. 

Q.-How did Moses get t he  story of 
the world UP to  his time? W a s  it  tradi- 
tion verified by  the Lord, o r  d o  you think 
there was any such tradition existing? 

A-.It is evident that Moses wrote his 
account of the creation in Genesis, under 
God's direction and inspiration, the in- 
ternal evidence proves this: for many 
times we read, "And God said." 

N o  doubt there were traditions handed 
down by Adam's posterity of God's deal- 
ings with them, a s  well a s  the geueal- 
ogies. Occasionally pillars had been set 
up to commemorate special events, a; 
for instance, Jacob's pillar a t  Luz (Gen. 
28:19). Josephus says that Adam and 
Seth set up pillars giving an account of 
events ir. their lifetime. But undoubtedly 
the Holy Spirit watched over the com- 
pilation of the books of Scripture, lead- 
ing Moses to  make a certain selection 
of matter which.  had permanent value 
for posterity. "All s c r ip tde  is given 
by inspiration of God" (2  Tim. 3:16). 

Q.-When the assembly conies together 
for prayer, and one of the  elders i s  led 
by the  Holy Spirit t o  read the  Word, 
then one of the sisters groans and cries 
s o  the elder cannot read the  Word,  is 
not this the an t i ch~ i s t  spirit t o  hinder 
the Word from coming forth? 

A.-The elders should take this matter 
in hand and should ascertain the  cause of 
this trouble. I t  need not necessarily be 
the antichrist spirit, which is a denial 
of the Father and the Son. But it is 
nevertheless quite probable that t h e  devil 
is trying in this way to  upset the prayer 
meeting. 

Q.-My husband is very wicked, and 
wants  m e  t o  give up the Pentecostal 
religion, threatens t o  leave m e  if I don't. 
W h a t  would you advise me  t o  do?  

A.-Never surrender trust in your 
mighty Lord Jesus. H e  will be with yori 
and carry yau through your troublesonic 
experience. Treat your husband with all 
kindness for Jesus' sake. W e  will pray 
to  the dear Lord to convict and save him. 
Read carefully and prayerfully 1 Peter 
3: 1-6, and as you live this scripture be- 
fore your husband you may confidently 
expect his soul to  be won for Christ. 
Trust on; joy and blessing are coming. 
Amen l 

Q.-Please expbin-"Many that  are 
first shall be last, and the last first." 

A.-This refers to  the posseision of 
riches. The  Lord had been speaking t c  
the rich young man, telling him to sell 
that h e  had and give to the poor, but. he 
went away sorrowful, for  he  had great 
possessions. He  was one of the "first," 
i. e. the well-to-do, the prominent, the 
powerful. 

Then Peter' said, "Behold we have for- 
saken all and followed Thee, what shall 
we have therefore?' And the Lurd Xavc 
the promise that these who had fcraaken 
earthly prospects for Hi s  sake, should 
sit in the throne of Hi s  glory. These 
were the "last," i. e. poor. weak, despised, 
of no account in the world's eves But 
many that are "first" in this lifc, shall 
be "last" in the life to come. and th= 
"last" here can be "first" there (Matt.  
1930). 

Q.-Noting 1 John 3:17, d o  you believe 
any one can have real victory, regardless 
of I.LW much he shouts and speaks in  
tongues, after having the light on tithes 
and offering*, if he  refuses t o  respond 
when he sees his pastor wearing patched 
clothes a s  he faces, the world %ringing 
the gospel message? 

A.-Po. I think that God's true pastors 
have a just right to  be supported from the 
tithes rnd offerings and to be clad in re- 
spectable clothes when proclaiming the 
glorious gospel message to  the world. 
The command is, "Let him that is taught 
in the Word (i. e. the hearer) communi- 
cate (i. e. make offerings) unto him that 
teacheth, in all good things" (Gal. 6:6). 
Gratitude should imoel us to  do this. 
See also 1 John 3:17. If any one refuse 
to respond to these commands of God's 
Word, although he may shout and speak 
in tongues, he certainly cannot have real 
victory. 

Q.-Is it scriptural for all f o  pray aloud 
at once7 

A.-Yes, there are times when all can 
pray at once, when they are of one ac- 
cord. See the united prayer in Acts 4:24. 
Result: "The house was shaken, and they 
were all filled with the Holy Spirit, and 
they spoke the Word of God with bold- 
ness." 

But to  avoid confusion, 15.e are also 
enjoined to, "tarry one for another," a; 
i t  were, in testifying and prophesying. 
(See 1 Cor. 14:26-32.) And this might 
also be applied to  prayer. But where the 
Spirit of the Lord is there is lillerty. 

