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EXPERIENCES WITH DIVINE HEALING 
J. T. Butlin 

About forty years ago, when my little 
boy was about a year old, my wife and 
I fouud to our sorrow that he was not 
getting on, and we discovered after a 
while that the symptoms of internal tU- 
berculosis were manifesting themselves. 
In spite of all the doctor could do, the 
child grew worse and worse, until all 
hope for his life was taken away, and it 
~eetned as though any day might be his 
last. He cbntinued to live, though the 
disease increased in seve%ty, and spread 
to the brain. The little fellow was quite 
delirious for two months or more, and his 
cry penetrated to every room in the 
house, while his little arms were bruised 
against the sides of his cot. His fore- 
head sank back, and his eyes became 
deeply set. He could get no rest except 
from a sleeping draught given by the 
doctor, and this often had to be increased 
in strength. or it would have no effect. 
Someone had to sit up with .him every 
night for six months. During this period, 
his mother and I dedicated him to the 
Lord to die or live, and if he lived, to 
carry the gospel to the heathen wherever 
the Master might call him. On more than 
one occasion he seemed so near death 
that preparations were made for laying 
him out. Although I had seen scores 
of cases of tubercular meningitis in the 
large slum parish where I was then work- 
ing, I never saw another one in which the 
symptoms were so severe. 

I was often engaged in evangelistic 
work, and while the child was in this 
very sad condition, and my heart was 
greatly depressed with sorrow, I was ask- 
ed to conduct a meeting in a church 
where the preacher’s health had broken 
down. I wenL and lvhile I was engaged 
in this strenuous labor, it was continu- 
ally taid upon my heart that I had never 
anointed my child with oil in the nan~ 
of the Lord. I had read Dorothy Trudel’s 
life, and I had no difficulty in believing 
Scripture, nor had I any sympathy with 
those criticisms which~ xrould try to ex- 
plain away passages like that in James 
5:14-16. or make them of no effect. So 
when I was on my knees, praying, I told 
the Lord that when I returned home I 
would carry out His command, and 
anoint my child in His name for healing. 
I kept my promise by putting a little oit 
on the child’s forehead and laying my 
hands on his head while I prayed for 
him. Within a few days my wife and 
I xverc amazed to find the whole condition 
of the child changing, There was no 
doubt wt1atever that the course of the 
sickness had turned, aud that the dis- 
ease was hcginning to leave him. The 
little fellow had bccomc a mere bag 
of l~onrs. and it was a long time bcforc 
he could eat the smallest bit of hreacl 
without hcing viotently ill; but he went 
011 steadily in one direction. Hc had 
hecome so weak that eve,, when hc wv;,s 

sufficiently recovered to be put 011 the 
floor, his face fell on his feet; he had 
no strength to sit up, and strength came 
but slowly. 

A good deal is said in the present day 
about cure by suggestion, but it will be 
easily seen that there was in this case 
no possibility of suggestion. Also -niuch 
is attributed to mind cure, and the action 
of the will, but this was never employed. 
The only mental effort was a determin- 
ation to do the will of God, and to obe) 
His commandments. 

I may say also that the child grew up 
with a strong desire to be a missionary. 
His desire was fulfiiled, and he has been 
for about twenty years in the foreign 
Mission field, in India, and has enjoyed 
good health. He has also learned a dif- 
ficult language. 

Many years after his ilhless, when he 
was a boy at school, the doctor told us 
that he had used the same medicine that 
he gave to our son, ill scores of cases of 
the same disease, but hc had never saved 
one. 

It would naturally he supposed that the 
faith of my’wife and myself would he 
greatly strengthened by this experience. 
It was strengthened for a time. and I 
was led to pray for a few sick people 
and received remarkable aflswers to my 
prayer. But it is amazing how slow the 
heart is to rise to a full and strong co,,- 
fidence in God under depressing circutn- 
stances. and in the midst of temptation 
to unbeticf. 

