When I had been in China about eigh- 
teen months, and could speak the lang- 
uage, I started for the city of Tali-Fu 
where they had had a great earthquake. 
Though the city of Tali-Fu was ten days' 
journey from Wei-Hsi, yet we had felt 
the effects of the earthquake even there. 
Our beds rocked and the people ran 
screaming out into the  streets. A t  Tali- 
Fu  the earthquake had been so severe 
that in less than an  hour ten thousand 
people were killed. The  whole city was 
in a terrible condition. There were none 
to bury the  dead bodies and they were 
piled outside the city wall. The  dogs and 
the wolves came and a te  the flesh. You 
could not go outside the west gate with- 
out treading on bones. Of course pesti- 
lence followed, and then starvation. Some 
of them even ate their children. 

A year a l ter  the earthquake I made an- 
other trip to Tali-Fu and had an  escort 
of soldiers with me for protection. MY sister and a little band of native Chris- 
tians also were in the party. Just as we 
rounded a corner, we met ten o r  fifteen 
bandits pushing a great storie wheel. 
They break your mule's legs with this 
wheel, then it is easy work to rob and 
kill you. As they neared me with this 
huge stone wheel I raised the stick I 
had in my hand and said, "111 the name 
of Jesus, gct  out of the way." They 
were so frightened they pushed the wheel 
to one side, and the stone wheel went 
over thc side ol  the precipice. I stood 
up and defied them, in the name of the 
Lord, to touch us. I was riding in front 
of the party and nly sister was riding in 
the rear. I called to my sister, "Don't 
be afraid, come on!" My sister started 
to sing a hynin, and the whole party of 
thirty Chinese passed right by these devil- 
ish looking men who delight in shedding 
blood. I told the bandits they would fall 
dead il  they moverl, a n d  they stood still 
and Ict us pass by. Surely God is our 
defense ! 

About five or ten minutes later our 
soldier escorts began to run. I yelled for 
them to come back, but they did not 
conic; I knew there was trouble allend. 
I did not know what to do ;  if we ran 

back we would {all into the hands'of the  
bandits we had just passed. I knew we 
were surrounded by robber-infested moun- 
tains. W e  started to sing a hymn, and 
went lorward. Just as we rounded the 
mountain side we saw about two hun- 
dred bandits with their bodies and long 
knives shining in the sulllight. They were 
yelling like mad men and firing their 
guns; the bullets were passing right by 
us. I really thought death had come, and 
I committed my sister and myself to the 
Lord. 

Without a sign of fear we marched 
towards them, singing, "Yes, Jesus Loves 
Me." They came swooping down upon us 

till they were within about fifty yards, 
then they stopped. Thank God the days 
o f  miracles a r e  not past! God wroughl 
a miracle lor our deliverance. I saw the 
bandits stop dead still and gaze up above 
us. Their knives dropped from their 
hands. They were seeing angels all about 
and above us. W e  passed right by un- 
touched. Not another shot was fired. 
When we had passed them I looked back; 
they were still standing there looking up. 

When  we reached the next Chinese city 
I reported to the official that his soldiers 
ran away, and told him what had hap- 
pened. He looked a t  me and said, "Sure- 
ly you did not come that way!" I said, 
"Yes, that is the way we came." H e  
said, "Just look here." And he took me 
into the back courtyard and showed me 
two o r  tltrce people whose heads had 
been cut off only twenty-four hours be- 
fore by these same robbers. That  gave 
me a chance to testify t o  this Chinese 
official about a God who could hear and 
answer prayer, a God who could see and 
could protect, and I   reached to him quite 
a long time. 

When I first saw tlicse filthy natives 
and obscrved their filthy custonis (Tibe- 
tans never mash), I said, "0 Lord, YOU 
must work a great miracle in my heart 
and gi\-e me a divine lovc lor  these peo- 
ple." And the Lord did. H e  gave me 
a vision in which I saw myself standing 
by thc side of one of these Tibetans, 
but tlie blnod of the Lord Jesus had not 
bccn applied to my heart a t  the time. 
Jesus \\-as looking upon us both;  I saw 
tlie kilt11 of the Tibetan, but I looked 
worse than he did. Then I rcalized that 
it was only by the grace of God that I 
was what I was. All that I had, evcry- 
thing I possessed, was a gilt  from God.

