


I t  is a pleasu'rc to grcet you and wel- 
come you to our circle of readers this 
weck. In addition to the thousands who 
regularly read the EVANGEL, this issue 
is being read by other thousands. T o  
these new' friends we say that a rc  are 
happy indeed to have this opportunity 
to introduce you to the teachings and 
experiences of Assernblics of God people. 

As you read through this entire paper 
you will get a well-rounded conception of 
who we are and what we believe. ' I t  will 
remain for you then to visit one of our 
churches and listen , to  one of our preach- 
ers so that you may see and hear for 
yourself just how these doctrines and 
experiences find expression in the lives 
of present-day Pentecostal bclievcrs. W e  
cordially invite you to "come and see." 

W e  are old-fashioned enough to bclieve 
and teach that every individual sllould be 
"born again" to be saved. \Ye share with 
others a firm conviction that the Lord 
Jesus will soon return to the earth. Like 
a number of other dcnominations we be- 
lieve that Christ died for our sicknesses 
as well as for our sins. But it is none of 
these doctrines, nor our insistence upon 
personal sanctification, that distinguishes 
us from most other denominations. ,Our 
distinctive doctrine concerns the baptism 
in the Holy Ghost. W e  bclieve that the 
Lord wants to give every born-again Chris- 
tian a great enduement of Ppwer with 
which to witness and work for Him. 

This enduement with Power is similar 
t o  that  which came to the first disciples 
on the Day of Pentecost and shortly 
thereafter. Notice that we write the word 
"Power" with a capital "P" for it is a 

.reference to Deity, the blessed Holy Spirit, 
the third Person in the heavenly Trinity. 
"Ye shall receive Power, the I-Ioly Ghost 
coming upon you, and ye shall be wit- 
nesses unto Mc," Jesus said , (Acts 1 :8, 
literal). 

It  is true that the Holy Spirit officiates 
at  the New Birth. H e  convicts the sinner 
and draws him t o  Christ. At the proper 
point of conviction and faith, H e  breathes. 
eternal life into the penitent soul. Thus a 

new creation is instituted in the individ- 
ual by the life-giving power of the Holy 
Spirit. T h e  believer is baptized into the 
body of Christ , a n d  becomes a part of 
that mystical body. This is the work of 
the Holy Ghost and it is effected at  the 
timc of conversion , o r  New Birth. This 
is vital. "Except a man be born of water 
A N D  O F  T H E  SPIRIT, he cannot enter 
into the kingdom of God" (John 3 :5) .  
"The ,Spirit Himself beareth witness with 
our spirit that we are the children of 
God" (Romans 8 : 1 6 ) .  

But after one has recei~.ed eternal life 
he  needs the enduement with Power. 
Jesus Christ, though H e  was the Son of 
God,  needed to be anointed with the Holy 
Ghost and with Power. T h e  Holy Spirit 
d~scended in the form of a dove and 
lighted upon Him ( h h t t h e w  3: 1 6 ) .  From 
this timc He "went about doing good, 
and healing all that were ,oppressed of the 
devil" (Acts 10:38) .  

In His water baptism, H e  said, "Thus 
it becomcth us to fulfill all righteousness" 
(Matthew 3: 15) .  H e  has left us  an ex- 
ample that we should follow in His 
steps ( 1  Peter 2 :21) .  In His Holy Spirit 
Baptism it is the same. He said, "Tarry 
ye in the city of Jerusalcm untjl ye be 
endued with Power from on High"(Luke 
24:49). HE had awaited God's timc 
and was lnightily anointed with the Holy 
Ghost. YE, too, shall receive Power, 
the Holy 'Ghost coming upon you (Acts 
1 : 8 ) .  If the Lord Jcsus needed this 
Powcr, how can we do without it, especial- 
ly when He has provided that Powcr for 
us and has commanded us to recei1.c 
it (Acts 2:38, 39; Ephesians 5:18)? 

Thc  apostle Paul said, "And I, breth- 
ren, if I yct preach circumcision, why 
do I yet suffcr persecution? then is the 
offense of the ,.cross ceased" (Galatians 
5: 1 1 ) . All Jcws preached and practised 
circun~cision. T o  fail to do so marked 
a man; other Jews persccuted him for it. 
Paul believcd that the Cross was suf- 
ficient for salvation. Paul's preaching of 
the Cross and his refraining from preach- 
ing circumcision constituted the offense 
of the Cross. But he created that offense 
and bore 'the persccution which resulted, 
because he knew , h e  was right. T h e  gos- 
pel today is, founded on Paul's teaching, 
and not on the teaching of t h e .  Jews 

who persccuted him. Prcaching the Cross 
was an offense but he preached it any- 
horv! 

There .is an offense of the Cross today. 
It  does not lie in failing to preach circum- 
cision. I t  lies in believing in and practis- 
ing the Full Gospel, including speaking 
in other tongucs. This is the stumbling 
block t h a t  kceps .many pcoplc from em- 
bracing thc faith of the Assemblies of 
God. W e  tell !.ou this franklf and plainly. 
If it were not for this speaking in othcr 
tongues, our faith would be accepted in 
many more places than it is today. But 
then the present-day offense of the Cross 
wo,uld cease. God has ordained that there 
be a 'touchstone by which men's deter- 
mination to go all the way with Him 
should be tested. The  Biblical truth of 
"speaking with other tongues" is that 
touchstone today. T o  many people it is a 
stumbling block. But Christ said, "Who- 
soever does not bear his cross and come 
after Me, he cannot be My disciple." 
"Let us go forth therefore unto Him 
without the camp, bearing His reproach" 
(Hebrews 13:13) .  

T h e  Assemblies of God believe in 
speaking with other tongucs as the'spirit  
gives utterance, as the first Christians 
did on the Day of Pentecost. W e  believe 
that, when a waiting disciple receivcs the 
infilling of the Holy Spirit, he will speak 
in tongues he ncver has learned. Peter, 
James, John, and scores of other. disciples, 
including Mary the mother of Jesus, spoke 
in tongues on the Day of Pcntecost 
(Acts 1 :I 3, 1 4 ;  2 : 4 ) .  Paul the apostle 
said, "I speak in tongues more than ye 
all" (1  Corinthians 14 :18) .  The Gentile 
believers a t  Cornelius' house spoke in 
tongues and magnified God (Acts 10 :46)  . 
Down at  Ephesus they likewise spoke in 
tongues and prophesied (Acts 19:6) . 
W h y  then should it be thought strange 
that God should do .the same wonderful 
thing today? W e  have found to our grcat 
joy and inexpressible delight that t h e  
Lord still baptizes bclievers in His Spirit 
just as H e  did in the early apostolic days. 