Q.-Can you give the depth of the 
word '"believa"4"Believe on the  Lord 
Jesus" as found i n  Acts 16:31 and' John 
14:12 and elsewhere? 

A.-To believe on the Lord Jesuj 
Christ, is t o  rest upon His finished work 
alone for salvation, a s  offered to us, by 
God, in the gospels. The jailer said, 
"What must I d o  to be saved"? And 
the answer was "Believe on the Lord 
Jesus Christ and thou shalt be saved and 
thy house." And they spake unto him 
the word of life 2nd to all that were in 
his house. And while the jailer's belief 
started with an acceptance of the facts 
of the gospel, it contained more than 
just that, it involved obedience to the 
Lord's requirement;, and he made con' 
fession by being immersed in water, and 
doubtless received the Holy Spirit a t  
the same time, as per Acts 195.6. Then 
his first care was to  feed the hungry 
apostles, and soothe their sore backs. In  
these ways the mzn showed that he be- 
lieved v:ith his heart and not with his 
head only. 

In  John 14:l.Z Jesus was speaking of 
greater works yet to be done not only 
by the apostle;, but also by whosoever 
believes on Him, after H e  had ascended 
unto His Father and been glorified and 
had received all power in heaven and on 
earth (Matt  28:18). W e  must belicve 
for these very things, and believe through 
thick and thin, for all Satan's power will 
be arrayed against us to prevent these 
works coming to  pass, and the tests will 
be very great. Belief therefore must be 
a solid unshakable conviction, and must 
be the sort that carries with it implicit 
obcdience. 
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Q.-Please explain briefly the parable 
of the  unjust s teward Luke 16. 

A-The lesson taught by this parable 
is that God's people a re  to  be business- 
like and seize their opportunities, as do  
the people of the world in carnal matters. 

This steward was faced with disnussal, 
and consequent poverty and starvation. 
There was clearly not a moment to be 
lost if he would retrieve the situation. 
H e  must act quickly, and make friends 
whilst he had the power to do so, be- 
fore the news of  his dismissal became 
publicly known. H e  did this a t  the ex- 
pense of his master by altering the 
goods invoices, thereby remitting a large 
part of the debts due to his master, hop- 
ing that these same debtors would in 
time to come, be willing to  do  him a 
good turn when he was cast out, by offer- 
ing hospitality. The steward's master 
later on discovered the fraud but while, 
no doubt, angry at the loss he had sus- 
tained, couldn't help applauding the clev- 
erness of the scheme. The  Lord Jesus 
in no  way condones this man's deceit 
and treachery, but H e  teaches us that 
we have it  in our power to  make our 
own future vcry much more pleasant and 
happy, by a wise laying out o i  our money, 
and making ourselves friends therewith. 
The  poor we have always with us, and 
there are the multitudes' of heathen still 
without the gospel. I i  we use our money 
to help these in their need, when our 
life on earth is finished we shall find a 
host of friends waiting for  us on the 
other side and giving us a warm welcome 
to the heavenly city. 

W e  might be and ought to  be making 
fresh friends in this way, continually, but 
strange to say, the Lord's people seldom 
see the possibilities of spiritual investment. 
I n  spitq of the Lord's command, they 
hoard money for  the moth and rust, and 
cling to  it with all the fervor of world- 
lings, justifying themselves by the same 
arguments which the worldlings me. 
These latter keep investing their money 
and seize every opportunity t o  add to  
their store. W e  are to lay up treasure 
in heaven. Christ speaks of rnoncy as  
the "Mammon of unrighteousness," be- 
cause of its well known power of be- 
coming a n  idol and tempting people to 
commit all kinds of sins in order to ob- 

, tain it. W e  are to  reckon ourselves not 
the owners of our money, but stewards 
only. I t  is "another man's " that is, it, 
and all we possess, belongs to God, and in 
our use o f  t h e  money we get, we are 
being tested by God as to our fitness 
to  handle heavenly treasures, and occupy 
positions of trust in the futurc. These 
will be "our own." 

The  Pharisces thought all this ,teach- 
ing fanatirism. T o  these lovers of money 
it was mere folly to  surrender t l ~ e  de- 
lights of earth for some visionary and 
intangible prospect he~eafter.  They just- 
ified themselves in their doings, just as 
people do  today, but the  Lortl's caustic 
retort informed them that their heart mo- 
tives could not be concealed from the eve 
of God.