About this time my wife became ill, 
and was an invalid for some years. She 
hcgRed me to anoint her in the name of 
the Lord, hut I knew that surgeons would 
advise her to undergo one of the severest 
operations at that time performed in sur- 
gery, and I totd her I had not the faith 
to trust the Lord alone and to anoint 
her. I am ashamed to confess this, but 

, the Lord was very gracious. and led us 
in a uay we did not expect. 

Some years passed by atld my dear 
wife had hecon~e much worse. She was 
almost constantly on a couch or in bed,’ 
snffcriul: from a complication of disorders. 
She had slightly overdone herself in a 
short holiday, and we u-ere again obliged 
to call in the doctor. 1; too. had changed 
my charge. was overworked, and was suf- 
fcrinl: from overstrain. There was to be 
a meeting among young women in the 
to\ru and a lady whom we will call Miss 
E. was appointed to do the work. She 
stayed ill our house. When she first 
camr and found my dear wife 011 the 
couch. she said. “I did not kuorv you %vere 
an invalid.” “No.” replied my wife. “I 
thouoht vou would find that @ut soon 
rnord, when you came.” “But,” answcrcd 
thr lady. “You do not need be an in- 
valid if vou don’t wish.” Mv wife said, 
“I hrard that you were a faitll-hcnler.” 
and then she began to advance some 01). 
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j‘ecrlon to uk mea. “Well.” said the lady, 
“We w111 not +peak about that now, 
but will wart till we know each other 
better, and then we will have a talk.”

The next ilay Miss E. told how she her- 
self had been healed some years before, 
and she gave some remarkable instances, 
of healing, in which she had been used 
since that time. Among others was the 
account of a lady whose right wrist had 
been badly put out of’joiot by an accident. 
Neither the surgeon nor any bone-setter 
was able to E-et the ioint rieht. After 
some time she had a fall, and broke .her 
right arm. The arm was thus made com- 
pletely useless and she was compelled to ’ 
write with her left hand. Hearing of 
Miss E., she wrote to her and came to 
see her by appointment. They conversed 
together, and then prayed. As they knelt, 
while bliss E. was holding the lady’s hands 
the Spirit of the Lord came upon them 
both, and set the bone and healed the 
arm instantly. The lady went home per- 0 
fectly well, and wrote to Miss E. with 
her right hand easily and without any 
inconvenience. 

These accounts greatly encouraged tt~) 
\yife and the next day we three prayed 
together and my wife and I were both 
anointed. While Miss E. was praying, 
my .wife felt a sharp pain, and thought 
she was going to have a new attack of 
illness. She changed her position, but the 
pain continued for about the space of a 
minute : but in that time my wife was 
perfectly healed. and the illness of some 
ten years passed away. My church was 
only about a quarter of a mile from the 
parsonage, hut she was seldom able to’ go 
to a service there, evw though she rode 
in a wheel-chair; and when she did come 
she uas ohligcd to sit down all the time. 
But 011 the Sunday after her healing she 
\ras able to walk easily, and to stand with 
the congregation. We returned thanks 
to God for her remarkable healing in an- 
swr to prayer. Of course the event 
carzsed a great stir among the people, for 
her forulcr condition was widely known. 
Yet many people thought that what had 
happened was only a prelude to her deattf, 
and that she would soon pass away. 

hfy 0w1 state grew worse for a time, 
but I had been anointed by Miss E., 
and my whole soul was filled with a desire 
to receive the Holy Ghost, and all the 
blessings connect&d with it. Still I got

xvorse. Again and again I was healed, 
yet the oppression on my brain returned; ’ 
hut each time, in answer to my own 
prayers, or sometimes those of other peo- 
ple I felt as it were the touch of a hand, , 
aud the pain was suddenly taken away. 
It was at least a week before I was fully 
delivered, but the deliverance, when it 
came, via5 complete. 

There are pcoplc who object to state- 
ments of this kind as being untrue. If 
I had written a hook of fiction, the ob- 
jection would he valid. I have, however, 
not made up a fictitious experience to 
amaze the reader; I have simply written? 
the actual facts as I saw and experienced 
thcnl. ml, instead of exaggerating, I 
have written only a small part of the 
reality. 