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Ice. Its waters are to bc maintained at a 
given levcl, so as to ensurc a sufficient flow 
for driving the turbines of the two power- 
houses, which arc bcing erected on the banks 
of thc Jordan, away to thc south. This will 
be accomplishcrl by directing the flow of the 
River Yal-muk, a tributary to thc Jordan, 
into the lake. 

"It is f l om the Sea of Galilee that the 
Jordan cmcrgcs as a rushing torrent, finally 



emptying itself into the Dead Sea. Al- 
though the dstance between these two points 
in a straight line is only 66 miles, the river 
owing to its many windings, makes almost 
three times that distance. Then the drop 
is tremendous--over 2,000 feet. For the 
most part, the river flows between high banks 
lined with willow trees and tamarisk bushes, 
while intercepting its course are many 
islands." 

Grcut I ~ r i g a t i o s  Schcntcs 
Mr. Shepstone continues: "It discharges 

over five miilidn tons of fresh water into 
the Dead Sea daily, which up to the present 
has not been utilized in any way. Now it is 
to be harnessed, not only for power purposes, 
but for irrigating vast unproductive areas 
in the Jordan valley. Here, on what is to- 
day waste land, thriving agricultural settle- 
ments will arise. Experiments have shown 
that in the hot Jordan valley the cotton plant 
changes its character from that of an annual 
herb into a perennial bush. 

"Three hydro-electric generating stations 
are to be erected and work has already 
commenced on the first, which will be situa- 
ted at a spot called Jisrel-Mujameh, some 
seven miles to the south of the Sea of Gali- 
lee. Here, in the wilderness, a modern con- 
struction camp, consisting of neat, concrete 
bungalows and possessing every convenience, 
has arisen. As I write, some 400 workmen 
have taken up their residence here, but be- 
fore long the number is expected to total 

. 600. A temporary power-house, generating 
640 horse-power, is being installed for light- 
ing this camp and driving the machinery. 

"Across the Yarmuk a dam, thirty feet 
high, is being thrown. This will result in 
the formation of a lake with a water area 
of 1,200,000 square metres. A second dam 
will cross the Jordan itself a t  the village of 
Delhamieh, thereby creating another reser- 
voir, though its main object will be rather 
to raise the waters of the Jordan to the 
necessary level and permit them to be divert- 
ed by a canal, 6,000 feet in length, into the 
Yarmuk Reservoir." 

Lighting UP Ancieii6 Cities 
After describing the sites of the three 

great power stations, Mr. Shepstone says: 
"The enterprise is unique, in that it is de- 
signed by one vast organization to cover the 
needs of the whole country. In the near fu- 
ture every city, town, and agricultural set- 
tlement, will be able to obtain electrical 
energy for lighting, heating, and power pur- 
poses. Furthermore, the government will 
regulate the charges and cheap power will 
be the result. For  the first time, Jerusalem, 
Bethlehem, Nazareth, Nablous, and scores of 
other places famed in the sacred narrative, 
will be lighted by electricity. It is startling 
to know that the Via Dolorosa, along which 
Christ passed on His way to Calvary, will 
be illuminated by modern electric standards 
operated by the waters of the Jordan in 
which H e  was baptized. ,Thus is the Holy 
Land, so long neglected, being modernized 
along Western lines."

“The 
manifestation of the Spirit is given to every 
(each) ma” to profit withal.” 1 Cor. 12:7. 
There are “o exceptions. The whole chap- 
ter breathes a spirit of eve” the apparently 
lowest and least members of the body of 
Christ having a place, and being “ceded. 
A believer without sonx gift, some ministry, 
is “ever co”tcmplated. There is no sug- 
gestion that Spiritual Gifts are for the fa- 
vored few. They are for all. 

We Should Pmy for Added G;fis 
It must furthermore be particularly “o- 

ticed that there are certain Spiritual Gifts 
which believers who’ have already received 
at least one can, and should, “ow go o” to 
desire. Thus the one \vho excrciscs the 
Gift of Tongues is told to pray that he “lay 
also have the Gift of Interpretation of 
TO"gUCS. 1. Co*. 14 :13. Even stronger 
words are used; we are told to ‘couct to 
prophesy” (ch. 14 :39) ; and to “covet cam- 
rsfly the best gifts” (Ch. 12:31). 