About a million people in the United 
Statcs have experienced this marvelous 
cnduement with Power 'from on high. 
W e  believe it, we love it, we live it, 
we preach it .  I t  is Scriptural, it is genuine, 
it is' beneficial. It  unctionizes for Chris- 
tian service, it emboldens for testimony, 
it stimulates for sacrifice, it strengthens 
for pcrsecution. In its' purity and powcr, 
it does today what it did nineteen hun- 
dred years ago and what it was meant 
to do throughout all this dispensation. 

IVe heartily commend and recommend 
this mighty baptism in the Holy Ghost 
to you.

T h e  apostle Joh'n was g i \ m  a vision of 
Christ's second qoming. O n  the lonely 
isle of Patmos he ~ e n n e d  thc following 
words, upon which we shall base this 
article: "Behold, H e  cometh with clouds, 
and every eye shall see Him, and they 
also which pierced Him, and all kindreds 
of the earth shall wail because of Him. 
Even so, Amen" (Revelation I : 7 ) .  

T h e  Bible says that Christ is the "Alpha 
and Omega, the beginning and the end- 
ing" .of all things (Revclation 1 :8) .  There 
is nothing of which it may be said that 
His sovereignty is not the commcnccn~ent 
and the consummation. This unalterable 
chain of Divine begetting and completing 
is everywhere evident in the Scriptures. 
H e  whose incarnate advent was an "al- 
pha" of humility and sprrow must have 
His second advent in an "omega" of 
power and great glory. Our Lord must 
certainly comc again.

I want you to notice, first of all, the 

clear unmistakable statement of the Bible 
-"Behold, H e  comcth." The  indisput- 
able and irrefutable evidence of Christ's 

second coming 'lies in 
the Scripturis alone. 
Here in the only ab- 
solutely inerrant Book 
on earth, God has fore- 

, told ' the  second coming 
of His Son from glory. 
This revelation was made 
to man; and sin& it 
treats of ,such a -mo- 

M, L. ~~~~d~~ mentous event, i t  is re- 
vealed clearly, and with 

a frequency and repetition proportionate 
to its importance. In expounding the

glorious truth of the second coming of 
Christ, the I-Iol!. Spirit made sparing usc 
of ~nctapliorical and figuratiw expressions., 
Hc cliosc only the plaincst and simplest 
language-language that all can under- 
stand unlcss they arc given to thc most 
willful and violent distortion of truth. 

There are no less than 1,845 references 
to the second coming of Christ in the . 
Scripturcs. Of these, 1,527 are in the Old 
Tcstamcnt, while 318 arc in the New. 
\Vhole chaptcrs and books are git.en to 
this thrilling thcmc. An average of onc 
in cvery twcnty-five !uses of the Bible 
refers directly or indirectly to this future 
cvent. For cvery mention of His first 
advent therc are eight mentions of His 
sccond coming. The  second coming of 
Christ is a prc-cmincnt doctrine of the 
Scripturcs. 

T h e  messagc is proclaimed through 
the pcn of divinely inspired men, througl~ 
the explicit testimony of angels, and 
through the exact n.ords of Jcsus Him- 
self. The  universe knoivs no higher author- 
ity than these.

This twsc also suggests the imnlinencc 

of Christ's second coming. T o  this writer, 
it is almost unbelievable that any dis- 
ccrniug persol1 could read the New Testa- 
ment record of the apostolic church and 
fail to rcalize that the early Christians 
were cvcr looking for and expectantly 
awaiting thc pron~ised coming of the 

Lord. Thc  soon rcturll of tlic h4astcr 
n x  .then, as non., the glorious hope of 
thc Church. 

Paul commended the T1~ess:~lonians bc- 
cause they had turned from idols to 
Cod  and were nzaiting "for his Son 
from heavcn"' ' ( I  Thcss. 1 : l o ) .  This 
word "\vait" i s . a  present infinitlrz, and 
means to be constantly watching for the 
rcturn of a pcrson who wcnt away. Pre- 

"cisely this is what thc apostle Paul tclls 
us the Thcssalonian Christians ncre do- 
ing. 'li? should bc doing likewise. Albert 
Bnrncs says in his Notes on the New 
Tcstamcnt' a t  this point, "They lived 
as if they nrcre waiting for His return . . . 
not knowing ~vhen  it might occur, and 
as if it might occur at  an), ~nornent." 

,The  gracc of God, says thc apostle 
Paul, teaches us to look "for that blessed 
hope, and the glorious appearing o f .  . . 
our Saviour Jesus Christ" (Titus 2 : l j ) .  
T h e  original text indicatcs that we should 
be constantly living for, and constantly 
'looking for ' the  Lord to appear. 

Stjll, another test supporting the mo- 
mentary expectancy of Christ's return is 
Phil. 3:20: "For our conversation [citi- 
zcnshipl is in hcavcn; from whence also 
n c  look for the Saviour." Here again is 
the word "look." T h e  Greek word for 
"look" here is in the present tense and 
mcans to watch constantly. T h e  eminint 
New Testament Grcck scholar, H .  A. W. 
Rleyer, says ,that this word "denotes the 
patient, attentive waiting, which ncvcr 
slackcns until realized." A. T. Robertson, 
another noted Greek scholar, explains the 
mcaning of "look" in Phil. 3:20 like 
this: "The picture is like that of a wifc 
who watches at evcning for hcr husband 
who tarries. She stcps out of the door, 
down the steps, finally out of the gate 
and looks away down the street with long- 
ing for his coming.'! Even those who 
are . not so conversant with doctrinal

words provokc onc to ask, "M'ill tllcl-c 
bc. signs to proclaim His return?" I t  
would seem il?consistcnt with the whole 
tenor of Scripture and an unprcccdented 
departure from His rc \a led  character as 
the God of !'signs and wonders" i f  this 
most hcralded cvent of Scripture should 
transpire without any divinc omcn. I-IC 
who in prin~cval creation hung the lights 
in thc fir~nament for signs, who callcd 
on hcaven and carth to tcstify to t11c 
birth of His Son, and who provokcd ,the 
greatest array of phenomenal \venders in 
thc rcgion of cosmos at His dcath, and 
lxckoncd a cloud of angcls to rcceivc 
Him into hca\.cn, will surcly call for thc 
greatcst cxhibition of signs and wondcrs 
whcn thc Lord of lords approxhcs His 
footstool again. 

Ilowever, wc must bc rcmindcd that 
no one sign or groups of signs will revcal 
thc cxact day or hour of His advent. Elsc 
how could Jcsus say, "But of that day 
and hour knowcth no nran"? Or  how 
could Paul cnrphasizc, "Thc day of the 
Lord so comet11 as a thicf in the night"? 
All these signs of His sccond co~niirg 
rcvcal thc inrmincncc of His rcturn. They 
flash the signal, "Your redemption d r a w  
cth nigh." 