Have I any explanation to offer as to 
lvhy I should Jlave an experience so 
much out of the ordinary? Yes! I think 
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that as  I was a dull and faithless pupil, 
the Lord went out of His way to convince 
me beyond all doullt of the truth of these 
things, in ordcr that He niiglit use me to 
help other people. For about five years 
we had a prayer meeting i r ~  the home 
for holiness and divine Iiealing, and much 
teaching was given on tliese subjects. 
Many sick people were anointed in tlie 
presence of thirty or forty persous, and 
nlany were healed at tlie oieeings. 

When the Lord sends a nlan to do His 
work, H e  usually gives 11ir11 both en- 
perience and knowledge of the Scriptures, 
and thus equil,ped, he becontes of the  
gr'eatest assistance' to those wlio seek 
help. 

Iu Exodus 4:l-9 we find Moses s tandi~ig  
before God a t  the burning bush. The AI- 
naighty was sending him on the greatest 
and most dificult errand ever up to tliat 
time conmitted to a man, and Moses, 
the  meekest man in all the earth, was 
frightened a t  tlie prospect before him. 
The children of Israel would not believe 
him, and much less would Pliaraoli. Moses 
knew Pharaoh's court, and had dou1)tless 
seen ruIers and kings of small domains 
lie prostrate at the feet of tliis niiglity 
potentate, as we learn by tlic Tell 
Amarna tablets, of which I have Conder's 
translation. How could tlii's meek mall 
go  to such a mighty king with the mes- 
sage that he was to lead the Israelites 
out of Egypt?  H e  trembled a t  the 
thought. For forty years lie liad been 
keeping sheep in the wilderness, and he 
held in his hand a shepherd's crook. The 
Lord said, "What is .that in- thine hand?"  
And he said, "A rod." "Cast it 011 the 
ground," said the Almighty. Moses did 
so and in a mornent the rod becanie a 
serpent, and hloses fled from before it. 
In tliis passage the word translated ser- 
pent is "riahash," tlie ordinary one for 
serpent, hut in chapter seven it is "tan- 
nin," which means. "a great serpent." It 
seems scarcely likely that at one tiow 
it would be a small serpent, and a t  an- 
other time a large one. God said to the 
frightened nian, "Take it by tlie tail." 
This would be most dangerous \vith a 
large serpent but Moses obeyed. Put-  
ting his life in God's hand, he seized the 
creature by the tail, and in answer to  his 
obedient faith, it turned again to a rod. 
No\\. we do not suppose that God's signs 
arc like the tricks of a conjurer, intended 
niercly to astonish and confound people. 
No! they have nieanings tliat do not lie 
on tlic surface. This rod was the sign 
of Moses' occupation as a slieplicrd. Cast- 
ing it down was a symbol tliat lie laid 
down his I~usiness, and future life, at 
God's fcet. This was necessary if lie 
was to  do the Lord's work. The rod 
turned into a serpent, and so became a 
type of that old serpent which caused t l ~ c  
fall of nian: but tlic serpent on tlic 
grou~id I d o r e  hfosc\ hecamc po\vcrless 
in tlie face of his 01)cdicilt faitli. 

The Lord then said, "Put now thy hand 
into thy Oosom;" ~ Z O S C S  oheyed, and when 
lie took it out, it was rvhitc as sno\v with 
Icprosy. By God's c o ~ n ~ ~ i a n d  lie did what 
Iic \voulrl naturally shrink from, and put 
t l~is  I~arlly diseascd Iiand into his 130~0111; 
w h m  hc plurkcd it out again i l  n2as healed 
and was turned as  his other flesli. 

T H E  PENTECOSTAL EVANGEL ' 

Here God manifested His power over 
a very terrible and persistent disease, in 
answer to  obedient faith in Hinl. A third 
sign was. then given. Moses was to take 
o f  the water of tlie river, and to pour 
~t upon the ground whereupon it would 
become blood. Now tlie Nile was the life 
of  Egypt. All the fruitfulness of tliat 
larid was from tlie river, and its water 
was the  sign of life. \%'hen it becanie 
blood tliis was the sign of death. Tlie 
life and death of Egypt lay in tlie river. 