4:14 and 2 Tim. 1:6. The solemn occasion 
Timothy is reminded of is when the elders 
unitedly laid hands upon him, with Paul ap- 
parently among them, and most likely at 
his setting apart for the work of the min- 
istry before they left Lystra (Acts 16.) It 
appears that one of the elders at the same 
time had a prophecy by the Holy Spirit in- 
dicating the particular Gift graciously be- 
stowed upon the young man. 

This does not in any wise contradict the 
sovereignty of God in bestowing Spiritual 
Gifts ; it is only consistent with the beautiful 
revelation of the whole of the Bible that 
the Almighty condescends to work through, 
and by the co-operation of, human channels. 
Never make the mistake that by the laying 
on of hands men have it in their own power 
and will to bestow any Spiritual Gift. This 
beautiful and appropriate ordinance is only 
powerful as.those who exercise it are in the 
\vill of God and full of the Holy Ghost. It 
shonld IX rcmcmbcred however, that this is 
a pcrlectly Scriptural ordinance, and we 
do quite well to submit to it from recognized 
godly br-cthrcn when seeking Spiritual Gifts 
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or blessing. We may safely depend on the 
Lord honoring His own appoir*ed methods. 

We have seen that in bestowing Spiritual 
Gifts God is sovereign. That sovereignty 
may express itself by the direct bestowal 
of the Gifts without any human intervention, 
-r by their bestowal through the laying o” 
of hands. 

The question now arises as to whether 
there is any action or attitude on man’s part 
indicated in the Scriptures by which the 
divine purpose can be helped or hindered. 
We suggest : 
(A) Surrender. 

By this we mea” that absolute submission 
to the will of God which is implied in the 
sovereignty of the words “as He will.” 
There should be a perfect willingness to re- 
ceive whatsoever Gift the Lord may desire 
me to have. It is very natural, for instance, 
to desire the Gifts of Healing ; and we have 
frequently met believers who are absolutely 
unwilling to have the Gift of Tongues. But 
the fundamental attitude must be one of 
complete submission. Only God knows the 
Gift each believer is best able to exercise 
for the glory of His name; and only the 
Lord knows the Gift best fitted to the spirit- 
ual condition of each of His children. It 
is easily possible to see that unless the pos- 
session of certain Gifts is balanced by a 
corresponding degree of deep sanctification 
the result can only be disaster, both for the 
individual and the church. On the other 
hand the very exercise of certain Gifts may 
exert a sanctifvine influence on the char- 
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acter ; thus healings may produce compas- 
sion, discerning of spirits may stir up to 
watchfulness, or speaking with tongues may 
prove very humbling to intellectual pride. 
(B) Prayer. 

The sovereignty of God never takes away 
the place and power of prayer; and con- 
cerning Spiritual Gifts the believer is 
strongly exhorted to PRAY for them. A 
strong desire for certain Gifts is perfectly 
right, provided it be coupled with submission. 

Indeed such a desire is urged towards the 
“best gifts” (1 Cor. 12:31) ; the words are 
intense-“covet earnestly” or “he earnestly 
ambitious.” Nothing could be stronger than 
this. “Set your heart on the prophetic gift,” 
he says (1 Cor. 14:39, M&at) : “A ma” 
who speaks in a tongue must pray for the 
gift of interpreting it” (vu. 13, M&at). 

All these expressions are the very oppo- 
site of a” attitude of sitting down with 
folded hands and waiting in a vague way for 
whatever may come along. Working in con- 
junction with divine sovereignty there must 
also be real and deep human desire. Let us 
get away from that mistaken refusal of a 
really sanctified .ambition in the Christian 
life: it is planted withi” the soul by divine 
grace. God “ever mocks the true heart; the 
very desire He bestows is the divine promise 
that sometime, somehow, somewhere He will 
satisfy to the full. 
(C) Faith. 

This is possibly the least .understood of 
all human conditions for receiving and par- 
ticularly for cxcrcisir~.~ Spiritual Gifts. After 
considerable cxpcrience we should feel 
tempted to say thnt probably more pco~le 
are hindered from the exercise of Spiritual 
Gifts by unbelief than by anything ~1s~ we 
could name. 