This gcncration is witi~cssing the nrost 
phcnonrenal happcnings in the world's 
history! Thcse are days of signs-strangc 
signs! World ruIers, statcsmcn, intellect: 
uals, and common nrcn are all seeing 
signs! Both Christians and non-Christians 
'are secing tlrcm. No,  sane person will 
dismiss tlrcm as mass hysteria, for that 

turbed. Our atmosphere may bc courting 
an invasion of death from outer space. 
Strangc ohjccts appear in thc hcavcns, and 
for \+ant of kno\vlcdgc man has diihhcd 

. them "flying saucers."

Ho\v sobcrly and l~oncstly cac11 of us 
should pondcr our imminent destiny.

MARY KAGLIK IS AN ESKIMO LADY. AT 
the time of the incident she lived in 
Aklavik, in Canada's Northwest Terri- 
tory. She had lived in sin but  through 
the consecrated efforts of the missionaries 
she had passed from death to lifc-and, 
like Mary Magdalene, she to whom much 
had been forgiven had much love for 
her Saviour. Her devotion to Christ and 
her simple trust in Him caused many to 
marvel a t  thc transforming grace of God. 

A great windstorm had swept the 
Arctic bringing bitter cold and huge 
snowdrifts to Aklavik. Mary, living in 
a tent on the river bank with her brother 
and her .two children (she has no hus- 
band), was stricken down with flu. 

Then  her brother went away, leaving 
Mary alone with her fourteen-year-old 
daughter Jessie and hcr two-year-old son. 
Her brother said that if she ran out of 
fuel she should go across the river to 
her father's hu t  and live there. 

There was not much fuel on hand. 
Aklavik Eskimos never cut  a winter's 
supply of wood; neither do they sto,re 
much food. If they did, their relatives and 
friends would come and live off them 
-so why try to get ahead? They merely 
'cut wood as they need i t - e n o u g h  for a 
day of two a t  a time-and Mary. soon 
ran 0-ut of fuel. 

They covered themselves with blankcts 
and tried to keep warm, hoping the 
brother would return in time with some 
fuel, but  the hours dragged on and he 
did not appear. I t  was dcathly cold in 
the tent. Mary feared that if they re- 
mained there another night they would all 
perish. At length, in spite of her illness, 
she decided to go to her father's home. 

I t  was half a mile across the rivcr to 
his hut. Jessie, the fourteen-year-old, put 
her little brother on her back, and Mary 
symmoned all her strcngth for the jour- 
ney. T h e  snow was blowing. They kept 
looking back to the town lights, using 
them as a guide to make sure they were 
walking in the proper direction. But 
after a while they lost sight of the town 
lights. T h e  trail became increasingly hard 
to follow due to the drifting snow. Sud- 
denly Mary and hcr daughter realized 
that they wcre lost in the Arctic blizzard! 

They had lost all sense of direction. Thcy 
were only walking in' circles. 

They kcpt walking as long as they 
could, just to keep warm, but eventually 
their strength gave out. They decided to 
give up. Weary and stiff with cold, they 
sat down to die: Already Mary's hands had 
lost all feeling. They could not fight the 
blizzard any longer and therc seemed 
to be no way out of their plight. Mary 
drew tlie blanket around 'her  children, 
huddled helplessly together. 

Then  Mary said to Jessie, "We h a w  
been savcd through Jesus Christ, our 
Saviour, and wc believe in God. H e  will 
h e l ~  us now and show us where to no 
froin here. I am going to pray and ail< 
Him." 

Throwing aside the blanket and rubbing 
her cold face with numbed hands, Mary 
stood up to pray. She asked the Lord 
to show her the way to her father's hut .  

Suddenly-so suddenly that it was ap- 
palling-the blizzard "held its breath." 
Like the wind-lashed waves of Galilcc, 
the snow-lashed wastes of Aklavik became 
obedient to the voice of the Lord. W h e n  
Mary Kaglik opened lier eyes she saw 
a miracle. T h e  snow had ceased to blow 
and the town lights were visible in tllc 
distance! 

Hope rcvived in their hcarts, and kit11 
new hope came new strength. Soon Jcssic 
had thc little boy on her back again, 
and the t l~rce were. heading across t11c 
frozcn river. once more-but this time 
surc of their direction. 

They reachcd their destination in timc.' 

In one of  J .  Wilbur Chapman's meetings, 
a man stood and gave this remarkable tesfi-  
mony:  

"I got o f f  at the Pennsyhania depot one 
day as a tramp, and for a year I begged on the 
s:reets for a living. One day I touched a man 
on the shoulder and said, 'Mister,  please give 
me a dime.' As soon 'as I saw his face I 
recognized m y  old father. 'Father, don't you 
know me?' I asked. 

"Throwing his arms around m e  he cried, 
' I  have found you, I have found you; all 
I have is yours.' 

"Men, think of  i t ,  that I ,  a tramp, stood 
begging m y  father for ten cents, when for 
eighteen years he had been looking for me, 
f o  give me all he was worth!' Such is the 
love o f  the heavenly Father for His sinning 
childr en. 

Soon RIary was safcly shcltered in l ~ c r  
father's hut, and she recovered from her 
sickness and exposure with no after-effects. 
The  little family had -been saved from cer- 
tain death because Mary, with real faith 
in her Lord, stood up to pray. 

There is a lesson in this story for 
cvery reader. Are you in troublc? Arc 
you wandering aimlessly through life? D o  
you scem hopelessly lost? Is your heart 
brcaking? D o  not givc up hope. Therc 
is help for you, i f  you will stand up to 
pray. The  Psalmist said, "I will lift up 
mine eycs unto the 'hills, whence cometh 
my help." Lift up your eyes to God's 
hills, especially to the hill called Calvary. 
You .will see a light shining through the 
darkness of sin and despair. It  will light 
the way ' to  your Heavenly Father who 
can solve every one of ):our problems 
and supply illatever you nccd. 

Jesus said, "I am the way, the truth, 
and the life; no man cometh unto the 
Father but by Me." Accept .Him as' your 
personal Saviour. Then  let others kiiow 
that H e  is your Lord and Master. 'Believe 
that God has raised Him from the dead. 
If you will do this, the Bible says, you 
shall be saved (Romans 10 :9) .

TIIE DAY OF PENTECOST WAS ACCOM- 

panied by many unprecedented events; 
and these unusual happenings caused two 
definite questions, bringing to each its 
answer. Multitudes had come to Jerusalem 

t o  worship. Imagine 
their amazement when 
they 'saw the disciples 
of the rejected Jesus 
reeling under the power 
of the Spirit and heard 
them speaking in other 
tongues the wonderful 
.works of God! 