Now tilark the sequence of these three 
signs. I. Power over Satan, the old ser- 
pent. 2. Power over deadly disease. 3. 
Power over life and deatli. When Clirist 
sent forth His seventy disciples, there 
was tlie sanie sequence of signs. I. Satan 
like liglitning fell from Iieaven. 2. Tlie 
sick were healed. 3. The dead were raised, 
and spiritual life entered in where deatli 
had reigned bciore (Luke 10:9, 17-19). 

In Exodus 15:ZZ-26 we are given one of 
the fundamental lessous about health and 
Iiealing. The people of Israel liad just 
come tlirougli tlic Red Sea. They then 
\vent tliree days in the wilderness and 
fonnd 110 water. These tliree days were 
days of ~)reparatioii. They would have 
used up the water they had carried with 
tlieni, and \vould then I)e very tliirsty. 
\Yl~cn tliey- canie to tlic waters of Marall, 
and eagerly ran to quench their thirst, 
they \rere grievously disappointed, for 
the waters \\-ere bitter. Evcii the lessons 
of the Most High are  often learned with 
difticulty, if they are learned a t  all, until 
we are  in a needy condition in which 
our  expectations a re  unfulfilled and our  
wants a r e  unsatisfied. But whe11 Moses 
cried unto' the Lord, "the Lord showed 
Iiim a tree, \\-liicli when lie liad cast into 
tlie waters, tlie waters were made sweet : 
tliere 11e made for then1 a statute and an  
ordinance. and tliere lie proved them and 
said, If  thou wilt diligently liearken to 
the voice of tlic Lord thy God, and wilt 
do that \vliicli is right in his sight, and will 
give ear to his comniand~nents,  and keep 
all his statutcs, I will put none of these 
diseases upon tliee, which I have brought 
upon tlie Egyptians: for I an1 the Lord 
that Iiealetli thee;" (or "the doctor," Heb. 
The word is translated "physicians" in 
2 Chron. 16:12 and Jer. 822) .  

Now n-Iiat is a "statute," what is an 
"ordinance," and \\.hat is a "proof"? A 
statute is a fixcd law; the Hchrew word 
ans\rers \\ell to the En$linli. A fixed 
law differs prcatly froni a chance. The 
former will al\\-a?t, operate \ v l i c~~  tlie ncc- 
essary conditions are  satisfied. 11ut a 
cliance may occur once an11 never again. 
t l i ou~ l i  thc co;~clitions appe;ir to be prc- 
ciselv the sanic. \Ye arc  taught in this 
passagc t l ~ a t  healing follows a fixed law;  
\ve may rcccivc it agai~i  and again, if tlic 
ncccssary conrlitions arc  satisfied. An 
"ordi~iance" or judgment (Hel~rew.  
hli.;hpat) is a nleans I)? \\-liicli tlie Lord 
may judgr us, and we ma? judge oursclres. 
A "proof" is a tcst. 

Tlir Lord declares ill vcrac 26 tlic mati- 
llrr iri \vllicl~ we are  tested or proved. 
In ordcr to pass tliat tcst. \vc must coni- 
ply \vitli four conditio~is. 

( I )  \Ye niust diligently licarke~i to the 
voirc. o f  the Lord. God speaks to His 
people, sou~ct i~i ics  tlirougli sick~icss, a t  
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other tinies through conscience, througli 
His book o r  through the voice of other 
people. W e  must be diligent lister~ers for 
His voice. 

(2) W e  riiust do what is right in ,His 
sight. 

(3) \Ve must give ear  to His command- 
ments. We niust c a r e f ~ d l ~  read them iu 
the Old Testanlent and in the New. 