Yet notice how distinctly in Rom. 12:3-6 
Paul says that the use of a g i f t  comes frgm 
the measure of faith, and will be according 
to  the proportion of that faith. T h e  Lord 
has made my faith the condition in all things 
o f  the flow of divine life and power through 
me. Nothing so absolutely unfits the vcssel 
for  tlie blaster's use as unbelief. It is not 
prayer, but the "prayer of faith" that saves 
the sick, etc. (James 5 ) .  There is no in- 
cident which more perfectly illustrates the 
applicatiol~ of this principle to Spiritual 
Gifts than Peter walking on the water. Matt. 
14:28-30. With eyes upon Jesus 11e went 
steadily forward, but with eyes around he 
began to sink. S o  it is with Spiritual Gifts, 
-with the eyes of the spirit u p n  the Lord 
there will be free exercise, but with eyes 
around, speedy failure. 

There is a mi i~aken idea quite prevalent 
that in the exercise of a Spiritual Gift the 
believcr is practically forced by the Holy 
Spirit, almost in spite of tlie human will. 
This is never so when GOD is tlic source 
of inspiration to eithcr utterance or  action. 
H e  always leaves the freedom of the human 
will entirely unimpaired. T h e  manifestation 
of the Spirit can be quenched; on the other 
hand the impulses of tlie Holy Spirit can be 
yielded to so readily and intelligently that 
there can be an instant and beautiful exer- 
cise of any Spiritual Gift. This should be 
our aim, and it reveals "God and man in 
oneness  blending," NOT thc driving of a 
slave by its master. 

Sfiiritilol Gifts that L;e Dorrna~it  
A possibility that always needs rcckon- 

ing with concerning Spiritual Gifts is that 
they may be genuinely in the believer, and 
yet be lyiog dormant and unmanifested. 

read these words, take heed to what we 
have said! 

Nothing is of more vital importance con- 
cerning the re-establishment of New Testa- 
ment Christianity than the full return of 
every one of the supernatural Gifts of the 
Holy Ghost. Their partial, instead of cem- 
plete, restoration is a constant source of 
weakness-we had almost said danger. T h e  
church should constantly pray and be "earn- 
estly ambitious" therefore that e;~ch and 
every gift  may be found in active operation, 
and Gifts already bestcnved sliould be jcal- 
ously maintained in full exercise. N o  theo- 
retical or  doctrinal belief without active 
operation will sufice here. W e  must have 
T H E  G I F T S .  

Thank God that the divine sovereignty 
also expresses thc divine \villingness. T h e  
New Testanlent gives us ample ground to 
expect that the Lord is still ready to bestow 
A L L  the Gifts of His  Spirit as  at the be- 
ginning, dividing to every man severally as  
H e  will. "Lord, we belic~e!"

These passages suggest at once the thought 
that many bdievers do not need to pray for 
the bestowal of Spiritual Gifts half so much 
as they need to attend to  the exercise of 
those they already possess. I n  such a case 
it is no use trying to throw the responsibility 
on the Lord, as  though H e  had never given, 
or  else had withdrawn the Gift. T h e  be- 
liever himself is responsible for stirring up 
his gift  as the Holy Spirit moves upon him 
and seeks to bring the sluggihh mmiiestation 
of His presence into operation once more. 
H o w  firmly Paul's insplred advice to T i ~ n -  
othy insists on the human side of respon- 
sibility for the exercise of the Spirit's Gifts. 
I t  i.; almost as t h o n ~ l i  God had made Him- 
self s o v c r e i ~ n  in the bestowal of t l ~ e  Gifts, 
and then left man sovcrcijil~ as to tlleir free 
and ~ ~ r o f i t a l ~ l e  exercise. T l ~ c  wl~olf (caching 
of 1 Cor. 14 iolplies the same principle.

D o  not get  unduly 
hcatcd! Kccp cool! Even ill a good 
cause, fretfulness is not a wise help-meet. 
Frett ing only heats the  bearings;  it does 
not  gencrate tlie steam. I t  is n o  help 
to  a train for the  axles t o  get h o t ;  their 
hea t  is only a hindrance. W h e n  t h e  axles 
g e t  heated,  it is because of unnecessary 
frict ion; dry surfaces a re  grinding to- 
gether,  which ought to  be kept in sniooth 
co-operation by a delicate cushion of oil. 