W e  should not expect 
E..s, ~ l l l l -  less of God than to see 

Pentecost repeated in 
our day. O n e  of the great faults of the 
present-day Church is that she has satis- 
fied herself with activities of a purely 
human nature, in her efforts to further 
the gospel. Thus she has come to believe 
that God's workings are a thing of the 
past. But the work of the Spirit is still 
necessary if.  the purpose of God is to 
be fulfilled. 

* * *  
The spectators on the Day of Pentecost 

were both amazed and bewildered. They 
asked, "What  meaneth this?" Their 
minds were confused, and they did not 
know what to  think. There were those 
who, knowing that the recipients of the 
Pentecostal blessing were disciples of 
Jesus, used their influence against them. 
"These men are full of new wine," was 
their explanation for this phenomenon. 
Satan always has some who are ready 
to give a scurrilous answer concerning 
the work of God. 

But the opinion advanced by the scof- 
fers was not the only answer received 
by the crowd that day; for Peter, stand- 
ing, up with the eleven, said, "These are 
not drunken, as ye suppose.. . . B u t  this 
is that which was spoken by the prophet 
Joel." T h e  disciples cleansed by the blood 
of Jzsus, were above such intemperance; 
their behavior was due to a work of 
God which was entirely the fulfillment 
of the Scripturis-the fulfillment which 
removed the cloud that had been hanging 
over the crucified Saviour, for it.testified 
to His resurrection and ascension to the 
Father where His atonement was accepted 
at  the eternal throne (Acts 2:32-36). 

~ e s i d e n t s  of Jerusalem had failed to 
avail themselves of numerous opportun. 
ities to accept Jesus. But  those who had 
come on long pilgrimages were pricked 
in their hearts and they accepted His 

salvation. W h a t  a warning to those who 
trust in the externals of religion! T h e  
people at Jerusalem had access to  the 
sacred Scriptures, the Temple, and its 
priests. Sabbath after Sabbath they could 
go to the Tcmple. But they had become 
worshipers in form only. I t  was left 
for the devout pilgrims from afar, not 
thus hardened, to  feel the Spirit's power 
and to scnse their need of a Saviour's 
love. T h e  arrows which fell lifeless from 
the breastplates of hardened unbelief 
worn by men of the Holy City, pierced 
the hearts of those less callous who had 
come to that sacred place to worship 
their Lord. Surely there is a reason why 
Jesus prayed, "0 Father, . . . thou hast 
hid these things from the wise and pru- 
dent, and hast.revealed them unto babes." 

* 4 * 
Pierced with the truth of the gospel, 

the receptive souls cried out, "Men and 
brethren, what shall we do?" "Men!"- 
that was a sudden word of appreciation! 
Until now only disrespect had been shown 
for either Jesus or His disciples; but  
now disrespect gave way to honor. T h e  
disciples had been hounded .like bcasts 
and derided with contempt; but  when 
conviction came there was a great change. 
This designation of the 
disciples as "men" put 
them on an equality 
with others. T h e  fact 
that they had come 
f r o m the humbler 
walks of life was for- 
gotten. They were men, 
God's men. No one 
finds the Lord Jesus 
so long as contempt 
for Christ's followers 
fills his heart. Some 
would like to enjoy the 
blessings which the gos- 
pel affords, but are un-' 
willing to classify them- 
selves with those upon 
whom t h e blessing 
rests. 

B u t those whose 
hearts were pricked at  
Pentecost were not con- 
tent with classifying 
the lowly disciples as 
men, their equal. They 
w e n t y e t .further. 
"Brethren!" they ex- 
claimed. Here is an 
acknowledging of rela- 
tionship and a willing- 
ness to join them. T o  

those inquiring hearts it was not, "How 
little can I confess, and how much may 
I receive through these humble channels 
without loss of my own prestige?" In- 
stead it was wholehearted surrender, a 

'willingness to yield all, that they might 
become fellow heirs with these Galileans. 
W i t h  Ruth of old they could have said, 
"Thy people shall be my people, and ' 

thy God my God." 
* 8 4 

After this acknowledgment-an ac- 
knowledgment which surrender to  convic- 
tion always brings-we find them asking; 
"What  shall we do?" They believed that 
in spiritual things the disciples knew 
more than they, and they were willing 
to learn. These honest souls were not 
left without an answer. 

The  Church has no answer, however, for 
the critical and unbclieving inquirer. I t  
is not the purpose of God to satisfy the 
whims of the depraved heart. The  Church 
is not required to explain all mysteries 
and reply to "What  is the good of this, 
or that?" She is called upon only to bear 
positive witness to thc truth and t6 lct 
her light shine. Our duty to  the unbe- 
lieving world is primarily to proclaim 
thc gospcl, not to defend it. "Bcwarc 
thercfore, lest that come upon you, which 
is spoken of in the prophets; behold, ye 
despisers, and wonder, and perish: for 
I work a work in your days, a work which 
ye shall in no wise believe, though a man 
declare it unto you" (Acts 13:40, 41 ) .  

T o  the honest hcart the answers of 
God are sufficient and clear. Thc  ancwer 
of Pctcr was definite: "Repent, and be

Crippled Boy Healed 

All of his life our twelve-year-old son 
Merdy ("Bud") Steele had been crip- 
pled in his right arm and leg. From birth 
he had not been able to  use his arm, 
except to move it slightly or to raise it 
a few inches. Because of this condition, 
Bud's undeveloped shoulder sagged. His 
wrist always remained in a crooked posi- 
tion, and the knuckles and finger joints 
of his right hand were in the palm rather 
than on the back of his hand. 

Bud's right leg was noticeably shorter 
than his left one. Also, his foot was 
twisted sidewise, so that it was impossible 
for him to walk without dragging it. 
Never was he able to  raise his leg fully, 
or run, or kick normally. All the muscles 
of his right leg were undeveloped. 

For several years, a t  the advice of 
doctors, Bud slept in braces, hoping for 
some help. W e  took him to many doctors 
and specialists, including those in the 
Cincinnati Clinic, and the famous Hop- 
kins Clinic in Baltimore, Md., but  with 
little or no results. 

O n  Sunday night, March 14, 1954, 
Bud was taken to an evangelistic meeting 
a t  Glad Tidings Assembly of God in 
Cleveland. As Evangelist L. C .  Robie 

in Answer to Prayer 

and Pastor Clyde I. Bowman prayed for 
him, the power of God instantly touched 
his arm and leg-and healing began! 
Bud discovered that for the f m t  tiqw 
in his life he could walk normally. 