(4)  \Ye must keep all His statutes. 
To those who pass this test the Lord 

GLYS. "I will put none of tliese diseases 
u p o ~  tliec wl~icli I have brought upon 
the Egyptians: for I am the Lord that 
Iiealetli tliee." Why are the diseases 
of  the Egyptians n~cnt ioned? Because 
there was 110 disease alllong the Israelites 
at this special tinie. I n  Psal~i i  105:37 
it is said of tliat pcriot!, "There was not 
one feeble person aniong their tribes." And 
our coninion sense tells us tliat, if it had 
not been so, some thousands a t  least 
would have been left at the time of tlie 
going fortli fro111 Egypt. Aniong us there 
is not a village of any size that has not 
its sick and infirm who are unable to 
walk any distance. But illy reader will 
say, "There was niucli sickness aniong the 
Israelites." Yes, dear reader, there was. 
later on, and there was also such diso- 
Bedience and sin as makes the Israelites 
an object lesson to all ages. 

My experience of tlie results of ex- 
plaining this passage to tlie sick has been 
that scores of sick people have been 
liealed when they paid attention to the 
teaching of tliis passage alone. 

"But." says someone, "tliis is Old Testa- 
nierlt teaching, a ~ ~ d  it was given to the 
Israelites." True, yet frotii the earliest Gos- 
pel times tliis Tree, which tlie Lord 
slio\ved to hloscs, lias been taken to be 
the Rod. out of the stern of Jesse, and 
tliis healing has been held to be a part 
of His Gospel. The last words of the 
pasbage, viz., "I ani tlie Lord that healetll 
thee." show that a parable underlies this 
incident a t  Marali-the waters are  the 
people, tbe 1)itterness is sickness, which 
embitters life, and tlie Tree is tlie Saviour. 
n h o  died 011 tlie tree, and when cast 
into the sick and sore waters, healed 
tlie people and left comniands and in- 
structions for tlie same Ilealings in aftcr- 
ages. 

If tliis be so, we sliould expect tliat 
the coming of Clirist would I)e signalizerl 
1)y the healing of niultit~ides of sick PCO- 
ple, and tliis n.as so. Our Lord Hi~nself 
healed great nu~nliers. Then H e  sent out 
the twelve apostles to prcacli and to  Ileal 
i l l  His Kame, and tliese were follo\red I)?. 
the S e v c ~ ~ t ~  with the same nlessage and 
the sanie po\vcr. The Lord con fir me^^ 
His \Vord \vitli signs follo\ving, for n-c 
read that tlic twelve went througli the 
to\rris, healing every\vlicrc. Tlic Seventy 
rcturncd a g a i ~ ~  \villi joy, saying. "Lorrl, 
even the devils arc subject unto us in tll? 
name" (Luke clraptcrs 9 and 10). This 
work did not cease at His death, nor a t  
His ascension. but His Gospel in tllc 
early days 1,rou~llt  the snlrlc message of 
pardon a11d I ~ c a l i ~ ~ g .  \VC read in Acts 5 : 
14-16. aftcr the death of Ananias, "BC- 
licvcrs wcrc the more addctl t o  the Lord.

I h a \ e  been in the w o r k  in this city 
since January, 1918, with the exception of 
thirteen m o n t h  in the north and eleren 
months in another city of the island. 111 
the beginning things moved slowly. I)ut 
for over a year and a half there has been 
a steady revival. Praise the Lord. There 
is also a branch work in another city 
some eight miles away, a new work some 
six miles out a t  a plantation and in 3ev- 
era1 different parts of this city which is 
seven miles long. 

During the first years we were a few 
women and children, but now there are  
a large number of men as well as women 
and children. W e  feel the need of a 
building as  in my dwelling house, where 
we have the services, only about half of 
the converts can get in and the unsaved 
have no chance. But ncw ones get saved 
at open-air meet- 
ings and cottage 
meetings in dif- 
ferent parts. In 
a residence street 
and a rented 
h o u s e  s o m e  
neighbor is sure 
t o  be offended 
a t  the services 
and there -is a 
rain of stones. 
W e  have h a d  
s o m e  serious 
times but the 
liolice have de- 
fended u s  o f  
their own free 
will and we have 
seen the salva- 
tion of the Lord.

s ~ c k ,  weary, and ~ou l -hung ry  workers of 
o t l ~ c r  dc i~o~ninat ions  might come and find 
a Saviour, who was physician and bap- 
tizer as well; in other words, a placc 
where Pentecostal truths in all thcir pow- 
e r  might be made rcal to the worn-out 
workcrs all ovcr Japan. 