A n d  it is not a suggestive fact that this 
word "iret" is closely akin to the  word 
"friction," and  is an  indication of absence 
of tlie anointing oil of the grace o i  God?  

I n  fretfulness, a little bit of gri t  gets 
into the  bearings-some slight disappoint- 
mcnt,  some ingratitude, some discourtesy 
-and the smooth n o r k i n g  of the life is 
checked. Friction begets h e a t ;  and  with 
tlie hcat, most tlangerous conditions a r e  
created. 

D o  not Ict thy bearings ge t  hot. Le t  
the  oil of the Lord keep thee cool, lest by 
reason of a n  unholy heat thou be reck- 
oucd among the  evil-doers.-The Silver 
Lining.

“But of that day and that hour knoweth 
no man, no, not the angels which are in 
heaven. neither the Son, but the Father.” 
Mark 13 :32. 

In the \Vord of God the second coming of 
Jesus is spoken of, the end of this age is 
foretold, the Holy City is described, the trib- 
ulation among nations is set forth, the mil- 
lennia! reign of Christ is prophesied, the 
first resurrection and the second rcsurrec- 
tion arc told about, the judgment of Chris- 
tians and the judgment of sinners are men- 
tioned, the renovation of the heavens and 
the earth is shown, the lake of fire is pic- 
turd ; nod the LI~W earth and heavcns of tlie 
eternal ages are revealed. However, in no 
place is the end of the world and the dc- 
struction of man in one cataclysmic event 
prophesied in the Word of God. God has 
a definite plan concerning the future of His 
creation which He reveals in His inspired 
xvord. Let us see if we can get an insight 
into God’s thought for us and the future of 
mankind. 

The history of the world as told by 
Scriptures is separated into what are known 
by theologians as dispensations, of which 
there are seven, viz.: The dispensation of 
innocence ; from creation to the fall of man; 
that of conscience, from the fall of man 
to Koah’s flood; that of human government, 
from the flood to the call of Abraham; that 
of Promise, from the call of Abraham to 
the giving of the Law on Mt. Sinai; that of 
the Law, from Mt. Sinai to the coming of 
Jesus our Saviour ; that of Grace, from the 
cross of Calvary to the translation of the 
saints at the end of the church age; and the 
Millennial Dispensation, or the Visible Reign 
of Christ on earth. 

We are living in the dispensation of God’s 
grace. This is the time of salvation, the 
accepted time, the time in which God has 
sent forth the Holy Spirit in Pentecostal 
power to gather out from among the Gen- 
tiles a people to bear the name of Jesus. 
Acts 15 :14 says, “Simeon hath declared how 
God at the first did visit the Gentiles, to 
take out of thmm a people for His name.” 
In this age of grace, the fundamental teach- 
ings of God’s \Vord are highly illuminated. 
so that those who are yielded to God and led 
by the Spirit of God need not err or go 
astray or misinterpret the Word of God. 
Tl~ese revelations of Divine writ include 
the deity of Jesus Christ, the personality of 
the Holy Ghost, the origin of man through 
divine creation, the inspiration of the Vvrord 
of God, the atoning work of Jesus Christ, 
the fall of man in sin and the necessity of 
his salvation through Christ’s ntonrmcnt, the 
judgment of those who reject solution, and 
the srcond coming of Jcsua Christ. Acts 
1 :I! tells “5 : “Yc men of Galilee, why 
stand ye sazing up into l~eavcn? This same 
Jesus, which is taken up from you into 
l~avcn, shall so come in like nnnner BS ye 
haw seen Him go into heaven.” It is the mis- 
unrl~r.51;o~di11!: of this last mentioned cvcnt 
wliich c3uw5 1I1c.s~ unscl-ipIur:d pl-ctlictions 
<,I the ml1 <if IllC wol-II!. (Ii IlliF WC~,lld 
coming of Cllrist, Jesns IIinwlf says tllat 

“no man knorvs the day nor the hour when 
t11c Son of nxln cometh.” 