Soon his crippled arm received strength 
and he could raise it above h a  head; this 
he had never done before. Sincc then 
his hand has been healed, and the joints 
and knuckles are now in their proper 
place. The  fingers and sagged shoulder 
are perfectly healed. H e  now has 7 5 %  
normal usage of his arm and hand, and 
his whole leg is practically normal. Both 
of his legs are now exactly the same 
length. He is now ,able to run, play, 
kick, and jump like other boys. 1 

W e  are deeply thankful to God for so 
graciously healing the crippled body of 
our boy. No one else could help him, 
but  Jesus did. And we are thankful most 
of all that Bud is changed in heart. Jesus 
has saved him, and he is living for th'e 
Lord.-Harry Steele, father of "Bud,"

baptized every one of you in the name 
of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, 
and ye shalI receive the gift of the Holy 
Ghost." 

Some tell us that Pentecost was a col- 
lective affair, and that it  was .not con- 
ditioned upon personal seeking; but  the 
Scriptures teach differently. A f e r  His 
resurrection, our Lord Jesus was seen 
by more than five hundred brethren at  
once. Why,  then, did not the same num- 
ber receive the promise of the Father 
a t  Pentecost? ' If there were no human 
conditions to be met-such as tarrying, 
prayer, supplication, praise, and worship 
-why were only one hundred and twenty 
filled with the 'Spirit? - 

The  fact is that, although it was the 
appointment of God that the Spirit 
should be poured forth on that day, the 
individual's receiving of the blessing was 
conditioned upon mteting Scriptural con- 
ditions. 'Be not deceived; the promisc of 
the Father is personal. Peter had to re- 
ceive for himself, as did the other dis- 
ciples, a d  so also must we. T h e  teaching 
that the Spirit came a t  Pentecost and 
since then has been in the world operating 
in and through the Church, without any 
subsequent personal experiences of the 
infilling.of the Spirit, is a mistake. Just as 
repentance is personal, so also is the 
promise of the Spirit; therefore, "be filled 
with the Spiritw-"for the promise is 
unto you."

ANOTHER LATIN AMERICAN REPUBLIC 
has been visited with a great spiritual 
awakening. T h e  instruments in the hands 
of God to promote this revival are two 
Puerto Rican evangelists, David Garcia, 
and his co-worker, Jaime Cardona. They 
opened their campaign in Ciudad Tru- 
jillo and continued for two weeks.

Assembly of God Evangelistic Center 
filled at  5 p.m. waiting for services an- 
nounced for 8 p.m. ,  Thousands turned 

aw 'he  last night of the meeting there 
were 30,000 persons in attendance. This 
revival eclipsed the news of the Pan- 
American Baseball Tournament in Central 
America. T h e  to ic of conversation on 
the streets, in t fl e busses, stores, and 
everywhere was the great revival of salva- 
tion, miracles and healing. 

"The medical profession was divided 
upon its opinions of current healings, 
but had to admit the reality, since thcre. 
were so many definite cases of healing. 
Many people were healed of blindness, 
deafness, lameness,. asthma, kidney trouble, 
T. B., and other diseases. 

"A bootblack ' who for years had 
crawled daily around the. streets of the 

' capital city .was instantly healed and 
straightened by the power of God: This 
caused a great stir in 'the city. A deaf-

mute who carried a passport to visit 
the US. to seek medical aid, was in- 
stantly healed. A government official 
who worked in the treasury departmcnt 
for twenty-eight years was healcd of 
a hernia. A paralytic who had been in 
that  condition for sixteen years was 
healed. Blind people were healed, proving 
the fact by reading o r ,  identifying certain 
objects. 

"Demon-possessed peo le were freed 
by the power of God. B n e  young lady 
exclaimed, 'At last 1 am delivered from 
the evil spirit that has tortured me for 
four years!' In  many cases, the demons 
cried out before being cast out. 

"The sick, afflicted, lame, blind and 
demon-possessed poured into the capital 
city from the .four corners of the country. 
They came by car, cart, wagon, bus, 
plane, or any other means of convcyancc 
possible. W e  feared a riot in the hospitals, 
since many patients wanted to get to the 
services. Large numbers of officers and 
servicemen filled the reserved section each 
night. Thousands raised their hands for 
prayer as the invitation was given. Grcat 
times of repentance followed, with a 
mighty volume of voices asking God to 
forgive their sin and makc them ncw 
creatures in Christ. 

"It is difficult to assess just how far- 
reaching the results of this great revival 
may be, but is is evident that God is 
beginning a genuine work that may 
spread throughout the entire Dominican 

Republic."

THE GOLDEN CALF 

Exodus 32:l-4, IS, 19, 20, 26-28 

Moses twice spent forty days on Mount  
Sinai in the presence of the Lord.' Each 
time, God gave him thc law on tables 
of stone. W h e n  he  came down the first 
time, he found the people worshiping a 

,golden calf. It had not bcen more than 
forty days since the children of Israel 
had pledged the1nseh.e~ to obey the law 
of the Lord. But now, to their shame, 
they were dancing around an idol. This 
shows how unreliable our dccisions may 
prove if thty ,are induccd 'by  emotions 
alone. Character rcsults from decisions 
which are based on calculatcd rcason 
and deliberate choice. 

1. THE SIN OF .ISRAEL 
a. Desirc for a visible God. \ \ h e n  

Moscs did not soon return to the camp 
from the mount, the people becarnc im- 
patient. Aaron later said thcy wcrc evcn 
set on mischief (v. 2 2 ) .  Tlicy were rest- 
less and askcd for, visible dcitics, which 
they could put bcforc thcm and follow 
(v. 1 ) .  Some think thcy wishcd to return 
to Egypt. At least thcy wishcd to rcturn 
to Egyptian ways. 

b. Conten1 ~t for Moses. Whcn  the 
people asked / or gods to lcacl thcm, tlicy 
spoke with much irrcvcrancc concerning 
kloses, whom the Lord had so used in 
thcir behalf-"as for , this Moses, the 
man that brought us up out of tlic land 
of Egypt." Thcy had lost sight of' tlic 
fact that it was God who had b r o u ~ h t  
them out; thcy would tlicrcfore show 
disrcspcct for His scrvant, i n d  blamc 
their condition upon him. 

c. Building of an Idol. Through t11c 
influence of the Lord, tlic Israclitcs had 
received favor of the Egyptians and liad 
borrowed jewelry and othcr \-aluablcs from 
them before lcaving the land. Aaron a s l d  
the people to bring tlicir olden carrings k and other ornanicnts, so t l a t  t l ~ y  could 
bc nloldcd into a god. Wlicn pcoplc 
get away from God, tlicy arc oftcn more 
zealous for thc falsc than t11cy cvcr nerc 
.for God. The  action of thc Israclitcs 
would have bcen in kccping with Bible 
teaching if thcy had simply rcmo\:cd their 
ornaments, or had contributed thcm to 
God's scrvicc, but in sceking to make 
tlicm into an idol t l~cy violatcd all thc 
law of God. 