I had alrezdy with me three Japanese 
young women,-two Baptists, and one 
Congregationalist, who had besn healed in  
body, sanctified, and baptized in the Holy 
Spirit since con~ iug  here,-and so had 
become workers with me herc in this lit- 
tle coinler of God's vineyard. I talked 
with t l ieil~ about taking others into ou r  

. home, and they eagerly assented; for  tile 
blessings which they had received herc 
they were eager t o  share with others. 
W e  liad one. empty room in our  home ;  
we dedicated it to the Lord, and asked 
Him to  scud in the  needy. 

The  first t o  come was the wife of a 
p ron i i ne~~ t  Congregational pastor. S h e  
had one eye that was rott ing in her head, 
from n-hicl~ she liad suffered agonies for 
threc years. In less than three weeks 
she was healed and I~aptized in the Spirit. 
Bclore Chris:~nas she went back t o  hcr  
family, and through her hus l~and 's  church 
magazine her testimony went all over 
Jailan. Then for two months we were 
tested: IIO one came, although urc kept 
pa)-iu:.

Besidcs those who haxe come into our 
home, some have come up from Tokyo, 
f o r  day-length vicits, to inquire into the 
Bap t i sn~  o f  the Spirit. Two  young men 
from a Baptist church in Tokyo  come up 
every Sunday;  they  have been baptized in 
the  Spirit. A Baptist pastor from Tokyo 
has come up three times, crying like a 
child in his longing for  the  Baptism of 
the Spirit. P r ay  for  h i n ~ ;  he will get his 
portion yet. Two  prominent women evan- 
gelists from Baptist churches in Tokyo 
came up, and after listening to the IVord 
o n  this, subject all afternoon, and prayer 
in the Spirit all evening, they left, saying 
with tears,  "Pray  for  us, we want it, too." 
A prominent woman evangelist of the 
Congregational church was with us a few 
days, and  was baptized in the  Spirit. She  
in~mcdia te ly  brought her grown son, who 
t l~ rough  nervous prostration was en-  
feebled mentally, and rented a house in 
this neighborhood for him. H e  is com- 
ing to every church meeting and is al- 
ready m u c l ~  in~proved. T h e  same wolllall 
brought her  niece with a tiny baby, all 
skin and  bones. Both the mother and 
the baby were healed, but a r e  staying in 
the  neighborhood for  further instruction. 

Thinking over all these cases, I wonder- 
ed. "\%'hat does God want t o  do here?"  
Af ter  much fasting and prayer, I came 
t o  the conclusion, tha t  H e  wanted t o  opeu 
a Rest Home, where anyone might freely 
come and  receive healing for  body and 
brain, and  the  Baptism of the  Spirit, as 
well as regular instruction in the Word 
to build up  a permanent faith. 

S o  you can see that the first thing 
that we need is a building. You can 
well imagine that a house rented to ac- 
coiii~nodate four workers, is crowded ~v i t h  
ten o r  twelve in it. Already we have 
had t o  refuse ~ n e n t a l  cases, for  wc feel 
that they need a special room and a 
special carclaker.  Also many of these 
young women, when sick, have no money, 
and no way of earning any. S o  we have 
t o  take  t l ~ e m  in on  faith. and be the 
"good samaritan" t o  pay their bills. The  
Lord is silowing us to be severely tested 
along h a n c i a l  lincs. But I want to tcst-  
ify that although iuoney from America 
is \ c r y  scarcc, someway o r  other, H e  has 
fed us all. I-Ic never fails us' praise His 
Name! \Vc ncver run up  I~ills for food. 
antl somctiiiies I have fclt like Old hiother 
H u l ~ l ~ a r d .  But though tile cupboard might 
I I C  bare. God's e a r  was not deaf, and His 
s111)plies arc  exhaustless. Praisc Jesus, H e  
ncvcr furgets us!