Tliis age of God’s grace, in which we arc 
living and in which God’s low is manifested 
to\vards us tht-ough the giving of His Son 
to die and save us with His blood (John 
3 :I6 says, “For God so loved the world that 
He gnvc His only bejiottcn Son, that who- 
soever believcth in Him should not perish 
but have crerlasting life”), will close with 
the coming of Jesus Christ to translate His 
bride. This event will be secret. when ac- 
cording to Luke 17 :34-36, “Thcrc shall be 
two in one bed; I!K one shall be taken, and 
the other shall be left. Two women shall 
be grinding together; the one shall be taken, 
and the other left. Two men shall bc in 
the field; the one shall be taken, and the 
other left.” 

At this time of Christ’s coming there will 
be a resurrection, according to 1 Thess. 4:13- 
18, “For the Lord Himself shall descend 
from heaven with a shout, with the voice of 
the archangel, and with the trump of God; 
and the dad in Christ shall rise first: Then 
we which are alive and remain shall be 
caught up together with them in the clouds, 
to meet the Lord in the air; and so shall we 
ever be with the Lord.” Also at this time 
a great change takes place among the mor- 
tal Christians and those who have died in 
Christ, as 1 Cor. 15 :51-54 tells us, “Behold, 
I shew you a mystery; we shall not al! sleep, 
but we shall al! be changed. In a moment, 
in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump : , . tar the trumpet shall sound, and the dead 
shall bc raised incorruptible. and we shall 
be changed. For this corruptible must put 
on incorruption, and this mortal must put 
on immortality. So when this corruptible 
shall have put on incorruption, and this 
mortal shall have put on immortality, then 
shall be brought to pass the saying that is 
writt,cn. “Death is swallowed up in victory. 
0 death, where is thy sting? 0 grave, where 
is thy \-ictory?” Again, at this time of 
translation Jesus Christ comes only for those 
who are ready to meet Him. Luke 12:40. 
“Rc ye therefore ready also, for the Son of 
man comcth at an l~our when ye think not.” 
Also in Mark 13 :35-37 we are told, “Watch 
ye therefore: for ye know not when the 
master of the house cometh. at even, or at 
midnight, or at the cock crowing, or in the 
morning; lest coming suddenly He find you 
sleeping. And u+at I say unto you I sa) 
uoto all, watch.” 

dam. The seven heads are seven mountains, 
on. which the woman sitteth. And there are 
seven kings, five are fallen, and one is, and 
the other is not yet come ; and when he corn- 
eth, hc must continue a short space.

The trumpets of God’s judgment will 
sound, (cf. Rev. chapters 8 and 9) the vials 
of God’s wrath will be poured out (Chapters 
15 and 16) ; esrthquakes, wars, famines, 
pestilences and many other judgments of 
God upon men, too n~mcrous to mention, will 
be stalking abroad with their carnage. lvaters 
of the earth turned to blood (Rev. !6:3,4), 
the sun darkened, the moon refusing to give 
light, stars of heaven falling (Rev. 6 :13), 
men seeking death and not finding it, men 
crawling into the caves of the earth for 
fear of God, while judgment and destruction 
are on cwry Iland. Rev. 6:15-17 says: 
“And tile kings of the earth, and the great 
men, and the rich men, and the chief cap- 
tains, and the mighty men, and every bond 
man, and every free man, hid -themselves in 
the dens and in the rocks of the mountains; 
and said to the mountains and rocks. fall on 
us, and hide us from the face of Him that 
sitteth on the throne, and from the wrath 
of the Lamb; for the great day of His wrath 
has come; and who shall be able to stand?” 

This period of devastation, destruction and 
visitation of God’s wrath will end with the 
Battle of Armageddon (Rev. 19 :11-21), and 
the viSible return of Jesus Christ to set up 
His millennia! kingdom. Isa. 9 :6.7 says, 
“For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is 
given and the government shall be upon his 
shoulder; and his name shall be called Won- 
derful, Counsellor, the mighty God, the ever- 
lasting Father, the Prince of Peace. Of the 
increase of His government and peace there 
shall be no end, upon the throne of David, 
and upon his kingdom. to order it, and to 
establish it with judgment and with justice 
from henceforth even forever. The zeal of 
the Lord of hosts will perform this.” 

The translation of the bride will be follow- 
cd by a period of judgment in the earth, 
known as the tribulation, the great tribula- 
tion, Jacob’s trouble, etc. Matt.