d. False Worship of the True God. 
Aaron accepted thc matcrial as it was 
ljrought to him, and fashiqncd it into a 
goldcn calf. Thcn thc pcoplc said blus- 

l~liemously, "These be thy gods, 0 Isracl, 
which brought thee up out of tlie land 
of Egypt." Thcy wanted sonic visiblc 
representation of Jehovah to use in their 
worship of Him. In addition, they pro- 
claimed "a feast to the Lord" for the 
next day. "And they rose up early on 
the morrow, and offcred burnt-offerings, 
a n d  brought peacc-offerings." This peo- 
ple's conception of God seems to have 
bccn little higlicr than that of the hea- 
then, who recognized various dcitics which 
thcv could worsliir, through their idols. - 

T11c burnt-offering was supposcd to be 
nhll!;  burnt to tlic Lord. But when the 
pcoplc had shed the blood and offcrcd 
the Lord His portion of thc pcace-offcr- 
ing, thcy held a rcligious holiday. "Thc); 
sat clown to eat and to drink." They 
ate of the pcace-offcring as i f  cating to 
tlie Lord. Then  they "rosc i!p to play." 
Much idolatry is accompanied by immoral 
orgics. It  is believed tliis is the mcaning 
of "rose up to play." This belicf is 
further strcngtl~encd by tlic fact that 
h4oscs found thcm nakcd when hc rc- 
turned (v. 2 5 ) .  Wherc therc is falsc 
religion, thcre is likcly to be impurity. 

a. God's Knowledge. God saw wl~at  
was happening at thc foot of tlie moun- 
tain and scnt Moscs to' thc pcoplc saying, 
"Thy pcoplc, which thou broughtest out 
of t11c land of Egypt, liavc corruptccl 
tl~emselves." Thus God as mucli as said. 
"Tlicy are your people, not Mine; .  1 
havc repudiated tlicm bccausc of tlicir 
cvils." Poor Moscs-the pcoplc liad rc- 
pudiatcd him, and now God sccmcd to 
thrust ulIon him the responsibility for 
thcm. ~b bc a leaclcr 
may sound wonderful, 
but to carry tlie bur- 
dens t h a t . faithful 
lcaclcrsl~ip rcquircs is 
oftcn a sourcc of ~ n u c h  
l~cartache. 

h .  Dcliheratc Rebel- 
lion. The  dissatisfac- 
tion of thc peoplc and 
their clcl?xlnd far gods 
probably bcgan long 
bcforc Moses' forty 
days on thc nlount 
were finished.

Oak Chapel Comes to Life 
Hundred-Year-Old Chapel Resounds with Songs of Worship 

Once Again, After Thirty-Nine Years of Silence 

DRIVE ACROSS AMERICA, AND WHER- 

ever you go you will find abandoned 
chapels. In town and countryside alike 
the land is dotted with them-buildings 
large and small-some of them well pre- 
served bu t  only used for special occasions, 
such as weddings and funerals-while 
others are totally neglected and falling 
into disrepair. 

O n  the Lord's Day you will find n o  
clusters of cars parked around these church 
buildings. There is no buzz of cordial 
conversation from church members con- 
gregating in little groups outside the 
doors. There are no shouts from the 
pulpit-no songs in  the pews. These 
buildings are sad, lonely places. They 
stand like marble monuments in  a grave- 
yard-silent memorials of a spiritual life 
that once was bu t  which is n o  more. 

But  in hundreds of these "dead" 
churches there has been a "resurrection." 
T h e  community has felt the warm sweet 
breath of a heaven-sent revival, and the 
once-abandoned church house has become 
a n  Assembly of God. Once again the 
Saviour's gospel is thundering forth from 
the platform. Once again the rafters ring 
3 i t h  happy song as old and young gather 
in to  worship God and to study His 
Word. 

Oak Chapel is one such church. For 
more than thirty-nine years it  had been 
closed. T h e  sturdy old building had 
stood a t  Bridgewater Center, Vermont, 
for nearly a hundred years. Once it had 
been a beehive of gospel activity. Its 

walls resounded with shouts of joy as 
sinners found Christ, and as Christians 
felt the moving of the Spirit. But gradu- 
ally the congregation had dwindled; in- 
terest had waned, and , eventually. t h e  
church was closed. T h e  one, anniversary 
service held each year in Oak Chapel 
was the extent of the religious activity in 
the community. 

About three years ago a meeting was 
held to decide on a sale price-a nearby 
farmer wanted the chapd for a barn. 
But one old gentleman had protested. ."I 
believe God will send us someone to 
preach," he had said. "Let's not .  sell 
it yet." So the church was saved.. 

Today, as in Bible days, God ,,has a 
messenger for every earnest heart that is 
waiting for the message. H e  has a ,  Peter 
for every Cornelius. In  the busy metro- 
polis of Boston,, some 160 miles away, 
H e  laid a burden for Bridgewater Center 
upon two servants of I-Iis, Mr. .and Mrs. 
Harry Snook. They began-to pray that. 
a gospel witness might be sent to this 
community. Then God said to them, 
"You go." 

They made an exploratory trip into 
Vermont and talked with some villagcrs 
of Bridgewater Center. Varying degrecs 
of interest were shown. Some were quite 
indifferent; .others felt it would be a waste 
of time and effort to try t o  reopen thc 
church. But when they drove into tlle 
yard of the old inan who had .pleaded 
for the prcservatidn of the church, lic 
came out of his house weeping for joy. 

Some of the happy members of the Sunday School 'at Oak Chapel. Last Easter the 
building was packed out with 140 present. 

Oak Chapel in Bridgewater Center, Ver- 
mont (note acorn on top of steeple). 
This church was closed for thirty-nine 
yeaus. Now an Assembliis of Cod min- 
ister is holding gospel services here reg- 

ularly. 

"Young man, you don't ha\;e to tell 
mc," lie said. "I know why you're here. 
God sent you to open our church." 

Thus God led His servants and niar- 
velously confirmed His will for thcni. 
T h e  Snooks began by driving the long 
distance.from Boston to Bridgewater each 
week-end for thcir meetings. After doing 
this for six months they turncd their 
backs upon a lucrative field of business 
and moved to a farm near Oak Chapel. 
By this time the community was begin- 
ning to awake to the fact that the old 
church had come to life. The  nmtings,  
which had begun with a congregation 
of four people, now were wcll attcndcd. 
Adults as wcll as children werc coming 
to Sunday School. 