Jesus Christ is not only the Saviour of 
mankind, but He is also the Messiah of the 
Jews. Pilate’s superscription over the cross 
of Jesus in tllree languages--Hebrew, Greek 
and Latin,-Jesus of Nazareth, the King of 
the Jew-was correct and gave our Saviour 
His real title. The millennial reign of 
Christ is a thousand years of peace and rest 
on earth. Jesus rules with a rod of iron, 
(Psa. 2 :9, “Thou shalt break them with 3 
rod of iron.“) The nations learn war no 
more ; swords become ploughshares ; spears 
become pruning forks, (Isa. 2 :4) the desert 
blossoms like a rose (Isa. 35:l) : instead of 
the thorn corncs the fir tree (Isa. 55 :I.~) ; the 
lamb lies down xvith the leopard (Isa. 11 :6- 
8) ; every man d~vells under his “xvn vine and 
fig tree (Xlcall 4 :4) ; the ~vhole Cal-th is at 
rest (Isa. 14 :i. 8).

"Frirnds arc  so  fickle: thcy will all for -  
sake III?, anrl I s l~a l l  have to go t o  the 
workhouse ; Lord, hclp mc !" 

Mrs. Tr~~st-;~nd-be-tl~ankiul was truly 
sick; hut  she whispered cl~ccrfully, "The 
sickness is not unto death, Praisc thc 
Lordl"  S hc  lost much in a rpttcn I~uild- 
ing society, but she said. "I havcn't lost 
Jesus: Praisc the I.o,rd!" Hc r  dcarcst 
and nearest  frirnd forsook her, but 
through her  tcars shc read, "He hath  
said, I \\-ill ncvcr lcavc thcc nor for -  
sake  thcc" (Heh. 13); anrl as usual, s l ~ c  
a<ldcd, "Praisc thc Lord!" 

Tcmptatlons were  always friylitening 
Mrs.  Fear-and-be-fretful. "I shall meet 
Apollyon one  dark  day, or some demon 
transformed into an angel of l ight:  Lord, 
help mc!" H e r  neighbor saw the  oppo- 
site side "o f  the  truth,  and  read in her 
Psalms, "He shall give His  angels charge 
over thce, to keep thce in all thy ways. 
They shall bear thee up  in their  hands. 
lest thou dash thy  foot against  a stone." 
Psalm 91 :11, 12. As  for  the  devil, she 
fairly started a defiant, "Praisc the 
Lord," a s  she read, "And the Lord  said, 
Sinloll, Simon, behold, Sa tan  hath de- 
sired t o  have you, that he  may sift you 
as whea t ;  but I have praycd for  thce. 
that thy  faith fail not." Luke 22:31, 32. 

OIIC day they had a talk about the  
Lord's work, for thcy had sought t o  do  
a little in a small way fo r  His  grea t  
love. "Thc Lord hclp us, hcar ts  a r e  so 
hard," said one. "Praise thc Lord," re- 
plied t h e '  other,  a s  shc quotcd Jcremiah

H c r  friend had no such d r ead :  indeed 
she applied comfort, telling her  t ha t  Christ 
had conic, "That through death H e  might 
dcstroy him tha t  had t he  power of death,  
tha t  is, the  devil: and delivcr them who 
through fcar  of death were all their  life- 
time suhject t o  bondage" (Hcb. 2:13), a n d  
she tried vcry  hard t o  gc t  the  shadowed 
hcar t  t o  lisp a "Praisc the Lord!" 

"Perhaps," shc addcd, "wc will not die 
a t  ail. hraybc the King will come and 
take  us t o  Himsclf. Praise thc Lord!" 
But 11cr companion still sighed, "Lord, help 
nlc !" 

T o  which of thcse mothcrs in Israel a rc  
you and I related? for  both have many 
cl~ildren. Surely, though it is  jiood t o  
say, "Lord, hclp me," it is cvcn better 
to say, "Praise the Lordl"  for  praisc is 
snpcrior to praycr,  and most of us  would 
ra thcr  dwell with Mrs. Trust-antl-be- 
thankful, than with Mrs. Fear-and-be- 
Frctful.