God has sent a revival to Bridgewatcr 
Ccnter. At first there were very few 
"born-again" Chri'stians. Then there wcrc 
conversions, one by one, to swcll thc 
nunipcr. God's Spirit moved mightily 
among thc young peoplc. In this placc 
whcre two generations had grown up . 
without the bcncfit of an open church 
a ~ i d  gospcl scrviccs,, the teen-agers startcd 
calling upon the Lord and reccivcd rcal 
salvation. Spccial serviccs are held for 
tlic young peoplc on Friday nights. Here 
they lcarn to witncss for Christ, and hcrc 
they study God's Wora-and it is bcar- 
ing fruit in their lives. About six of tlic 
young people have expressed a dcsirc to 
attcnd' Bible school and prepare for full- 
time Christian. scrvice. Of this riumbcr, 
four want to be foreign missionaries. 

T h e  young people's leader had previous- 
ly considered making a career of engineer- 
ing, but now he  says he wants to carry 
the gospcl to the pcople of Vcrmont. 
Not  long ago this young man was in-

vited to  address a group of young people 
in another community. H e  preached the 
gospel, using many of the scriptures he 
had learned in a personal workers' course, 
and after he had spoken the young people 
were greatly moved. Two of them later 
came to Oak Chapel and accepted Christ. 

T h e  showers of blessing that are falling 
a t  Bridgewater Center are overflowing to 
neighboring communities, some of which 
are without an open church. One  such 
village has been opened to the gospel 
through the Snooks' weekly radio broad- 
cast, "Road to Heaven." A large family 
in Barnard heard the broadcast and began 
attending the meetings at  Oak Chapel. 
They accepted Christ as their Saviour 
and afterward invited the Snooks to come 

to their villagc. As a result, regular serv- 
ices are being conductcd in Barnard. Tha t  
village has only two churches-one which 
is closed ten months of the year, and 
the other which the Snooks have reopened. 

In another community, a woman who 
had never been in church before invited 
the Snooks to come to her home. W h e n  
they arrived they found several women 
scated around a table reading their Bibles. 
T h e  women asked for an explanation of 
some Blble passages. Now this group 
has a regular Blble study time. 

Not  only laymen, but ministers too 
are seeking God for . H I S  highest and 
best. In one nearby conlnlunity two min- 
isters of another denomination are waiting 
upon God for the Baptism of the Holy 

Spirit. Ohe of tlicm, is fasting and praying 
that thc Lord will give him this New 
Tcstament experience, and one of his 
deacons has cxpressed a similar dcsirc. 

Thus New England, "the land of closed 
churches," is sceing the beginning of a 
new ' religious awakening. T h e  story is 
being repeated in various parts of Amer- 
ica.

ALL WAS EXCITEMENT IN THE LITTLE 

town of Nazareth. T h e  Master had come 
home .once again. Ever since He had 
left, His fame had been spreading far and 
wide. O n  this momentous occasion a 
large multitude assembled in the syna- 
gogue and waited with bated breath to 
hear the Master speak. As Jesus' fellow 
citizens listened, this inspired message fell 
from His lips: "The Spirit of the Lord 
is upon me, because he hath sent me  
to heal the broken-hearted, to preach 
deliverance to the captives, and recover- 
ing of sight to the blind, to set a t  liberty 
them that are bruised, to preach the ac- 
ceptable year of the Lord" (Luke 4:18, 
19). 

As the people heard the Son of God 
speak, some accepted but  others refused 

. to believe. Those who rejected His mes- 
sage did not realize that it was an HOUR 

OF DIVINE PROCLAMATION, and that the 
kingdom of God was at  hand. Yes, man's 
HOUR OF DELIVERANCE was approaching. 
T h e  Lord Jesus Christ had come to open 
the door to  the spiritual kingdom of 

. God, deep within the hearts of men. 
Human nature is the same today as 

when Jesus visited the city of Nazareth. 
Some who hear the gospel receive it 
gladly, but  there are multitudes who re- 
ject it. W e  live in an hour when it is 
popular to believe that the day of miracles 
is past. Many ministers are no longer 
teaching that men and women can be 
miraculously born again; modernists claim 
that Christ no longer heals the sick and 
afflicted. * . *  * 

W h e n  I lived in Edmonton, Canada, I 
was a rncmber of the largest Protcstant 

church 111 the city, a church which boast- 
ed a mcmbcrship of 3,000. W e  were very 
proud of our church, but unfortunately 
the pastor was 'a modernist. H e  wasn't 
a t  all certain that there was a valid, born- 
again experience; and if such a thing ex- 
isted, he knew little or nothing about  it. 
As for healing, he had a "very good 
scientific explanation" (as he thought) 
for the healings of Jesus. And he 'did not 
believe in the second coming of Christ. 

In those days I was sick 'in bed, and 
the doctors said I would not live. Some- 
times- my pastor visited me. After speak- 
ing with me a few minutes, he  would 
generally pray for mc in such flowery 
language that I could scarcely 'under- 
stand him. One day, when he was leaving 
our home, he placed his hand on my 
shouldcr and said, "Now, Brother Lorne, 
you must bear your pain and suffering 
with good Christian fortltudc, and some 
day, in the sweet bye and bye, in the 
land that is fairer than dav. there will be ,, 
no more pain, sickness, or suffering." 
I began to weep, for I was a young man 
and I wantcd to live. I had 'ambitions of 
becoming a great concert pianist. I ~ ~ a n t e d  
to thrill multitudes in concert halls and 
auditoriums. I did not want to bclicve 
that all of my fond dreams would comc 
crashing down like a hrokcn castlc around 
my feet. Thereforc, my pastor's visits, 
instead of bcing a comfort, were rathcr 
discouraging. * * *  

But onc day something happcned to 
our modernist pastor. H e  got saved! I-Ie 
was going to conduct an expose' of Charles 
S. Price's "fraudulent" divinc healing 
~ninistry. He had gonc to Dr. Pricc's 

meeting in Calgary, Alberta, in order 
to gather information for llis exposC- 
but  while. there hc found the Lord as 
his personal Saviour! H e  camc back a new 
person, a new creature in Christ; and 
I hcard him say that he had a new 
theology and a new Jesus to preach. 

Later, when Brother Price came to 
Edn~onton ,  our pastor urged his congrega- 
tion to attend the city-wide salvation and 
healing campaign. I was taken to those 
meetings; and within a few minutes after 
I was praycd for, my blessed Lord com- 
pletcly hcalcd me of all the hopeless 
discascs for which the doctors had given 
me up to die. 

There are many who say, "If I.could 
see somebody healed, I would believe. 
Show me a miracle, and I am willing to 
bclieve that Christ heals today." But that 
is not so. Even if they did see a miracle, 
thcy would not believe so long as that 
is their attitude. God does not work on 
that basis. The  Word  of God says, "Thcsc 
signs shall follow them that believe." 
God's orclcr is that you believe first and 
scc afterwards. I have friends who kncn: 
how sick I was, and who knew me when 
I .  was hcalcd, yet they d o  not bclicve.