Since then I 
have had t o  add, "And help me  t o  di- 
gest this food." Then  the old lady sat  
down to  watch me enjoy the food. But 
I could not  kecp it doxvn a t  all, which 
upset her  greatly for  she felt  i t  had been 
wasted. But  I kept right on praying, and  
now I can keep it  down a long time. 

W h a t - a  diKerencc thcre  is bctwecn the 
death bed of a n  unsaved native and  the 
dcath of a Christian native! Full of pain, 
with sorcs full of maggots, the hca t l~en  
approaches dcath. Shc  calls in the priests 
with their  yellow robes and  prayer whccls. 
An ugly looking colored god is brought 
in, the  inccnsc is lit, and  the  priest prays 
prayers. Screaming and cry i~lg  she goes 
out  into darkness, ncvcr having had a 
chance, ncver having heard of the Lord 
jcsus. I havc been at the deathbed of 
a Christian ~ ~ a t i v e .  \Ve had given them 
a picture card  and told t h c n ~  we loved 
them. And through ou r  love thcy have 
realized the love o f  thc  Lord Jcsus who 
came to gi1.e thcm eternal life. r havc 
seen them lying o n  their  wooden board, 
dying, and singing the  praises of t he  
Lord. T h e  elders a r e  called in, praycr is 
offered, and thc  angcls comc and carry 
their spirit t o  eternal bliss. W h a t  a 
difference. I t  is xvorth cveryt l~ ing  in thc 
world t o  see these pcoplc turn fro111 dark-  
ncss to light. KO\\., a f tc r  fivc o r  six years 
in that district, t h c r e  are hundreds of 
baptized natives who a r e  rejoicing in the 
Lord. 

A t  Christmas and Eas ter  wc have con- 
ventions. T h e  Christians come from the 
north, south, cast  and wcst t o  sing and 
pray and thank God for  what H e  has 
done for  them. A t  each convention we 
havc a baptismal scrvicc and then a c o n -  
munion service.

While in hcathenisn~ tl1t.y \rere accus- 
tomed t o  give, even when in extreme 
poverty, to the priests.

I have seen solns of them 
so poor thcy had to eat t he  bark  of trees 
to satisfy their  hunger,  and yet they have 
brought their ofIcring t o  the Lord. I 
have seen them. before  their  meal of hark ,  
gc t  down o n  t l~c i r  knces and thank God 
for  it. 

I havc sccn thcm in thcir  povcrty ca t -  
ing dogs, rats, a ~ l d  all sorts of things. 
When the  snow is on  the  ground, I havc 
seen them going into the  mountains bare- 
footed t o  bring home some meat for  thcir  
families; yet there  was  a smilc on  thcir 
face and they were singing thc praises 
of Jesus. As  I g o  through the  States 
I see peoplc so selfish, lavishing so much 
on luxorics f o r  themselves. 111 China 
thcy  suffer pcrsccution ior  Jesus. I re- 
member one dear qoul \vl~o was threat-  
ened that if she went to church slle would 
be killed. But she came just the saule. 
While she \\.as a t  c11urch one Sunday 
morning everytiling \\-as stole11 from her  
house, not a t l~ inf i  \\'as Icft. \%'lien she 
got back she found everything gone. But  
she came to tell us ahout it (walked about 
ten miles), and thcrc  \\.as a wonderful 
snlile on her  face as she said, "Pastor, 
t l ~ e y  have taken cverything I have down 
I~c re ,  but they can't takc Jesus  away from 
me." 

I bclieve many of them put us to shame 
here  in America. Tllcy pray  all night, 
asking God t o  pour out  IIis blessing. Once 
a native said to me, "Pastor.

I 11ad n o t l i i ~ ~ g  to sa)- 
about it. David fixed tlie camera hefore 
nlc and I took the picture. Tlicy Ivcrc do- 

ing this to shame the man-they under- 
stand each other and know just wha t  
will give the keenest punishment. Af- 
terwards thcy got a rope and tied liini to 
a t r c r ;  thcn they took long I ~ a n ~ b o o  whips 
and \\.ere going to thrash him for I~ack -  
sliding, hut he pled with tllcnl not to 
do it. l'licy said, "Are you willing to 
havc all this whiskey tlirov,m away ? "  H e  
lookcd rathcr I\-istful but filially conscnt- 
ed. By the time the last lot \\,as poured 
out hc was smiling, hc had gotten the 
victory.