Thcn I hcar anothcr voicc objecting, 
"But. is it rcally Scriptural to pray for 
the sick? Docsn't the Lord heal just on

W h e n  my Lord cried out, "It is 
finished," it was not a cry of defeat. I t  
was the cry of a Man who had con- 
summated the mission H e  had come 
to perform. According to God's plan, 
Jesus had brought salvation to man in 
the fullness of time. And as I look back 
to Calvary, I realize that the work of the 
Cross has been completed. Our redemp- 
tion is purchased. Thank God, salvation 
for the whole man-body, mind, and spirit 
-is provided i n  the fountain of life 
that was opened wide on M t .  Calvary. 

James 5:14 ,  1 5  contains the ringing 
commission to the Church of Jesus 
Christ: "Is any sick among you? let 
him call for the elders of the  church; 
and let them pray over him, anointing 
him with oil in  the name of the Lord: 
and the  prayer of faith shall save thc 
sick, and the Lord shall raise him up;

As soon as we 
refer t o  this scripture there are those 
who protest that the Book of James be- 
longs only t o  the Jews, and not to the 
Church a t  all. W a i t  a minute, my broth- 
er! Whenever we start blue-penciling pas- 
sages from the Bible, we are as bad as 
the agnostics and unbelievers. Moreover, 
if we cannot accept one portion of the 
W o r d  as belonging to us, how can we 
know with any m'easure of assurance that 
another passage is ours? As far as I'm con- 
cerned, it  is all or none-and I have 
taken i t  all! * + *  

I t  is the will of God that His children 
be healed. By inspiration the apostle John 
wrote, "Beloved, I wish above all things 
that  thou mayest prosper and be  in 
health, even as thy soul prospereth" ( 3  
John 2 ) .  This is the will and desire of 
God for every member of His blood- 
bought Church today. 

As I already mentioned, I was once an 
incurabIe invalid-many doctors had given 
me up to die. But  under the Spirit- 

anointed ministry of Charles S. Price 
in Edmonton, Canada, I was gloriously 
healed. In his ministry there was a 
phenomenon which accompanied his 
prayer for the siek-nearly all of the 
people he anointed an'd prayed over were 
prostratcd on their backs under the power 
of God. Some time after my sister and 
I went out into full-time ministry, Dr. 
Price called us to  him and said,' "I feel 
that God would have me pray that this 
same phenomenon might follow your 
ministry." H e  laid his 'hands upon me 
and prayed that this might be. 

After this occasion, the phenomenon 
was present in our services without our 
saying anything about it publicly. People 
werc "slain" under the power of God as 
we ministered to the sick. For a number 
of years God blessed our meetings and 
there were some outstanding miracles of 
healing. 

But after a while, criticism began to 
mount higher and higher like a. rushing 
flood. I t  came from ministerial circles and 
laity alike. Many folk told us that they 
liked our music, our evangelistic appeal, 
and even our healing testimony and 
prayer for the sick-but they did not 
like to  see people fall prostrate under the 
power .of God. W h y  did I allow it? they 
wanted to know. 

At first I was determined to ignore 
these remarks, but  eventually they began 
to wear me down. So we asked our work- 
ers to stand behind each person we 
prayed over and to keep them from fall- 
ing. As a result, this particular phenom- 
enon became less and less apparent in 
our meetings until it ceased entirely; and 
to a large extent the healings disappeared 
too. I have only .the, deepest regret in 
my heart for those years of compromise, 
and I would give anything if I could, 
relive them. 

One afternoon I was alone in the house, 
discouraged. I felt weary in  body, de- 
pressed in spirit, and sick at  heart, be- 
cause I knew that I was grieving my 
Lord. W i t h  aching heart, I cried aloud 
to God, "Lord, tonight is healing servicc 
again, and I do not feel that I can face 
anothcr healing line. I'm all through- 
I cannot face a crowd of sick people 
again. Lord, it all seems like a farce to 
me. I cannot go any farther. Please, 
Lord, won't You do something for me?" 

As I prayed on in earncst, thc tears 
began to stream down my cheeks. Thcn  
a miracle took place. It  is one of the 
rarest and most treasured occasions of 
my whole Christian experience. Jesus 
of Nazareth literally walked into my bed- 
room. His presence was so real that I 
found myself moving over on the bed 
to make a place for Him to sit beside 
me. H e  reached out His hand and placed 

it on mine, and said, "My son, it is now 
or never. Which will i t  be?" 

As I waited in.His presence, He spoke 
, to  m e  further, telling m e  that there 
would be one last great outpouring of 
His Spirit and - a n  ingathering of souls. 
H e  told me that once again multitudes 
would hear the gospel. Once again there 
would be a day of mass evangelism, and 
nlultitudes would be saved. I t  would bc 
a time of signs, wonders, and miracles. ' 

I t  would be a final outpouring of the 
Holy Spirit on- the world to bring sinners 
to  repentance and to get God's people 
ready to mcet the Lord in thc clouds 
of glory. 

I closed my eyes, and God gave me a 
vision. I t  seemed that I was standing on 
a pivot, being slowly turned until I made 
a complete circle. In this vision, evcry- 
where I looked I saw throngs and throngs 
of people prostrate under divine power. 

"Lord, what does this mean?" I asked. 
"These, my son, are the mcn and 

women on whom you are yet to lay 
your hands to pray for their healing, and 
for their anointing for service, if you 
will give yourself completely to Me." 

I knew what. it would mean if I said 
"yes" to  God. I could almost hear peo- 
ple saying, "Have you heard about Broth- 
er Fox? He's back a t  it again." But dis- 
regarding thc criticism w k c h  I felt I 
would receive, I yielded to the Lord. 
Tears rushed down my face, and from 
the depths of my heart I cried, "I will do 
it, Lord, if You will go with me." God 
knew I meant it: 

God was in the service that evcning! 
I preached with a broken spirit, with 
tears streaming down my face. I don't 
know where all the sick people came 
from, but  when we invited them to form 
a healing line that night, they wcre 
standing all across the front of that arena, 
which was almost 200 feet wide. Peoplc 
of almost every denomination came for- 
ward to be praycd for. W e  bcgan to pray 
for thc sick, and God's power came upon 
them. Many were prostrated and later 
arose with radiant faces and shouts of 
joy. One lady whosc arm had been para- 
lyzed from birth was waving it about, 
completcly hcaled. Another said, "My 
goiter's gonc!" Thcre were many mar- 
velous healings that night. Since that 
time we have seen hundreds healed and 
hundreds saved- as we have let the Lord 
have His way. 

By the grace of God, I will never again 
bc guilty of laying my hands upon the 
operation of the Spirit. I will never 
permit fanaticism or the work of the flesh 
in my meetings; b u t  anything that is 
Scriptural and that leads the people into 
'the presence of Jesus, I desire with all 
my heart. God is moving once again in 
the midst of His people. Truly, this is THE.
